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[NEW ANHWEI DAILY 27 April editorial: "All-Out Opposition to Right Deviationism;
Vigorously Grasp Class Struggle"]

He [words
indistinct]), distorts orientation of the movement to bide his time, and launches
counterattacks when it is opportune.

Another 1look around, comrades, will make us see that in certain area in the province
there are people putting up such slogans as "The general orientation of (?workers!'
ceneral headquarters) is correct!®™, which attempts to reverse correct decisions in
favor of this notorious conservative organization, to deny the general orientation
2f the struggle conducted by the proletarian revolutionaries and revolutionary
masses of Anhwei Province, and to create favorable conditions for the handful of
party capitalist-roaders to stage a comeback.

Comrades, let us, of necessity, take another look around. There are a handful of
monsters and demons in a certain area of the province who claimed to be the victims
of the bourgeois reactionary line and hoisted the flag of rebellion to seize power
from the proletariat. Another glance around will make us see that in ...:se festive
days of celebration marking the inauguration of the provincial revolui.. .ary
committee, a handful of evil persons hidden away in dark and dingy cor::rs are
gnashing their teeth with hatred and planning to carry out sabotage.

All these living facts of class struggle fully underscore the fact tha: :he handful
of class enemies will never be reconciled to their defeat. Ag the clar: struggle
progresscs in depth, they will be even more determined to wage last-di: h struggles
and launch fanatical counterattacks against us as their doom closes in on then.
Ti:is is an objective law of class struggle independent of man's will.

Revolutionary comrades! Do not be overly gentle and scholarly in your attituyde
and 1look upon the extremely complicated class struggle as a very simple thing.

Our nost beloved and great leader Chairman Mao recently taught us that the great
proletarian cultural revolution is essentially a great political revolution of the
proletariat conducted under the condition of socialism against the bour.. sie

and all exploiting classes. It is a continuation of the prolonged stri. o waged
by the Chinese Communist Party and the revolutionary people under its lcauership
against the KMT reactionaries, and it is a continuation of the class struggle
between the proletariat and the bourgeoisie.

But some comrades in our ranks do not see things that way. Some do not understand
the essence of the great proletarian cultural revolution at all. They lack profound
awareness of the complicated and prolonged nature of class struggle, and make
inadequate judgements. They look on capitalist-roaders as "dead tigers," and
cannot see how the class enemies are plotting to reverse correct decisions and
restore capitalism; they thereby lose their awareness of the enemy situation and
slacken their efforts in the struggle against the class enemy.

Because some have not been able to truly establish a proletarian world outlook and
a resolute proletarian stand, and lack the proletarian class sentiments of "love"
and "rate" and the thorough revolutionary spirit, their fighting will begins to
waver, and individualism begins to sprout under the new situation of wresting all-
round vic.ory in the great proletarian cultyral revolution.



They become more and more remote from the white-hot class struggle and lose
enthusiasm for revolutionary great criticism and repudiation.

Furthermore, they do not feel hatred for the various kinds of bourgeois reactionary
tendencies and the counterrevolutionary views and activities of the handful of
class enemies, and refrain from forceful criticism and resolute counterattack.

Due to the manifestation of self-interest, some succumb to the pressure applied
from the right or from the left. Confronted with major issues, they do not view
problems from the standpoint of the struggle between the two lines, and are afraid
to adhere to the proletarian revolutionary principle, afraid to conduct tit-for-tat
struggle against the class enemy, and, even though they knew very well that evil
elements are present, they will not attempt to expose these elements.

In brief, concern for class struggle and the struggle between the lines is very

weak in these comrades. In the arduous and complex class struggle, they are myopic,
weak, and soft toward the class enemy. These are manifestations of right-deviationist
tendencies in our ranks.

Al though persons seriously afflicted with right-deviationist tendencies are in the
very small minority in our ranks, and these tendencies are not dominant, still, such
tendencies are extremely dangerous. [words indistinct].

The three right-deviationist tendencies of reversing correct decisions, splittism,
and conservatism are the chief dangers in the current movement. The class enemies
are engaged in various devious ways in seeking right-deviationist reversal of correct
decisions politically, while inciting right-deviationist splittism organizationally.
This is an attempt to topple the proletarian headquarters headed by Chairman Mao and
with Vice Chairman Lin as the deputy, and reverse decisions for the bourgeois
headquarters headed by China's Khrushchev, thereby achieving the obJjective of
negating the great proletarian cultural revolution and realizing capitalist
restoration.

The right-deviationist tendencies in our ranks are just the loopholes the class

enemy has been looking for. Objectively, these tendencies serve the purpose of
protecting and aiding the enemy. V¥e must resolutely repulse the counterrevolutionary
evil wind of right-deviationist reversal of correct decisions and splittism fanned

up by the class enemy. In order to defend the fruits of victory won in the great
proletarian cultural revolution and impel the movement to a new upsurge, we must
resolutely oppose and eliminate the right-deviationist thinking in our ranks, and
thoroughly overthrow right-deviationist capitulationism.

Right-deviationist thinking is an element of bourgeois factionalism in our ranks.
To overcome right-deviationist thinking we must use the invincible thought of

Mao Tse-tung to arm ourselves, vigorously combat self-interest and repudiate
revisionism, energetically establish public-interest, and establish loyalty to
Chairman Mas. We must firmly establish the prnletarian world outlook. We must
diligently study, profoundly understand and resolutely implement Chairman Mao's
teachings on class and class struggle, unceasingly elevate our awareness of the
struggle between the classes and the lines, go all-out to strengthen proletarian
factionalism, resolutely oppose the factionalism of the bourgeoisie, and establish
a thorough revolutionary spirit. Only by so doing can we become genuine proletarian
fighters who are boundlessly loyal to Chairman Mao, always preserve the vitality
of the revolution and a vigorous fighting will to launch unrelenting struggles
against the class enemy, and carry through to the end the great proletarian
cultural revolution and the world revolution.
