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In 1843, the Chartists, having submitted their second
National Petition to the House of Commons the previous year,
stood as a strong working class organisationol Both Karl
Marx and feederick Engels, viewing the immediacy of a social
revolution in kngland and Europe, claimed that the Chartist
ranks, "swelled by two million brave and srdent Irish,"?
would intensify the inevitable confrontation between the
bourgeoisie and the proletariat. Engels, furthermore, an-
ticipated an glliance between the Irish and the English for
the advancement of EBritish democracy and for Irish indepen-
dence,3 as the Charter of 1842 had declared itself in favour
of the repeal of the Act of Union. By the 1850s, the poli-
tical strength of the Chartists and the English working class
had ebbed, Iarx returned to his economic studies and Engels
%0 business, Politically, they turned to Ireland as the
motor necessary %0 accelerate social revolution in England,
Their attitude towards the Irish “ueéfig?ik??1°h in the
latter nineteenth century reached axlevel of political pro-
minence, was clearly stated in a letter Marx wrote to Ludwig
Kugelmann:5

The primary condition of emancipation here——
the overthrow of the bnglish landed oligarchy--
remains impossgible because its position here
cannot be gtormed so0 long as it maintains its
entrenched outposts in lreland.

A Confidential Communication, drafted by Marx for the General
Council of the international Working liens Association, made
the point even stronger:6 "(Thg7...first need is %0 en=-
courage the social revolution in England, ©To #his end a
great blow must be struck in Ireland."

Although the articles and correspondence contained in this
checklist spread over fifty years, Marx and Engels were
absorbed in the politics and study of the lrish Question pri-
marily from 1867 to 1870; not coincidently, this period also
marked the major activity of the General Council, and the
aborted rising and other actions of the Fenians.7 They did
not, however, accomplish any full-scale study of the Irish
conditions. Marx devoted a chapter o Ireland in Capital,
volume I, though it served as an "illustration" of the
General Law of Capitalist Accumulation, and “ngels wrote
the first two chapters of g History of Ireland but never
completed the proposed book. Thus, the primary source for
their analysis of the lrish Yuestion remains to their cor-
respondence, predominantly between themselves, but often
with Ludwig Kugelmann, Friedrich Sorge, Eduard Bernstein,
Wilhelm Liebknecht, and Marx's daughter§ Eleanor, Jenny
and Laura, After Marx's death, Engels' correspondence
with various buropean socialists and Mis articles provide an
enlightening intepretation of the Home Rule movement and
Gladstone's land acts.

What follows is a survey of the writings, speeches, and
manuscript notes of Marx and Zngels on the irish wuestion.
It expands considerably upon the introduction offered by
Le 1., Golman's edition, lreland and the Irish wuestion. The
Collected writings of Karl larx and Frederick Engels,8 which
is a collection of reprints of their major texts. The
checklist is a comprehensive listing of all their writings
on Ireland, though it is possible that other articles or
letters will still be discovered. In compiling the checklist,
some discrimination has been used; merely the mention of the
word "Ireland" did not justify its inclusion,

All the necessary bibliographic material is provided with
each entry., The date listed for an article or document is
the time of publication; for a letter, it is the time of
writing, This dual classification is due to the unavaila-
bility for all entries, in the former case, of the date when
the piece was written,
