ir&ianci Fails Bahind.
It is education which has loosed Russia into the leadership 

of Eumpea.n liberal ideas. The moral is plain for Ireland, 
iradition, which goaded them, should be to us a -spur. There 
was one century when oitr country was the intellectual power­
house of Europe. Russia has gix)ped from the irnraen.se dark­
ness and reels in the blinding light. For long the student of 
litera-ture has had his ear to the ground for the tramp of her 
vanguard.

But from the point of vie-w of Treland let us candidly make 
the poor mouth.

masters of Western Europe are no longer in our ken. The 
clan, chief who bade the wise man sit on the right hand of 
bis throne had more worldly wisdom in iiis little linger than 
is incorporate in our modem Ard-'Ri’s of Hume Street, who 
dispo.se of our children’s lives much as the Roman patrician 
condemned the habby slave as food for his lampreys.

Fnder the system of education ordained by officialdom in 
Ireland your^child is defiled. He is condemned to intellectual 
Btagnatioti,

purchasable eiicept with the de-sire of the student for wisdom, 
and there snould he no purple screen to bar out the bookman 
in rags. Wealth yields its privilege.s but slowly, and if 
education is no longer a class monopoly, the pursuit of it is 
made vexatiously hard for the workingman’s son.

The first essential for a fair and efficient educational sy.stara 
is.a state profession of teaching. In Ireland up to the.pre- 
sent the^lay teachei' has never been anything but the second 
best. No man will willingly stay in an avocation where ho 
cannot maintain his self-respecr. 8econdary teaching ia 
taken up in -Ireland in the hope of being escaped from 
quickly, with the result that no dignity attaches to the callin-g,

Siisapplie^.
The Bi^ell grant was given on the understanding that CGr^- ^ 

tain qualified lay masters should have 1'140 pfT year. In a 
small percentage of cases only did the schools which took 
the grant apply it for the purpose for which it was intended, 
Did they accept the money under a mi.sapprehension, 
they guilty of wilfully witliholding it? Tiiey liave mai^ 
lawful gain from the grant. If they have not wilfully dis­
torted the grant to uscls for which ib was not intend^, they 
have misunderstood and misapplied -the terms of the Act;

How glaring the distortion or error lia.s )>een may be seen 
from the published stak'ment of salaries of secondary 
schoolmasters in Ireland. We find that, three non-Catholio 
schools in Bielfast pay ddOO a year to certain members of the 
staff. _ N’ext in comfort comes the staff of a Dublin non- 
Catholie seliool. These sc-hools, and others, Catholic and 
Protestant, have interpreted the Act in the spirit in which 
it was conceived.—that is, a minimum of-£140 for qualified lay 
teachers, one to every forty boys. Not alone does the stat^ 
ment referred to proye that the rule was more honoured in 
the breach tban in the observance, but there w'ere even cer« 
tadn glaring cases where men were retiirind as £140 aeaj 

- but were beiag actually paid considerably less.

‘Among the lessons ,which the yb’csent Iniquitous war is 
focfcing on. the iconscio-usness of mankind is the failnte ot 
pariisajneA'tary gove/rnments.

It matters little now which _ f the governments 
beliigerent nations actually applied the maUh -whieli setyfire ^ 
to the pile, where the whole eivilisation of Europe is being j
destroyed. All the capitalistic governments did their part m ;
preparing the pile, by their secre-t treaties and diploni'acy, and 
all except th© present llns-sian Government have their part in 
the responsibility for the <'ontinuance of the fire.

Th© pa£DliaineiLts of the nations are elected by the men of 
each nation on a more or less wiile base of suffrage, yet they 
do-not represent and they do not carry out tlie wushes of the 
maiority of the peoples. If they were, elected by universal 
adult suffrage of both men and woinon I believe the results 
would, not be very difiei’ent, for the members of parliament 
themselves, taken out of their natural environmeiitj c*haiige, 
as plants, when ti’ansptaTited, change their cliarac-t(er and 
appearance in accordance with the new soil and atmosphere 
which surroiiiid them.

In no other country, except perhaps 
France, 4s the clerk and the official so appreciated and 
so highly regarded. Our industrial tradition was ruth­
lessly, broken and , ccmsequently we do not prize the 
artisan, the .producer, as he is prized in any country 

- with'an atmosphere of industrialism. There were^few 
Outlets for •anybody in Ireland outside agriculture, so 

. thousands upon thousands of the best and brainiest of 
.' o.ur young: men wete.'forced into elerica! employment- 

. .All these circumstances tend to make the economic 
state of the Irish clerk Yfery far from emnable. Once 
a clerk, it lYas probable he would remain a clerk to 
the end. Prom office boy to junior, from junior, per­
haps, to'‘chief ’clerk, suchus lus^'life, with perhaps, 
tliaugh most likely not, a pension at ihe end. It is . 
liot a life for> men;, , a^ any man who has gone-through 

will'freely admitIt is a life of drudgery such as 
ether'occupations, even the most laborious, can 

’ Igual; it’ is a Hfe- to shun, as it .would be shunned if 
bad-alternative employment.

The clerk is of the worst -remunerated sections of 
Irisli labour, and the reason for this may be found in 
the comparatively* unorganised and imregulated, state 
of the work and of those doing it. Few may ealTthem­
selves cai’penters, bricklayers or tailors, ■ but all, if 
they so desire, mav’caU. themselves clerks, ’and, may 
seek employment as, such* It. is this deplorable lack of 
..organisation that ip 'responsible for the* low rafe of 
wages clerks as''a body receive,.,; liecehtN our news­
papers contained a letter from a'law clerk with twenty- 
nine years' service, whose .weekly wage was 26s. A’ldre 

' recentl3t still we have hetrd of clerks with’ioiuFeen 
and twenty-six years’ service, with 25s. and^'2@s. pe^ 
week respectively; and we itnow from experiehee that 
these are not isolated cases. We.doubt if the average 
'wage of Fublin clerks at present exceed £-1 per week. 
The eommepiemg salarjtin even,a large Srm in,Dublin, 
noted, for its generous treatment-of its workers, is Only 
^55 per annum, and the law salaries of bank clerks is 
.notorious. Tt is'time surely that the clerks got .a 
move oJa. It is time they got rid of their pride and their _ 
attachment to the bosses. Their place is in 'the labour 

. movement, side by side w4tb their fellow workers. The 
new forward' move has not come a mom^t too. soon-. 
The combination of clerks, bakers, and-transport, work­
ers is powerful aUough to do things,-and we know from 
their determined attitude that they w4il make the world 
for clerks a little more pleasant to live in. One word,
