A DANGER SIGNAL AHEAD FOR 
IRISH RAILWAYMEN. 

No More Retreats—But Forward! 

-Very few Unions have reputations 
for refusing to fight when necessary 
equal to those of the National Union of 
Raiiwaymcn and the Railway Clerks' 
Association. Both these Unions have 
acquired these reputations through the 
at t i tude adopted by then officials 
to all crisis which have confronted the 
rai iwaymcn.during the last decade or 
two. On all such occasions any 
fighting spirit iiffinil'estcd by the rank 
and file has been stifled and smothered 
out by the ofli^bils. .Jinuny Thomas. 
General Secretary of the N.U.R., is re-
garded the world over /Us tin' typical 
trades union official who has time af ter 
time betrayed his class. .Many times, 
let it be said, that the members of the 
N.t ' .R. have determined to light, but 
seldom h a \ £ t h e y been allowed to dis-
play what 'lighting -powers they" may 
possess. Yet, knowing of the, repeated 
treachery on the part of their officials, 
the rank and file, with some exceptions, 
have apparently been content to let 
things remain as they are Now once 
again they aft* on the road to pay for 
this negligence owing to the position 
they find themselves in as tin- result 
of the vacillatory action's of their In-
dustrial Secretary. .Cramp 

This week the N.l'.R. and the R.C.A. 
submitted proposals to the railway 
companies in England which involve a 
general increase in wages and bettering 
of conditions on the railways. In 
answer to' tin- raiiwaymcn's demands 
the companies replied with counter 
proposals for a reduction of wages, 
and so the two programmes clash, and 
it is at this point that Cramp com-
mences to deliver bis members into the 
hands of the companies. Instead of 
ignoring the .companies demands and 
concentrating the whole argument on 
the men's proposals. Cramp bends his 
powerSt of argument upon the com-
panies' programme and casts the men's 
demands aside nntjl the time when he 
apparently breaks down the rcsistciiee 
of the companies, and- as he loudly 
imagines (?) overwhelmns them with 
the men's proposals. The unfortunate 
part of this line of action of Cramp's 
is. that ere the .companies-side of the 
argument is demolished the raiiwaymcn 
will.find themselves bound for another 
term by a si-rued agreeiiwnt which 
J h e y must not break <t>n Thomas' 
advice >.

The 
raiiwaymcn pay their money .into 
unions for protection; a-t them act as 
irnMi and not as backboiy-los c j . at tires 
and demand the protection for which 
they pay. " N o .More Reductions" 
should be the slogan, not only for 
raiiwaymcn. -hut for evci-y man -and 
woman, hoy laud girl who works and 
toils" for wages. The standard of 
living in this country has descended 
below human level and men are living 
rather as beasts than as human beings. 
It is not talk.of reductions that should 
lie heard but demands enforced by 
action for a better and a happier life 
for the mass—the downtrodden; help-
less. ignorant mass of men. and women 
on whose shoulders is laid the heavy 
b»rden of this land. Should the 
railwavmeii o r Ireland finally find 
thcmsclvf-s invojved in a fight against 
a.reduction, let every other section of 
the working class in Ireland stand by 
them, because not only will the railway 
men be fighting their own fight, but 
they will also be fighting oil behalf of 
every wage-earner in the country, as 
the employing class of this /ountry hjy 
lievc that vVlien one section of the 
working class are beaten it is a good 
time to concentrate their forces on an-
other section, and thus, section bv.'see-
tion. the working class is beaten back.

THE ^TE-ELECTIONS. 

In last issue we referred to the projected 
plans of the Government-" Labour" 
coalition for the,bye-elections. Since that 
the jxilitical allies have made the pre-
liminary moves.

My views on prison conditions are the 
outcome of experience, having been just 
released a f t f r a month as*an ordinary 
prisoner. 1 was committed for having 
refused to. give up a bousl-, of which we 
were being unjustly deprived. 

I determined to resist criminal treat-
ment by refusing to give up my clothes 
or wear prison garb.- When warders 
attcmpted/.to strijXme I demanded to be 
taken beforr^tTit- Governor. They refused. 

V . 
Forcible stripping. 

In a cell four warders forcibly stripped 
me. They took away all clothing, includ-
ing my shirt. They threw on the cell 
floor a number of old worn, prison garments 
that "appeared to have been long in use. 
1 declined to put them on and demanded 
my own clothes, which were refused. 

^-The cell was lighted by -a piece of candle 
which was taken away at the regulation 
hour for lights out—8 o'clock—and I 
was left 'in darkness sitting on* a stool 
all night-'-the longest 1 ever experienced. 

There was no bed but blankets on a 
plank. 1 put one blanket about my 
shoulders and another about my legs. 
Next morning these blankets were' taken 
away by warders. I was again left naked 
and continued so until some time in the 
forenoon, when the doctor arrived. He 
stated that 1 might get pneumonia and 
acting sympathetically had a bed provided 
in the cell. The blankets which we're 
taken away, in the early morning wen? 
returned, ajld in.jhis respect the action 
of fhiNwarders in having takt-n awav' the 
blankcrs was condemned. . . 

1 remained in this bed until the following 
Sunday, the sixth day. Meantime 1 was 
threatened every -morning that I would 
be forced to dress in the garments which 
still remained on the cell floor.

Many Hours in Cells. 
Prisoners on Sundays are confined in 

cells for twenty-pne and a half hours 
' out of twenty four, and on week-days 
eighteen qut of twenty four. 

Only two hours' ojK-n air exercise is 
allowed on Sundays and none during the 
week, taccept there is a religious or 
public holiday,. when prisoners generally 
are not supposed to work. Oii Christmas 
Day only the regulation Breakfast of 
milk and stirabout was a l lowed^ 

PrisqnerS are obliged to work at, 
amongsr-other occupations, mat-making 
for Free- State Departments, and also 
mail bags for the Free State Post Offices. 
Mr. J . J . Walsh, the Post Master General 
gets these mail bags Cheaply for his postal 
departments. Prisoners' get no remunera-
tion and are obliged to work under 
conditions of hunger owing to the insuffic-
ient food supply. 

.Generally this inadequate food and 
long confinement iiv cells and little "tqx-n 
air affects prisoners, physically, anil every 
man after his term leaves prison rather . 
enfeebled and in need of subsequent 
good treatment to bring him about.

Later two prisoners who acted 
as helpers to warders brought four card-
board printed documents which they 
hung up in the cell. One of these~tnx:u-
nn-nts was an abstract of regulations. 
It contained nothing at all about a 
prisoner /being obliged to give up his 
clothes Or to wear prison dtVss. 

Violence Breaks Out. 
On Sunday the sixth tlie old garinetrts 

were removed from the cell by a warder, 
who brought what he described as a 
brand new suit. 1 still declined to dress 
and four warders forced me from the bed 
and lK-gan to dress me. As 1- was giving 
them no assistance one struck me two 
blows on the back of the head and another 
once, to the accompaniment of much 
grossly obscene language, used by .one of 
them in particular. I was then taken to 
an exercise ground. 

Having been thus dressed,and appre-
hensive of further violence, 1 told- the 
doctor the following morning, that as 
I had Ix-en forced into the-clothes I would 
remain in them. He .replied that was 
best as I: Would thus avoid pneumonia, 
the danger of which seemed still to 
impress him. .My subsequent experiences 

*gaur me an insight into prison conditions.

FISH MARKET STRIKE. 

Tfcrs dispute has been apparently 
dr;,g«>d into the nation-wide onslaught 
now being made on wages by the banking 
rusts of this country: We have proved 

m j!i« vious issues that the real owner of 
the Ji<h trawlintf companies operating in 
this port and at present engaged in this 
dispute is the Munster and Leinster Bank. 
rbi» bank, which is One of the most 
>owi rful in the country, is, like all banks, 
interested in practically every form of 
industry. In conjunction with the other 
banks it has decided that wages must be 
reduced. Following out that line of policy 
the Munster and Leinster Bank sent out 
an ultimatum to the Dublin fish trawling 
companies, and these companies, unable 
to i. sist, have knocked off the crews of 
their vessels until such time as the 
fishermen agree to work at a reduced 
rate of wages. The men have refused to 
risk their lives for less than the miserable 
pittance they were receiving prior to the 
dispute, and in consequence. are walking 
the streets, in company with the porters 
from the Fish Market,, who have lx-en 
locked out by the salesman in an effort 
to confuse the issue. 

The strike has now been in ' progress 
somt months and is only continued by 
th<- obstinacy of the directorate of the 
Munster and Leinster Bank. The arrival 
of a new trawler in the port .-.whose owner 
is prepared to pay trades union rates, 
has dealt -a bad blow to the companies 
in dispute, who depended on the scarcity 
of fish to help in winning the strike. 
Tin- men locked out are in good spirits 
and are determined to remain out till 
the companies are willing to pav*a living 
wage-—which happening will not be 16ng 
dOlay<-d.

Castle: ill-famed of old as the seat and 
centre of the evils of British Rule. There 
in the halls of " . jus t ice" one would 
naturally expect to see the alleged new-
found freedom of a Free State at least in 
evidence; but, alas the courts are just 
as fussy and musty under the new ;is 
under the old rule. The writs still run 
in the name of King George the Fifth. 
The lawyers, barristers, etc., stalk about 
in tlwflr wigs and gowns trying to appear 
imposing, but only succeed in looking 
queen 

All nie'usual paraphernalia is still in evi-
dence the gre>it unproductive petty-bour-
geois legal fraternity with its horde of shy-
looking runners, touts and clerks. The 
]X>liceman on the door,, the soldiers oiy 
guard at the Castle entrance are all an ' 
eloquent reminder of capitalism in its 
legal form- Strange that in all the tale 
of battle, murder and sudden death 
told in this city of recent years that this 
monument to injustice and impression 
should continue to function without any 
appreciable change. . Bankruptcy, fraud, 
lityl and the usual departures from 
bourgeois rectitude occupy the judges. 
Frequent appeals to the protection of the 
law by some trade union bureaucrat 
against the slashing attacks of the Jioriest 
fighters 'for the working class serve to 
reveal more clearly tlie, capitalist nature 
of the law as it is ojierated still from 
Dublin Castle. When will the Irish 
Working-class learn that " Courts for 
cowards were . erected " and can only 
serve the. interests of those who profit 
by maintaining things as they are. For 
the working class this means low wages, 
miserable houses, unemployment and a 
whole catalogue of worry and misery 
which stanj»s its imprint on the men. . 
women and children of the working class | 
who are, in consequence, more liable to 
be imposed upon by wig and gown .and 
other equallv glaring impositions.

but they are probably in deep water 
owing to their failure to carry out the 
contracts they have already ; and added 
to these two factor:, is still another one— 
the destruction of their hoardings by the 
boisurous weather of the last few weeks. 
In manv places the hoardings have 
practically disappeared, and in other cases 
every scrap of paper has been torn off. 
Aliens arc paying dearly for their foolish-
ness in allowing themselves to be used 
as-tools by the Eniployere^^derat ion 
and the Theatrical Assptfiation in the 
fight engineered by these two groups 
against the Workers' Union. 

The root 'of this trouble, the Tivoli 
strike, is still agitating the minds and 
jxickets of the Tivoli"management.

The Government City Commiss-
ioners and Municipal Employees 

-Tin- arrangement come to by the .Govern-
ment to consul^ with a committee of 
business men in a i r iu . f t te is r.-lating to 
linancial jtoliey i> now a matter of public 
knowledge.- Until r< cently,.tj^e machina-
tions' of the business fraternity were* 
carried on secretly and tin- " average man" 
was li ft in the dark. 

The decision 'of-Asn ndancyism'trt take . 
its place in the sun* lias necessitated an 
open acknowledgment of the long standing 
alliance and', it will not oVcur to the 
majority of " mugs " that, the effort to 

' r educe wages 'in the ' last 'year inutile 
Dublin Municipal Service- was the thin 
end of the wedge in the industrial conflict1. 
Nevertheless, it is so. 

It is true that public bodies/such as the ' 
Corporation, have always been regarded 
as better employers than the private 
Capitalist and this arises from the fact 
that they are popularly ejected bodies 
that they are responsible to the people, 
the majority j>f whom are workers, and 
that the latter look favourably on any 
projiosaL to raise the standard of living 
f6r ariy of their own' class. But it is also 
true that the overwhelming majority of 
public' representatives, so far, ' though 
elected by the workers, have been actually 
members of the capitalist class, and what-
ever'measure of " prosperity " the workers 
have enjoyed as public servants comes 
from the fact that their claims' could not 
be altogether igpored. 

The object • of the Government in 
suppressing the .Dublin Corporation 
cannot be specifically because of, 
inefficiency and corruption, though, we 
hold no brief for that body as constituted 
at the tlate of dissolution, for it 'will be 
remembered ' that . the Government .held 
an Inquiry into Municipal affairs—and 
drew a blank. Put plainly, big business 
in Dublin intimated to the Government 
that the proper place to start the .wage 
reduction campaign was' the Municipal 
Service, and the official tail of the business 
dog wagged in sympathy. We have 
t h u s ' t h e spectacle- of a Government. 
whose Army .Department, for one year, 
showed expenditure " not accounted for " 
Of £170,000, turning' their eyes skywards 
anjl appointing Commissioners to purify 
civic administration. 

No Commission of Inquiry Was held to 
investigate Government- accounts, nor 
have Ministers' pointed/out to the great 
public that the total- amount alleged to 
have been " roblx-d frc!m banks " by their 
political opponents is not 201,, of the 
Goverhipent deficit. PiiriA' of adminis-
tration (Moryah!) • . , 

Turning directly to the affairs'of the 
. Dublin (:orporation we find the Goven|-

mcnt-apjxjinted Commissioners dismissing. . 
wholesale, public servants (workers, of 
course) with years of service, in many 
cases up t o W e n t y and more, ft has not 
been fdleged against the dissolved Corj)ora-
• tion that they pensioned off able-bodied 
workers to put in their place job-hungry 
individuals, whose claim to recognition 
was " for services rendered." We dotibt 
not that, if the Dublin Corporation had 
had control of the D.M.P. anil had 
attempted to pension hundreds of them 
off to make room for aspiring individuals 
thirsting to serve the municipality, the 
political purists of Merrion"Street would 
have interfered in the interests of efficiency*, 
and economy. All these offences have been 
•committed by the Governmental hat sup-
pressed the Dublin Corporation--all these 
and more. The most expensive Judiciary 
in the world have been retired into private 
life, and handsomely pensioned by ,the 
Government that dismissed humble 
workers, after lifelong sefyipe, aild^oilw- "' 
p iled the forfeit of their pensions. This-
is the conglomeration that has the audacity 
to stand in public places Jtnd ask for the 
vytes of the, common jx.ople. If the 
workers are as great fools as the-Govern-
ment hope, they will deserve all that 
is coining to them, in the name of, and by 
virtue of, " the "will of the people-"

Much is being wri t ten of the s i tua t ion 
of the Donegal and Connemara peasantry . 
Some writers assure the world t h a t t h e 
dest i tut ion and misery conspqitent on the 
continuous failure of po ta to crops, the 
failure of fishing by the inroads of s team 
trawling, the deterioration of fishing gear 
and lack of money to replace i t , together 
with the long spell of wet weather which 
has soaked the turf until it is impossible 
to use it for fuel, have produced condit ions 
only to be fairly described as Famine. 
Other writers and some eminent persons 
in Church a n d S ta te assure us t ha t the 
people in those mountainous areas are 
inured to dest i tut ion and] t ha t conditions, 
a l though bad, do no t depar t calamitously 
f rom the normal . — -

If the conditions which I saw in West 

f l, a t Kilcar and Teelin, which are 
er and no worse than hundreds 
villages, are normal or approaching 
al, then a crime has been penni t t ed 
Should make every responsible 

public body a n d representat ive in I re land 
-wear sackcloth and ashes for ever. Maybe" 
it was t ha t I a m tender-hearted and too 
easily, impressed by s tarvat ion looking 
out of the faces of little children .and 
haggard mcga-jand broken women. Yet , 
I have been inured to pover ty since ever 
I can remember and have m e t it s t a rk 
a n d ' n a k e d a t hom,e a n d abroad. I have 
bees' through depressions in t rade, I have 
helped to manage and sustain soup 
kitchens, J have acted on relief and 
distress committees, I have been down to 
t h e . dep ths in strikes and know the 
hung ry pa th of the unemployed, bu t I 
have never seen more pit iful sights nor 
more hellish conditions of lingering dea th 
misnamed life than thfise upon which 
I looked in Wes t Donegal. The Kaffir 
in his kraal is living comfor tably by 
comparison. The Russian peasantry , 
even the very poorest of them, a f te r years 
of war, civil insurrection and revolution, 
arc gloriously well-to-do when contrasted 
with Biddy Donaghue and her five 
children in her tumble-down shack perched 
on. an inhospitable hillside in Teelin. 

Were I gifted with the tragic pen of one 
of I re land ' s poets I would surely burn 
the shame of Biddy 's terrible lot into the 
hearts of all. The fa ther had gone to t ry 
to catch a fish or forage for a handful of 
twigs to help the fire.. And what a fire-
it made one shiver at i ts fitful a t t e m p t to 
burn. And, oh, the pit iful wetf faces 
and shivering forms, which no photograph 
can ever reproduce effectually, of little

•children, bu t hungry and cold, with the 
mark of the " White S c o u r g e " already 
upon them.

ALLENS OBTAIN SCABS 
As reported in our columns last week 

Aliens have purchased the aid of the 
press in their hunt for scabs willing to 
replace UnjCn men. They have sent their 
appeals broadcast and from two centres 
replies, personal replied, have been forth-
coming. Dublin and Belfast have pro-
duced scabs ; five/from Dublin and one 
from Belfast. They entered Allan's 
premises in Pearse Street under police 
protection on Tuesday morning aiyl 
remained under police protection. Up to 
the time of writing these scabs have not 
attempted.to post up bills, and whether 
they will undertake the task of climbing 
a sixty-foot ladder remains to be dis-
covered. We do not know if the six scaJbs 
are or ever have been billposters, but 
if they haven't jx>sted bills previous to 
this act ôf scabbery we don't think they 
will commence at this time. 

Ther.- used to be a time in the history 
of the Irish Labour .Movement when scabs 
existed only in name but not in jx-rson. 
That day passed, but is graduallyreturning 
again; and though Aliens .and other 
employers, backed by the -Masonic Ring, 
may for a time impose their will on the 
]»toplt of this country, a spirit will come 
again among our people which will brook 
no further oppression or interference by 
that class which, for centuries, has 
fattened upon this nation. 

Aliens are the tools, willing or unwilling, 
of the employing class of this country 
and undoubtedly they are reaping the 
reward of their position in the shape of 
financial loss. ;tnd the length of the lock-
out is solely dependent upon the length 
of time Aliens art; willing to act as tools. 
Though Aliens may obtain scabs; thev will 
not obtaiiubillpostefs to replace the" men 
locked out. Billposting is an occupation 
which " needs* nerve .and skill-. To 
climb a sixty-foot {adder with paste and 
posters, and put the posters up in their 
proper position, is a job that a scab will 
not enjoy, when the .yes of othes union 
men are watching his -attempt to play 
the cur and attempt to force the strikers 
back to work by the starving of their 
women and chijdren.

The demonstrations in favour of the 
Free State, being held all over the country, 
' re all part of the election • campaign 

-rganised by Mr. J . J . Walsh. Into the 
welter come the daily press, Cha'mbers of 
Commerce, the forces of ascendancyism, 
;tnd some of that same hierarchy that 
declared the men of 1916 and since to Be 
murderers and so on . . History repeats 
itself. Let those with eyes to see, sec the 
facts. Now, as often before, the Irish 
>eople arc faced with a crisis. Will they 

rise to the occasion ? Unemployment, 
with its twin brother, starvation, stalks 
the land. To be sure, the well fed do not 
feol the pangs, and so, from the depths 
of their well-being, they declare there is 
' n o famine." 

But there is famine", and it is more 
directly the result of the act of man 
than otherwise. It suits the supporters 
of Government candidates just now to 
blame existing famine -conditions on 
the weather. While making every 
allowance for the bad harvest, the policy 
of the Government—or lack of it— 
is mainly responsible for the widespread 
poverty. In the cities the holding up of 
necessary construction work, the dismissal 
ol municipal workers and* their replace-
ment by 50/- a week men, while the loan 
raised by the Government to " develop 
and encourage indust ry" was being 
frittered away in many ways, are among 
the causes., .

tion aiid famini follow hard on each other s 
heels. The Free State Government's 
contribution to the'problem is to reduce 
the purchasing power of- the people. 
As stated, before, tin.- major cause of tin-
present situation is the lack of policy of 
the Government. As a contributory 
factor thereto may be. stated their reckless 
extravagance, as expressed in a useless 
army, a huge civil and military pension 
list'.and wholesale jobbing, though the 
Bishop of Cloyne 'is satisfied there is not 
in the Government a shadow of corruption 
even "as his brother Bishop in Armagh is 
satisfied there is no famine. 

With the approach of the bye-elections 
will come, a further and more persistent 
use of Government Lie Gas* Ar moment 
of writing Julius Caesar Mulcahy, T.D., 
has visions of a further loan of twenty 
million poun<I5~-4<5 provide employment 
and develop industries.

In the art of fooling the " mugs " the 

.Government have the assistance o f ' the 
Murphy and other Imperialist papers in 
Ireland, as well as the resources o! 
ascendancyism, "na t iona l i s t " and 
Unionist. Shall the combination succeed ? 
That depends on the class-consciousness 
of the working class electors.

A WORKING MAN WHO SPEAKS-1Of 
HIS^ CLASS. 

When so' many alleged labour leaders 
at honie and abroad* are basking in the 
sunshine of a puffed-up jwpularity ; when 
they feel that the smile of a boss is more 
pleasing than the handshake of a rank 
and filer, it is well to recall the reply of 
Jack London to ail attempt, on the part 
of a snobbish chairman, to make him out 
to be something other than a worker and 
a product of his class. 
, He was addressing a socialist meeting 

in Los Angeles, Califdfrua. The chairman 
was one of that type that come into the 
movement out of ".an intense 'desire to j 
assist the workers." He had referred to | 
London as being everything but a Worker, j 
He called him " a ri]>e scholar, profound 
philosopher, a literary genius, and the 
foremost man of letters in America.'-' 
Then Jack London took the floor. 

" Comrade Chairman and Fellow-
workers," he began. " I was not flattered 
by all the encomiums heaped upon me 
by the chairman, for the reason that 
before people had given me any of these 
titles, with which the chairman so lavishly 
credits me, I was working in a cannery, 
a "pickle factor}', had my application in 
with Murray and Ready (local firm) for j 
common labour, was a sailor before the i 
mast, and worked months -at a time , 
looking for work in the ranks of the | 
unemployed; and it is the proletarian I 
side of my life that I revere the most and I 
to which I will cling as long as I live." j 
" Later London grew discontented and ! 
finally disgusted with the Socialist Party 
of America. His statement as to his 
resigning might well be studied by Irish 
workers in connection with the terrible 
degrading of the idealism that has made 
Irish labour, in the past, the glory and 
ideal of the world's working class:— 

" My final word," he wrote, " is that 
liberty, Irecdom and independence are 
royal things that cannot be presented to 
nor thrust upon races or classes. 

" If races and classes caftnot rise up 
and, by their strength of brain and brawn; 
wrest from the worldliberty, freedom and 
independence, they never 'in time can 
come to these royal possessions,' and if 
such royal tilings are kindly presented to 
them by superior individuals, on silver 
platters, they will know not what to do 
with them, will fail to make use of them, 
and will be what they have always been 
in. the past—inferior races and inferior 
classes."

To the Editor. 11 /'2 /25.

City Architect's lecture on " Dublin 
50 Years Hence." It was very nice for 
most of tKe" people present, with the 
exception of myself, who was asked to 
pay for admission, and as it was advertised 
free I went with the idea that it would be 
of great interest to me as knowing some-
thing about building, having built a 
number of three-roomed houses in nine 
days per house, finished complete with 
sewerage, etc., 14 inch brick work. 

I really did think I would hear some-
thing about the very urgent problem 
" Houses for the People." -which I think 
would b e more to the point from such an 
esteemed and highly paid architect. But 
1 came to the conclusion .that it is to make 
his position easjfr for himself that in 
making such, high-class plans for noble 
people to live and promenade he finds 
an easy answer- there is JIO place left 
for-workers' houses within the. city. 

I t is very nice for the City Architect 
to be looking forward or dreaming about 
his grandchildren, while we, the working 
class, are thinking from day to day about 
ourselves, our boys and girls, who have 
no work or homes to lay dOvfrn their 
heads to dream. 

I wa£ very sorry Mr. Larkin got no 
chance of saying a word' for. the working 
class houses, as our city architect had 
got nothing in his dtf-am book re workers' 
houses.

President 
Cosgrave has told us some time ago 
that there would be-co. .cheap houses until 
standardised houses would come. I know

The Editor, " I r i sh Worker" 

Dear Comrade,— The., policy of com-
promise with principle, with consequent 
betrayal.of the workers' interests, pursued 
for years past by the so-called Labour 
Party and its affiliated Trades Unions, 
is a reason and justification for the 
formation of a new Worker4 ' Party in 
Ireland, definitely committed to the 
establishment of "a Workers' Republic. 

In considering the feasibility of such a 
proposition the will to do is the first 
necessary, iuid as the events in the 
Trade Union [world in Dublin within the 
past eight months can have but one 
interpretation, there is no doubt that, 
on the-grounds of good will, the soil is 
prepared for the sowing. 

There are Labour Parties and Labour 
Parties. It is common knowledge that, 
without exception, they all subscribe— 
on paper- to the ideal of a Workers' 
Republic, and in more expansive moments 
to a Workers' Commonwealth. But in 
the working out of policy it becomes clear 
that with a few exceptions, composing 
the minority party in each country, the 
objective is elsewhere than as stated. 

* "*"Thc establishment*of a definitely revolu-
tionary Workers' Party in Ireland, com-
mitted to the establishment of * Workers' 
Republic, requires a close preliminary 
examination of the ground, with very 
particular reference to the condition of 
other political parties in the country. 

At once arises the consideration whether 
existing parties are to be classed as 
actively hostile under existing conditions 
and the extent to which they are so, and 
this has to be determined. 

In the Free State the avowedly 
capitalistic parties may be written down 
as follows :— 

1. Cumann ua nGaedlu-al. 
2. Farmers Party. 
3. Independents. 
1. Constitutional Republicans . 

(McGrath Party) 
!>. Business. 

Next in order, taking acceptance of the 
Fiee State Constitution as an index, 
comes the Irish Labour Party. It is not 
necessary to stress its undeniable record. 
All the abyve-mentioned accept Free 
State status and all tha't it implies, 
without qualification. 

There is another Party, however, wjiich, 
though coming second in numerical 
strength to Cumann na nGaedheal (at 
last General Election) have decided, as a 
matter of principle and jjOJicy, to stand 
outside the fold of " Constitutionalism 
and to refuse to accept representation 
in the Dail—tlie. Sinn Fein Party. The 
supporters of Sinn Fein, like those of 
Cuman nna nGaedheal, are, in the main, 
of the working class and their adherence 
to one side or the other is a reflex of their 
point <.f .view' on if the qliestion of 
nationalism. 

As between the Sinn Fein Party and 
Cumann na -nGaedheal there is the 
difference that, whereas the JatUr have 
completely identified themselves with 
British'Imperialism and have allied thejn-
selves with the definitely anti-national 
and anti-Labour"elements in^he popula-
tion : the former, by reason -of non-
participation in public affairs, cannot be 
pointed to, on the evidence of thrir public 
acts, its' definitely anti-Labour. . It is, 
however, not doing any injustice to the 
majority of the Sinn Fein Party to say 
that their point of view, 'in relation-.to the 
proposition of a Workers' Republic, is 
such as would find hearty acceptance in 
bourgeois circles. 
" From the jxrtnt of view of a revolu-
tionary Workers' Party the.. Sinn Fein 
Party, or, rather, the militant organisation-
standing behind it, is of importance m 
that it represents the determination of-a 
not mtoasidt:iable iniuoriTy^(j;scver the 
British connection when the oppor tuni ty 
shall offer. It is true the leaders of Sinn' 
Fein have expressed the view that a 
further resort to arms will not be necessary..

Thf following poem, whose author is 
unknown, was written over one hun-
dred years ago during the American 
War of Independence:— 
" The snow lies thiek in Valley Forge, 

The ice on the Delaware; 
But the poor dead soldiers of King

They will not s t i r vwhen the dr i f ts

The. poem might be equally as well 
applied to the Irish W a r fpr Indepen-
dence during the pjast few years, and

Finally lie-
appealed to his hearers' to unite, to band 
together as an organisation for the-
overthrow of the damnable system which 
causes such want and misery all oVi-r the 
world, , 

Comrade B. <"011 way wound up this 
short meeting by appealing to his comrades 
to atten d j i ie huge meeting in the Mansion 
House, on Monday, 9th instant. 

The Mansion House was filled to tlie 
doors when Councillor John Lawlor took 
the chair at the great demonstration held 
to protest against the imprisonment of 
Class War Prisoners, and the audience 
was representative of that eleny-nt ifi 
Dublin City which stands and has always 
«tood for the cause of working class 
solidarity. ". trc 

The first speaker, Comrade Joe Vaughan 
(Ex-Mayor of Bethnal Green, London), 
held his audience thrilled whilst .he re-
counted the. terrible sufferings prisoners 
of capitalism are forced jo undergo in 
all countries, even for the ordinary rights 
to belong io and help to organize their 
fellow workers in a Trade Union. Tn'the 
policy "of oppression Great Bfitain stands 
out far above the other Imperialist States, 
and' to-day in India- thousands are 
imprisoned aiW many , have died because 
they dated Organize to improve working 
conditions. , The object Great Britain 
aims at in India is to prevent the working 
classes from organizing in order that 
British Impejialists may grow rich even 
more quickly—that they may be the better 
able to control world markets. .As a 
consequence of Britain's Indian jxilicy, 
it pays English capitalists better to have 
English workers " on the dole " than to, 
let them work and produce cotton and 
woollen goods. The speaker referred to 
the trial of four Indian workers for 
attempting to organize workers in tin-
factories against tyranny such as would 
cause the terrors of the Spanish Inquisition 
to appear insignificant. In their further 
efforts to prevent Indian working class, 
organisation, British Imperialism, in the 
personality of Chamberlain, interviewed 
Herriot of France and caused the French 
Government to deport M. Roy, a 
prominent Indian .worker who ha'd been 
already deported from Germany. 

The British Press is silent on the 
massacres in India, and if any worker 
attempts to throw light on the terrible 
situation, the Press lies about and slanders 
such people. 
. Similar conditions prevail in Estlionia. 

An example of cruelty in this country, 
quoted by the speaker, was of the trial 
of 127 Esthoniah workers. Their leader, 
seeing thai the trial was a farce, exclaimed 
in the c o u r t E n o u g h of this t r i a l -
it is a mockery " ; for these words he 
was removed from the court, placed against 
the wall and shot. The mock trial was 
proceeded with and the prisoners were 
sentenced, 39 jo penal servitude for life, 
28 to 15 years ; 6 to 12 years ; 19 to 10. 
years ; 15 to 6 years ; and 10 to 1 years. 
1 he speaker asked " why is Estlionia so 
important to British Imperialism ? " In 

, answer he stated that Esthonia is but a 
vassal state- of Britain, and all its acts 
2>rtt. b u r A reflex of the acts of Imperialist 
Britain. Britain hopes at a future date 
to be able t o use Esthonia as a'jumping-off 
Sround to, attack Soviet Russia. A 
question by Comrade Saklatvala in the 
British House of Commons' evoked tho 
reply that "Br i ta in had exported to 
Esthonia hundreds of machine guns, 
rifles and revolvers and* a huge quantity 
of-ammunition. . ' v 

The British people have been*-taught 
that British Imperialism is in 'Egypt Vor 
tlie good of Egypt, to uplift and educate 
Egyptians, and to' make them good 
citizens. But now Britain is throwing" off 
the mask an^._sta;.ids_Jiow._i)pcnlv -for-
the persecution of Egyptian workers, in 
order to be able to monopolise the cotton 
and to have it producyd-at as low a cost 
as possible. Referring to the killing of 
a British OiFcer" recently in ^Egypt, the

Mrs. Helen Crawfurd (Secretary British 
Section. Workers' international Relief) 
addressing the audience, said that the last 
time she had been^o Ireland was shortly 
before 1916. Since that time Russia had 
won real freedom, and she limped that-
Irejand's would come shortly.. During 
the Revolution in Russia, Japan had 
attacked from the East, America from 
t h e O ^ s t and Wrangel through the 
Crimea. Die " Workers' International 
Relief " was started to raise funds to 
save Russia froip famine and counter-
revolution. T h o u s a n d s of tons of food-
stuffs, great quantities of machinery-, and 
huge quantities of clothing had been selit 
into Russia during that period by. the 
W.I.R., and they had helped the Russian 
workers by this relief to Win' through 
against all the powers of capitalism. 

This speaker told of the wonderful 
assistance rendered, by the W.I.R. 
throughout the world and said that-she 
ha'd corpe here to form a Committee to 
help.the sufferers in Ireland, believing that 
Ireland should ha ve a say in this expression 
of International solidarity. The W.I.R. 
would issue relief without' distinction, 
believing in the policy of feeding first 
and investigating afterwards. She 'had 
been through Donegal during the past 
week and had never in her lifetime seen^ 
such appalling examples of misery and 
wretchedness." She urged her hearers 
to join this great relief movement and j 
aid workers in all countries who are ' 
vk|inis of-capitalist oppression. 

X* Comrade Bob Stewart, who, although j 
Only a few weeks in Dublin, is already.well ' I 
known to the workers of the city and Whose ' 
eloquent- address on -the occasion the t 
Lenin Memorial Meeting evoked much [ 
applause, and caused many workers who 
were, perhaps, weak or half-hearted to 
determine to stand definitely for that for 
which Lenin lived and died,then addressed 
the meeting. 

He asked " why should poverty be 
normal in Ireland ? " He had been told 
by not a few people that the Situation 
in the West of Ireland is normal. " If," 
said the speaker,. " such" is normal in 
Ireland, then there is something wrong 
with the people of l ^ ^ w ^ I n tile present 
phase of the class struggle against 
Imperialism t h e . ^ l i t is becoming keener 
and more ferociohs.. The basic cause of 
all troubles is the light for supremacy, 
and-our light is a fight for the supremacy 
of our class. As a consequence of this 
struggle thousands of workers are thrown 
into .capitalist' prisons and subjected to 
the most terrible cruelty, and to-'dav, in 
every' capitalist country in the world, 
workers—fighters in the* class s t rugg le -
are languishing uiidcr the Iron Heel of 
Capitalism. I here is a constant danger 
that those outside the prison walls are 
prone to forget, and it is therefore our 
busmess. to build up an organization, 
intensive and uxtensive, with a definite 
personal interest in .the organization, part 
of a world-wide association to relieve and 
defend the relatives of those who fight Jor 
our cause. We must never forget that 
prison- is the most heart-breaking and 
devitalising factor possible to anyone who 
working for a great ideal are held prisoner, 
unable to work further and wondering 
whether the fight is still being carried on 
vigorously outside, or whether their 
friends and comrades have forgotten.

In tlie fir.st extract we reprint lkS states 
that every particle of British, made 
uniforms Jia<l been removed by the 
British; and that-since then the buttons 
have (been ni;klc by the Irish Post Office.

'First', .the Resolution is but a 
continuation' of the ]X)Iicy jm-viously 
laid down; secondly, it presupposes 
negotiations 'fin the basis of the Rules 
and principles of tlur I.F.T.U. ; thirdly, 
it presupposes that Russian Labour should 
first affiliate and then negotiate about 
the detalter-' 

"M. Stenhuis (Dutch delegate and mover 
of the resolution) says the same thing, 
but makes, in addition, some senseless 
reflections on liberating Russian' Labour 
from the political Soviet organisation. 
According to this, Rusisanrfrade unionism 
should not only accept the Amsterdam. 
International's Hilcs, but become an j 
appendix of the League of Nations by j 
co-operating with the Geneva Labour [ |<( 
Office. Should the Russian trade unions 
reject this, then they would, according 
to M. StCinhuis, be guilty of disrupting 
working class unity. There is no need 
for -any commentary on those utterances-. 
Our worst fears have proved well-founded. 

" We have not to do with any mis-
understanding, b»t with a cunning, though 
not vvry clever manonivre of the Amster-
dam leaders, who, not having the courage 
to openly demand the exclusion of Russian 
Labour, put up barbed wire obstacles In 
the way of achieving international labmia 
unity. But the Russian trade unions and the 
mighty organisations of British Labour 
desire to see the international working 
class 'united,, and they will achieve unity 
iii spite of th."petty diplomacy, in spite 
of the jx-tty trickery of some individuals 
who are shutting their ryes tp the real 
needs of International Labour."
