After ruling the American Trade Union 

movement in a Czarlikc manner fw*torty 
one years, Sanuiel Gompers.born in London 

. of Jewish parents, has passed out of the 
picture, and a* a sort of reward for his 
services he sleejw in the nex t 'g rave to 
tin; multi-millionaire, Andrew Carnegie. 
Across the plot rests Archibald, many 
years head of the Standard OiTT who, like 
Carnegie. amassed millions because 
Gompers was tint leader " who never 
called a str iked \Even death could not 
take old Gompefe laway, from those he 
Served in life. 

Hi< end was hastened By a journey to 
Mexico City, undertaken at the bidding 
of Wall Street, in an effort to restrain 

. the convention of Latin American 
workers from following the Star that 
blazes over Russia- and many Eastern 
lands. 

In the early pre-war period he throttled 
those in the la!x>ur ranks who. with 
Connolly, Larkin, Liebnicht, Lenin and 
the assassinated French socialist leader— 
Jaures—wanted a convention in Switzer-

l a n d to arrange a mass strike of workers 
in all European lands to stop the pending 

slaughter, of millions of the working 
class. 

Three years later he aided the American 
munition trusts and bankers in working 
up the Jingo war spirit here, and bespoke 
the support of organised labour for 
America's entry into a war for 
" democracy." 

Obedient to his paymasters, he later 
on reifuscd all demands of the workers 
to affiliate with Russian unions or to even 
retrain with the 2nd Amsterdam Inter-

"fiational. His last major service to 
Capitalism, which he served so" faithfully, 
was to use all his efforts "and prestige 
to prevent the Amsterdam International 
linking up with Russian unions, but. even 
a Gompers could not keep the tide from 
rising. 

His body was borne from the Mexican 
border in the manner'of a dead Emperor. 
The military and government assisted in 
the display to this Judas, who was closely 
relabel to many Irish Senators by the 

• same degree in Freemasonry. 
Gompers set the ideal of class collabora-

tion as the function of unionism, and the 
policy of union leaders. In many countries 
this Gomperism has taken root and the 
machine of the American Federation of 
Labour has -been copied or erected to 
the i-nd of stifling rank and file opinion-
and entrenching the few governing 

" officials in office and in |>ower. 
In most of the affiliated American 

unions Gompers has left a reactionary 
leader'of his own type in powej", Hanked 
by an executive committee and job 
holders, who. .for the continuance of the 
sinecure, will fight every effort of the 
rank and file to assume control of union 
policy or funds.

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THE NEED FOR THE 
"IRISH WORKER " 

(The following article is written by'one 
of our American readers, Irish by birth, 
but now resident in the U.S.A. 11 portrays 
by means of an apt simile.the work and 
position occupied bv our paper in the life 
of this country, and should impress upon 
all. tile vital need for*such a paper as the 
" Irish Worker "• Ed. I.W.) 

Once uixin a time there was a jungle, a ' 
j>lace of danger and death, of creeping and 
crawling, of ambuscade and treachery and 
blond- Old Sabre-Tooth strode round the 
wa'er hole, lashing his t;«l m fury. Rever-
berations of his great voice rolled fearfully 
up cliffs, from whose .high-hdlded safety 
two-legged creatures pelted him "with 
stones and bombarded him with huge 
rocks. 

Sometimes, when there were many, the 
two-legs crept down and. battled that 
terror of the jungle with sharp sticks and i 
burning brands. And sometimes, pfcering 
through sleep-robbed eyes and matted 
l.icks, frenzied with delight at all that : 
blood-spilling and skull-crushing en- ; 
circused below, the chattering females 
above .would so far forget themselves as ' 
as to fling down missiles upon both , 
combatants. 

•That ancient jungle and "old Sabre-TOoth 
himself, are still here. The dangers, the j 
creeping and crawling, the ambuscades, | 
the treacheries an<J the blood —all here. j 
To-day old Sabre-Tooth's roar has become ! 
the-boiler-throated bellowing of " extras." | 
Eye-crashing, headlines, curdling details, j 
fearsome predictions, end-of-the-universe ; 
congeries, flcSh-rending blood, blood, blood ! 
—all here ; an served up nicely, delivered • 
promptly at Jyour door each morning. . 
It does not Jnat ter who you are or what i 
you artv-mcre is something in the bill i 
of fare that will please you all. For. has ' 
not society been stripped naked to .give j 
you all the scandal, gossip, crime, etc., ! 
that it is passible to give ? 

There is more on the bill of fare. There 
are storehouses full of the results of the 

. researches of the Peeping Toms, euphoni-
ously described as reporters or .journalists. 
These Peeping Toms swarm through the 
night, tilting the lids of houses to spy upon 
the naked souls of the dwellers and cat ch 
tfyem in self-forgettjng postures of mirth 
or agony. None Tcnow better, than they 
how to insinuate a foot into some timidly 
opened doorway, to plan off a fire-badge 
as a symbol of invasive authority, or to 
sneak a photograph when backs are turned 
in some trouble-broken household.- Unlike 

- the ungallant spy of Coventry, social 
retribution does not touch these Peeping 
Toms. - On the contrary, they are 
honoured for ' their impudence, honoured 
and—paid. For the dominant virtue in 
the ranks of these Peeping Toms is how 
much you can " get " on those the paper 
opposes. ; 
• If these Peeping Toms cannot wheedle, 

bribe or browbeat " f a c t s " from others, ' 
. the}' can, like industrious spiders, " spin " 

for themselves. And spin they do. They j 
are always spinning and weaving briskly, ! 
stretching the lines of their web far out, : 
doubling back, crossing over, gathering in, ' 
fastening innumerable dubious intersec- i 
tions with a question-or a hint, fabricating 

- a webbed similitude of truth quite sufficient 
for readers who are never doubting or j 
analytical. 

Implication, innuendo, veiled surmise, 
the fatally suspended interrogation, more 
pitiless often than any truth—they had 
been taught through years of sordid 
experience how to use these perversa'and > 
cowardly weapons of modernity with' a 
finesse that always just escapes courts i 
of law, yet equalled in ultimate (leadliness j 
the poisoned daggers and sharp rapiers | 
of Italian braves at the best period of the j 
Renriaissance. 

Indeed, far deadlier their pens than the ; 
swords of assassins. Unlike, those 
sanguinary Latins of the "Kennaissance 
who wot^nded or slew, the body, these 
corrupt men strike out at the soul—and ; 
reach it too. If they do not kill, cripple 
or suppress at the first stroke, then there i 
are .more .strokes, later, at some forgetful, 
some unguarded moment thfc stroke yets 
home. 

The Pr<*ss do - more to ruin and'tt-grad<- • 
the human soul than any other institution j 
that a foul system has created. -The Pr-ss j 
cannot be bought, for therd>is no price j 
high enough - not that the Press is without ; 
a price. The whole Capitalist press must 

—be .smashed It .can/only be .snwshjjLi 
through organisation; through men and I 
women with arbelief, a faith and a hope 
in their class, sufficiently strong enough 
for them to do and dare and to !>g always • 
doing and always daring. 

Tlie " Irish Worker" should be the 
mouthpiece of the working-class of Ireland. 
No labour paper can exist without a soul, 
and no labour paper that is soulless can 
succeed.

Employers' Federation had taken the 
matter in hands and refused to even-, 

j. acknowledge that a dispute was on, 
never mind settle a dispute. However, 
they learnt the error of their ways, but 
apparently the lesson was not driven home 

; with sufficient emphasis, because they 
a r e now following the same line of action : 

in the dispute Ih-tween the Workers' ! 
Union and Messrs. David Allen \ Sons, 
P»ill|K»sters. ' 

J'he history of this dispute, is worthy j 
of repetition. Early in November the 
.manager of the Tivoli, Mister Jones, 
dispensed with a member of his staff, 
although- he was even then carrying on 
with even more than a limited staff. j 
When, apmoacli'-d by officials of .this j 
Union with a courteous request to discuss 
the position, .Mr. Janus refused to see 
them and ordered them off the premises. 
The members of the Union working in 
the Tivoli then walked out. Previous to 
the dispute in the Tivoii a difference ol 
opinion had arisen between tin- Union 
and Messrs. Allen, Billposters; A settle-
ment was arrived at and it wasjigreed ' 
that the employers of Messrs. Allen 
would not be asked to jiost up the bills 
of either the Tivoli Theatre'^tir -'the | 
Corinthian Cinema. This agreement was j 
adhered to for some live weeks, during , 
which the dispute at the Tivoli continued | 
uninterrupted. Then a week 'before \ 
Christmas, Aliens, taking .advantage of ( 
the season, informed their workers that j 
either the .'tivoli bills must be pustcd up j 
or" the^ altvrnative of instant .dismissal ! 
be accepted, regardless of the" fact that | 
a week's notice was required on" either j 
side. The men refused to obey the order 
and were locked out. 

In tlie'intePval Messrs. Allen, we admit," j 
have approached us on two diffefient , 
occasions with an offer to settle the j 
dispute on one condition, namely, to jiost / 
up the Tivoli bills. They were forced to i', 
insist upo.i this ondi t ion which debars 
a settleni-.-nt. They admitted they are j 
not free sjgents ; the monopolists who j 
control the Theatre arid Cinema industry i 
have threatened to withdraw their i 
advertising unless Aliens -include such 
a condition in any agreement arrived at. j 

The Tivoli Theatre is carrying on with 
the help of a group of scabs ;" this includes 
the artistes—The Dixie Minstrels. The 
Transport Union, of course, has supplied 
the scabs to replace the staff who walked 
outy% The Dixie Minstrels, who are j 
appearing each night, have thought that j 
they can successfully flout the workers of j 
this town.
