the SociaList should “ publish them and
give so much 'space to them.” = Cathal
O’Shannon, by the way, at the same
meeting said that he had " never met a
more damnably rtotten, low and” mean
attack as my attack upon Tom Johnson
in the current issue of the SOCIALIST.

I find it impossible to descend to thﬁ
abuse of such adjectives as *“ damnable,” .
“rotten,” “insane,” etc. I can only
meet this manner of attack as one meets
its antithesis: open and honourable
controversy, by appeal - to - principles.

* I would like to know and trust you will
have the courtesy ta explain‘whether you
regard the articles as * insane " in' them-
selves o) ether’ you regard the writer
as “insane.” If the former, then you were
talking without sense, becausc' one ca‘.\‘mpt
label printed matter as “‘insane” in
itself.

1 told them-it was £30,000 after pay-
g all expenses, but the Committce
said ‘that that money was the property
of the Union, I denied it and said the
money was the property of No. 1
Branch. They then tried a different
line, and told me that all that money
was used up in the Dockers’ Strike in
192~ but when I asked how much was
sﬁent they didn’t know.. I told: them
that the reports said that £27,000
was spent on that strike, but that the
dockers of Dublin were not on strike,
there were only. some cross channel

¥ dockers out and that the strike didn’t

cost half that much. Seeing, however,

that I was wasting time talking to the
Committee, as they had their orders
from Bill, T told them that I only spoke.

4 for myself, and in view of the fact that

the dockers had their wages reduced
three times 1 would agree.to a reduc-
tion in wages. A Committceman then
told me I had no dockers now, and 1
replied, ‘* No, and we never will as
long as Bill.

Cliques will form, bickérings will take
place, and the job-hunters and oppor-
tunists will dig themselves in, to. the
benelit of themselves and the detriment
of the Union members, as occurred in
the Irish Tpansport Union. The offi-
cials of whi¢h, Foran, O’Brien and Co
are acting as scab providers both in-«
dustrially and politically.

Discipline must he maintained by a
voluntary agrecment between all Union
.members, based upon the recognition
that they are part of a great household

-the household of tlre working class,

discussed in the Union rooms and not
at the street cormers or in public-
houses, bhecause each niember should
remember that others have ears, and
a heated discussion outside the Union
rooms may lead to disaster. The man
or woman who discusses.

Government-Owned Industries.

Regarding Coolidge’s statement re
failure of Government ownership, he

lluding to the Government mer-
chanf, marine, and Government opera-
tion [of the railways during the war
period. |
The ship-owners were elected to the
sition of control in the Shipping
rd, and the railway magnates to .
control of their consolidated proper-
ties. Both groups of capitalists real-
ised they had to sabotage, and they
uandered-sums that now run into
ksrﬁlions. to prove that the Government
or the people could not run ships or
railways at a profit. |

Last week ‘fifty Government-owned
ships were burned in_the James river,
in Virginia, for the 'iron and . copper
they confained. Hundreds of others
are tied up together in different har-
bours as a result of the criminal sabot-
age of the shipping magnates, whose
private lines are reaping millions in
profit. 2

One Government built and controlled
property is now making a handsome
profit—the Panama Canal. When it
was realised that private capital could
not do the job after a century of effort
—De Lesseps and the” Freénch capi-
talists first started it—the U.S. Gov-
ernment did the job in record fime,
“and will soon be repaid all the outlay
from the profits.

Under Government control the
Unions on the ships and railways were
built up, and no one could sail in the
crew without a Union card. Food and
bedding was good. Now that ‘‘ pri-
vate enterprise '’ 1s again in control
the Unions are impotent, and the food .
wors¢ than on English ships., -Ameri
can sailors prefer the ‘“ Limejuicer '
ships nowadays.

Power House Workers.

In New York the big Edison Com-
pany and other companies that supply
** juice '’ to the electric railroads and
for the city lighting have concluded an
agreement with the Electrical Work-
-ers’ Union heads—friends of the dead
Judas Gompers—that they will never
attempt to unionise the power house
workers. . These union fakers agreed
with_the bosses that it would be a
sacrilege or worse if their Union acti-
vities might even threaten the stop-
page of so many wheels, and the
darkening of streets where so much
valuable property is only protected by

late glass. We understand one of the

ectrical Union heads will soon -get
a seat.in Congress, the other goes to
“the Seanad. S

Soab Bread.

The Bakers’ Union in this city are
on a campaign to have the workers buy
only Union-made bread. Most of the.
big firms have dropped - their Union™
men, and raised the price of bread,
although their labour costs are
cheaper.

know that so long as individual em-
ployers do not deliberately go out of
their way to instigate traub]c, no dis-
pute can, or will, arise between the
Workers™ Union and the remnants of
the Transport Union, beeause the latter
is physically - incapable of causinz
trouble, unless they are acting
nts for an employer.

E?&uch is the state of affairs, then
it becomes very difficult to understand
the attitude of the Employers’ Feder-
ation. We know they do not like
unions—active unions cspecially—but
we hardly believe they aould in this
enlightened (?) age attempt to crush
any union or unions out of existence
by sacrifieingtheir-business in callin
a lock-out. They know perfectly well
that -as surely as one union is crushed
this year, just as surely will anothex
arise next year, or the year after,
which, knowing what happened in“the
past, will take measures to defeat such
an attempt in the future. Uniens and
unionmen cannot be crushed out of
existence. They are part of this sSocicty
and have a part to play; and though
many ultimately intend to destroy the
present system, still the system would -
find it more than impossible to exist
without them. And the sooher the
employers -of this country learn thar,
sociological fact and apply it to their
everyday work, the quicker will they

On  Tuesday, .two delegates of
the Workers’ Union—Jack Dempsey
and Bernard Cosfello—appealed in the
Circuit Court against a sentence:.of
five weeks’ imprisonment for having

port Union—George  Spain (the Sing-
ing-Boy. from Manchester) and Ve

Pearse Street some weeks ago.

The trouble occurred outside David
Allen’s, premises in Pearse Street
during the strike in that firm. Spain
and_Vennard. were met by Dempsey
and Costello ecoming out of Allens and
an argument arose which quickly ended
in a fight, with ‘the result that Spain’
heat a stragetic retreat and Vennard
spent some time.in hospital.

Dempsey and Costello were arrested,
charged, found guilty, and sentenced
to five weeks’ imprisonment.  They
appealed against the sentenee, and the
appeal was heard on Tuesday
