There is a wisdom in simple things
more beautiful and enjoyable than that
cf oar most rcomplex inventions. It is

We are poor through want of wisdom
not through scarcity of cash.

- A tradesman earning two poun”s a week
knows &g little of happiness, and is really
a3 poor a8 the labcurer who lives on fifteen
ehillings. Give the lsbjurer and the
tradesman more money and they will
waste more.  They will be no richer, no
happier. I do not say they do nst earn
more than they are paid; should not get

more. Ism only writing now of the way
they spend the money they are receiving

at present,
I cannot understand why men should

“complain of being poor who are wasting

the little they have. When a man spends

three or four shillings in & week on things

he does not need, he must be either very

rich or very foolish. When people

grumble abuut the difficulty of living on

the wages they receive, and yet breed

eight or ten children to share their poverty

they have only themselves to blame for
the resuliing starvation and wretched-

nees,

The rich strive to distinguish them-
selves from the poor by their dress, their
amussments snd their food ; and the poor
try to copy the rich in everything, leaving
themselves poorer. The wealthy, not
kaving to work, can we.r stiff collars and
cuffs, feathery hats, hobble skirts, and
lace bloun.es. To prove our equality, we
aleo take to starch and fzathers and imita-~
tion Jacs.
p'eity buy t=a end coffes, eat meat and go
to theattes and balls. '

The poor buy cheap tes, margarine,
block o:namsnts, and pawn the bed-
clothes to see & melordrama. We try to
make one pruad a week look thirty shil-
linga; two pcuids like unlimited wealth ;

and succeed in actaally becoming poorer .

by pretending to be rich.,

We have not enough to live on, yet we
waste the little we have, We may be
poor, but, heavens! we MusT be respsct-
able. We pose as authorities on political
economy; while we are tntally ignorant
of even the radiments of tha domeastic
variety. Wpo buy what we cannot sfford
and do not need ; then gramble becauce
we have no fire on a winter’s night. We

put feathers in our hats when our boots.

want soles.  We send our clothiag to the
liundry b:cause we are to poor to buy
soap. We bring children iato the world
knowing that we cannot support our-
selvea. We pay fourp=nce f.r an ouace

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WOMEN WORKERS' COLUMN.

Messrs. Goulding’s Women Employees.

. The fact thet under the present system
women ate compelled to labour as they do,
is lamentable, but when we fiod that
women well cver sixty years have t) turn

-out in the early hours of the morning to
“labcuricus toil, we say the system is more
than wrong—it is inhuman. In Messrs.
Geulding’s, manure manufacturers, who
employ 8 number of women workers, we
find that these women bave to be in the
works at 6.30 It but one minute lste the
door i8 shut on them, and so they lose &
day’s work.. Their work, apart from being
exceedingly hard, is horribly dirty. The
room where they perform their work has
three doors, these doors always being kept
open, we can quite understand how in-
tensely cold it must be. Then for all this
discomfort, bard work, and long hours,
these women are paid the magnifi-
cent sam of Ss. 61, per week.
Thie is all quite bad enough, but
among the employees is a woman who has
been working in this firm for 33 years,
and is now an old womsan well over sixty
years of age. Just imagine & woman
toiling in a firm for 33 years—from early
in life until old age—have these em-
loyers no sense of fairness whatever—no
uman feelings. This woman would only
be receiving what is her dpe if Messrs,
Goulding’s pensioned her off with a small
sufn per week. This woman as no right
to be working. She has d np more than
her share of hard werk ; her place is by a
warm fireside, and in a position to enjoy at
least some of the comforts of old age.
More of these women employed in Messrs,
Goulding’s are wicows with families, who
being compelled to go to work so early
in the morning, have absolutely no
means of enjoying any home comforts,
There is nothinz but hard work and
misery for the women and for the chil-
dren—what a life—a ecrambled rush for
meals, -and nothing but discomfort. A
week or two ago, at the anti-Suffragettes’
meeting, one of the members, among the
rest of the twaddle talked, said how
would we like “A Lady Policeman,”
Well, I do not think any women
are desirous of becoming members of the
‘“ noble force,” but taking all into con-
sideration I am quite convinced that the
liceman’s job is heaven compared to the
fo the working women of Dublin are
compelled to live. When do we fin
women being pensioned off. .

- Just ¢ word or two, of advice to the
workivg “'women and girls. They must
remember that although they canuot very
well do withont working, neither can the
emplo:ers do without their labcur, why
therefore will they persist in underselling
it as they are doing. It is no uncommon

- thing to hear of girls and women upon

learning that some other employee is eithsr
leaving the work or being dismissed to offer
to do that employee’s work for two or three
shillings less than she was recsiving.
Now, no words are strong enough to con-
demn such actions. It is no use whining
sand lamenting your wretched condition
when deliberately and with your eyes
open you place yourselves in the position
of slaves. '

A fortnight ago a case of this kind was
brought under my notice. The girl bar-
tender in Jacob’s firm (with whose case I
will deal next. week) was dismissed; her
wages were 11s. 2d. per week. Another
girl actually offered and is doing the
same work for 63. 6d.—4s. 84. per week
less thau the dismissed girl was receiving.
This is the kind of action we find women
workers dving. Is it any wonder that
they are tyrannised over and paid so
badly? Let us hope that this is the last
we will hear of such actions.

Irish-Ireland -Notes.

By Ax Sparcrmx Faviom,

Tie Garway CoLLEGE QUESTION.

There are in Ireland ssven Colleges exclusively
devoted to the training of National Trachers. Last
year thess Colleges turned out 567 teachers, of
whom only 32 were certificated to teach Irish. Of
the 32 Marlberough Strest College produced 4;
Drumcondra 12; Our Lady of Mercy, Blackrock, 3;
Church of Ireland College, Kildare street, nil;
Waterford 3; Belfast 8, and Limerick 2. Each of
these Colleges is maintsined by Irish taxes, and yet
17 teachers left the Colleges without Irish for every
one who knevw something of the Language ! Who is
responaible for this state of things ? %‘bo * National ”
Board is principally responsible. The Board frames
the programme for all the Colleges. The pro, 10
contains 12 or 13 obligatory subjscts, aud Irish is
mot one of them. Practically the whole time of the
students is occupied with the obligatory subjects,
snd ne time is left for the study of Irish, which
finds a place on the programme as an opticnal sub-
ject. What is the remedy for this state of things ?
Obviously it is to make Irish compulsory in the
(*slleges. That, however, was not the remedy which
the Coiste Gnotha of the Gaelic League wanted.
Neither the Coiste Gnotha nor the Official Organ
ever asked for compulsory Irish in these Colleges.
It merely asked for *asecond language,” which
second language might bs Turkish or Chinese in-

stead of Irish! At its meetings last June aud July -

we umderstand that Diarmuid Ua Crutdhlaoici

urged on the Coiste Gnotha to manfully demand

Irish instead of “a second langusge,” but most of

the members were too pusillsnimous to do so.

Then, at Distmuid’s suggestion, the Fermoy Branch

%t;]t the following motion on the Agenda for the Ard
eis :—

“That hencsforth no candidate be admitted to
ann{ Training College under the National Board
unless bé or she possesses & good knowledge of
Irish, and that none but those qualified to teach
Irish well shall in future receive a National
Teacher's Certificate.”

That resolution was passed umimonslé by the
Ard Fheis. Bat with the exception of Dr. Hyde and
members of tho Keating Branch this resolution bas
not been advocated by apeakers at public meetings
held in and around Dublin or in Galway aince the
Ard Fheis. There was a reason for this. Those
members of the Coiste Gnotha who wanted only “a
second language™ were all the time secretly
negotiating with the * National ” Board to estsblish
aunother Training College in Galway. A deputation
of them, consisting of Dr. Henry and a few others,
arranged & private interview with Dr. Starkie laat
June on the matter. According to the official report
of that interview the British Treasury was to provide
the money, the Brard of Works would build the
College, and the * National ” Board wounld own and
control it, as it owns and controls Marlborough
Street College and the Model Schools. Bat what
position would Irish have in this new College? The
report states it would be optional for candidates to
be examined bi-lingaally at Sm entrance examination.
Ba it noted that Irish would only be optional as in
the existing Colleges—not compulsory. And still
notwithstanding the demand of the Ard Fheis for
compulsory Irish, Dr. Henry and hia collesgues go
on begging for this C>llege—begging-of the British
Treasury to plant another anglicising iustitution in
the Gaedhealtacht ! It was the duty of the General
Secretary of the League to give an account of this
College project im his annual raport to the -Ard
Fheis, but he failed to do so; and it has been stated
in the Press that Dr Henry and his colleagues
forbade any whisper of the matter to bs communi-
catad to the Ard Fheis, or to anybody else outside of
the Coiste Gnotha. Evidenily ceriain members of
the Coiste Gnotha like to keep that body a very close
comportion, and it is equally evident that they do
not represent Gaelic Leagus opinion thronghout the
country.

Weo understand that at the last meeting of the
Executive it was decided that the Gaslic League
have no official connection with this projact. They
would; however, be glad t» see some cutside Body
push the matter. It will tax the ingenuity of the
“1wet nurse” to find any Body as gullible as the
Ezxecutive of the Gaelic League.

The sbove is by way of reply to Padraig O Seagh-
dha whose lettter appeared in our last issue. As to
the salaries paid at Rutland squaire, were Padraig
living here in Dublin, and in a position to examine
matters for himself we think be would be inclined to
take our view. If he reads these notes from week
to week he will find some interesting para about the
Balary question and other questions a3 well.

In s short time the people of Dundalk
will be in the possission and enjoyment
of a boon and a blessing that no syndi-
cste or company will be able to control or
use for the purpose of extorting large
dividends for shareholders from them.
Light is a great blessing to people who
are in darkness, and the possession of the
means of supplying themselves with lignt
by that people is also a boon. Such will
he the boon and the blessing that the
people of Dandalk will enjoy when the
new electric lighting works which are in
course of construction are completed ;
and, judging from appearances, they will
be completed ‘at no very distant date.”
Then Dundalk will iteelf be the owner of
a good light supply as well as of a good
and purs water supply.

I chronicle this fact for two ressons.
My first reason is that while I am de-
lighted to find Dandalk following in the
wake of progressive Belfast—of which
city I am a first citizen—I am also sur-
prisad that some of the peop'e who cry out
*8ocialism "’ when the underpsid workers
make an earnest effort to get a little better
pay are not up in arms against this Social-
1stic innovation on industrial rights.

My second reason is that the hand of
the individualist is, if I am correctly in-
formed, endeavouring to make this Social-
ist electric supply work of less benefit to
the labourers engiged in laying down the
conduits and erecting lamps, etc, than if
it was being promoted by a body of capi-
tali~is bent on the one purpose of making-
large profi:s - n their ontlay. Dandalk is
peculisr in this—that the rate of pay for
tasual labourers is in most instances less
tian for labourers in cousiant employ-
meni, In all my previous experiences I
have found that the rate per day for men
casually employed was higher than the
rate for men constantly employed, arnd-
frequently as much as 1s. per day in
favour of the casual labourer. And it
always appesrsd to me to be not anly s
commonsense, but a just arrangement
that the man who had to be eatisfisd with
a few days’ work in the week, a fow weeks’
work in the month, or a few months’ work |
in the year, should get a higher rate of
wages for the short time his services were
required -thsn the man whose services
were required all the tims. .

How, besides, could a casual labourer
ever get anythi.ng like a Jiving wage un-
less he were paid above the standard of
the constant living wage, or supposed
living wage? It ia bad emough to te a
cexual labourer, even where the remuner-
a:on is higher than for the constant
labourer. Yet the cisual labourer is a
nec2s3ity of our present day sicial system,
and instead of diminishing, the number of
casuals is incressing. It is not always
spring, nor is it always harvest time; two
other seassns come in between when fewer
men are required. A similar rule applies
t> the manufacture and the transport of
goods. Seasons of slackness, fewer hands
required in the workshop and the factory,
and fewer also on quays, docks and rail-
ways. Dandalk, for the firat time in its
history, is providing itself with an electric
lighting station. It wants men it

may never want sgain to lay mains
and erect lamps in ite streets.
Why should not these men, which

wiil only be required for a short
petiod, get a wage proportionate to the
wages paid, say, to the casual workers em-
ployed by ths Dandalk and Newry Steam-
packet Company, as compared to the
#ages paid to constant men ?

The ratepayers of Dundalk can surely
ffiord to pay their cssual labourers as
ve'l a8 the Steampscket Company can ;
i T believe that when they are appealed
c. a8 they will be, if the report as to the
at» of wages intended to be paid is true,
iy will insist on a decent rate being
8il  The trick played on the street-
weepers aad ashpit cleaners will not
‘ork in the present case.

Time and space will- not permit me to
do any more than intro“uce the subject in
this contribution. All I will say now is
that the great bulk of ths girls employed
in Carroll's get less*ihan One Penny an
Hour for the time, from 8 o’clock in the
morping until 6 o’cleck in the evening.
After G o’clock in the evenivg they get
One Penny for the Hour until 7 o'clock ;
and, with Five Pence for overtime, they
get, at the end cf a week of 56 hours, the
ENORMOUS sum cf 43, 5d. An effort is
being made to raise them a wee bit, and 1
hope it will succeed, and that I will have
the pleasure of recording the fact next
week.

Thesigning of
the bond strictly enforced a penalty for
breaking any of the furegoing items,
which, in justice to the citizens, should be
strictly enforced. We are in an age when
evergbody are asking for Irish manufac-
ture. Here we have a firm from Germany
lighting our premier workhouse with im-
ported Jabour, non-unionists, and foreign
materials. This German firm secured the
cortract, of course being the loweat ten-
der. I say wait and see. The work in
many cases is anything but well done, but
then we have the rep-rt of the Clerk of
‘Works that it is an excel’ent job. I do
not know where he got his electrical know-
ledge, but be mentions transformers, &c,
which I chsllenge him to know if he could
tell whether they were connected right or
wrong.

The Regulations.

. The questicn of immediate and vital
lmportance to the workers regarding the
Insurance Bill is the regulat'ons which sre
about being drawn up by the Insurance
Commissioners. We understand that an
Advisory Committee has been eelec ed, or
.at least 18 in course of formatiop, to assist
the Commissioners in this matter, and we
sre not aware that, so far, any representa-
tive of the organised workers of this
country has been placed upon that Com-
mittee. We, therefore, strongly urge the
workers to take immediate action on th.s
question, a8 otherwise there is grave fear
uaat they will be so hedged round with

rules and regulations, owing to the enor- -

mous powers granted to the Commis-
gioners, that their energies as a fighting
force will be maimed for ever. Recently
the workers were considering teriously,
and indeed are still considering, the advi-
sability of refusing in a bedy to submit to
the deduction from their wages owing to
the elimination of medical berefits, but
there are now very grave fears that they
will have sumething even more serious to
protest against in the near future, unless
their special claims are considered and
safeguarded jn the roguhtion}: wiyjoh are
in course '0f preparation.
