Conversation with a Living Picture:

DANIEL O’'GONNELL IN THE COUNGIL CHAMBER.

“ Dublin is surpassed by no town in the nation,
For its Guardians, its polis’, and pure Corporation.”

1am slowly and most reluctantly being
converted to the view, held by so many of
pv friends since the late Rotunda Ward
Election, that this is, indeed, an era of
degeneration. Tcat is to eay, I am re-
' turning to the opinions of my early youth.
When I was & boy I had no doubt what-
sver that this city was going to the dogs,
slowly, perhaps, but no less persistently,
to the dogs. My father said so three
times a week, and most of his friends, so
far a8 I could make out, sgresd with

him. .

The advent of the forthcoming Muniei-
pal Elections I regarded as an opportune
moment to make an effort in assisting to
arrest, if possible, the decay which my
wise parent had long simce decided held
* in thraldom Dublin’s municipal progress.
Having come to the not improbable con-
clusion that most citizens regarded the
Corporation a hopeless institution as at
present constituted—prior to the intro-
duction of the Labour Party—1I, for my own
purposss, divided them iato two sections of
forty each—a veritable pair of thieves on
tho ratepayers, with AL Baba Dawson at
their head. This aspect of the subject
msy not commend itself' to everyone, but
it enited my humour.

Already aware that the outgoing Cor-
perators would shortly be coming for-
ward with their “ programmes,” together
with specious and spacious explanations
of what they had done’ and left undone
during their term of representation and
misrepresentation, it occurred to me that
it might be useful to obtain some first-
band information at the City Hall, which
would be helpful to -the electors on
15th January.

She gets ene night off
or pethaps two in each week. Where
does she go ? In most cases it is to parade
the sireets, and before much time elapses
ske falls in tough wiih the disgusting red-
coat. 8ie does not know thst this red-
coat, as well as the rest of his type, are
the cause of her leaving her dear homs,
wher: her old grandmother and the older
wembers of the family earned s decent
living at the old spinning-wheel and such
kindzred industries. No, alas! she does
mot. She was brought wp im a school
dominated by British rule, and she hardly
knows what a spinming-wheel is. She
knows some Irish, but she is ashamed to
be heard speak it. She falls into vice by
degress, and what is she to do, she has no
one’s pity? She has almost forgotten her
religion. She knows not what to do.
Where has she to turn—oftea it is to an
asylum,
Now, this city of ours is swarmed with
bilanthropists, and I often wondered why
it was that these people, who doubiless
ses more of the Dablin streets at night
than I do, bave never thought of raising s
hand to help the servant girls, in fast,
- these girls have been left more ssverely
alone more than any class. If an assoeia-
tion was formed for domestic servants we
weuld soon be done with the redcoats in
O’Cennell street and elsewhere. These
poor souls bave mowhere te go on their
evenings off, and they have a very hard
life ; a great many of them are working
all day in regular dungeons of kitcheas,
damp and unheslthy, and when they are
off for reareation it is the least they might
be supplied with some place whereia to
spend a little time amidst elevating sur-
roundings. = Now, if thess platform

CARROLL’'S TOBACCO SLAVES.

Dundalk is one of the most Catholic
towns in Ireland. The prepcnderating
majority of the people prefess, and boalieve,
or are eupposel to believe, tke
very same decirines, and to follow the
doctrines whieh those doetrines teach.

Now, I dcn’t want any reader of THE-

Ixisn WoRkER'to imagine that I am going
to follow the example of some lay The>lo-
gians, who sit in the editorial chairs of
capitalistic newspapers, and hurl abuse
and sometimes malediotions at the heads
of all and sundry who differ with their
opinions on questiona which border on
or beleng to the domain of Faith and
morals, and on which they presume to be
true guides. But being myself a Catholic,
and believing implieitly in evary Doctrine
and Dogma taught by the Catholic Church
as distinct from what self constituted

teachers would bave me to believe, I must .

confess that the prastices of some profes-
sing Catholics seem to me to be strangely
at variance with both the letter and the

schoelboy, to believe as of Catholic Faith.
The Penny Catechism of Christian De-
trine, which I had when a boy, taught me
that thare were four eins which cried to
Heaven for vengeance, and they were : —
lst. Wilful murder. 2ad. Sodomy.
3rd. Oppression of the poor,
frauding labourers of their wages.

The first two I pass over with the re-
mark that, being in the same category, -

they seem 1o ms to emphasise the awfual
gravity of the second two. That they do

not appear to be very grave crimes in the

eyes of capitalists is, unfortunately, but
too obvious.

Very fow of that ilk take aoy crime into
accunt unless it is punishable by the
law of the Jand ; and while the whole or
any part of the sum mentioned as wages
can be recovered by the law of the iand,

it would mot be possible to get a convic-

tion by law in what any worker interested
would know and fesl to be a case of
op;reuion.

he poor are oppr'l-od, and oppressed -

with impunity. The oppressors may
flatter themselves that taking advantage
of the cenditions ef the poor, aad gx':wmg
rich by extracting all the wealth can
out of their labour, they are not gu.ifty of
oppression. Perhaps they are »ot, but if
met I have, so far, failed t» grasp the
meaning of the word, or what action
could rightly be called oppression if such
as the following could not. I know that
Political Ecomomists argwe that where
the supply of labourers is great and the
demand small, employers have a right to
take advantage of that eircumstancs, and
the case I am dealing with comses under
that erthodox doctrine eof Political
Economy. S

Labour for femsles in Dandalk is scarca.
Hence it is that in Dandalk the wages in

Carroll’s, as compared with Gallaghers, in

Belfast, are from 50 to 100 per cent. lower.
Full advantage is taken of the circum-
stances of the poor, who have no alterna-
tive but to accept what is offered to them,
except to starve entirely or to emigrate.
Now, with seme people in Dandalk this is
net oppression of the poer, but philan-
throphy, in providing employment for
people who would not otherwise be em-
ployed. Defrauding labourers of their
wages. What is wages? Sarely it must
be something mere definite than any sum
an employer likes to give to his workers.
It must, and has, £ definite meaning ; and
doss mean that the wage earner shall live
by the wages earned. “In the sweat of
"thy face shalt thou eat bread.” Will any
SsaRe man or woman argue that 48 a wesk
will give sufficient bread to eat to any of
the 127 girls, er thereabouts of the 170
employed jin Carroll’s Tobacco Factory ?
Thers is no man er woman, except
they are of the sweating class, who would
advance say such argament. No; the
man or the woman who would say that 4s,
s week is fer anyone capable of
deing any kind of wseful werk is guilty of
an obvious uatruth, and in ﬂﬂﬁgr—
lance would be celled a liar. Four shillings
8 week is not wages, and the poor who
are obliged to accept it in recompense for
their servioes are, in my opinion, defranded

and oppressed. This is not the view, how-

sver, of some good peepls. With them
eppression of the poor, or defrauding
lasbourers of their wages should be
brusked to ome side until every Irish
industry is firmly and ‘seeurely establi-

industries must have a free hand if such
is necessary to the awcocesa of the enter-
prise they are in,

Fourteen months ago it was suddealy

mons, but only as a dead letter in so far
as its enforcement in contracts is. con-
cerned.

“ Mind yere,” the Waterford Corpora-
tion is one of such bodies, but until now
the workers had not been directly repre-
sented there, o that the adoption of the -
Fair Wages Resolution (or in fact any
other in the interest of the workers) was
only a:sham; and I earnestly hope that
the workers shall open wider their eyes
to their interests in this particular direc-
tirn. . After all, boys, I think a shilling
or two per week exira, and the hope of a

living wage through solid combination

would prove more beneficial than any

number of false promises, hand-shakes,
aad free public-houses for a few hours at

particular seasons of the year.
