At such a timse the propertied Irish ratriot
would occasionally refer to ths unhealthy,
squalid condi ions of Dablin, for example,
as an existence of the evils resu’ting from
British rule ; evils whick would aesuredly
disappear before tbe binoficen: hand of a
popularly elected Irish administra-ion.
Nor can we wonder at such a belief
Assucedly it was within the reslm of
probability that a people suffering under
the smart of intolerable conditions caused
by a nisuse of polilical power and social
privilege should at the first opportunity
set themselves to the task of Bweep'ng
away such conditions by a public-spirited
use of their newly-acquired control of
mun‘cipal powers. Tae concept of the
Irish pation as an organic whole, each
part of which throbs in fullest sympathy
with every other, and feels in the mova-
ments of its pwblic administra‘ive bodies

‘heart-beats—a concert vaguely out'ined

in the dreams of patriotic enthusiasts,

1f it has not taken form ; if to-day the
cities and towns of Jreland are a reproach
to the land and a glaring eridence of the
imeapaci'y of the mun’'cipal rulers of the
country, the responsibility for the failure
lies largely with those who in the past
had control of the political education of
the Irish masses and failed to prepare
them for the intelligen: exercise of those
public powers for which they were taught
to clamour. That they were not pre-
pared, and that no effort is therefore
being made to give form and substance
to any conception cf civic patriotism is
only too evident to those who are even
casually acquainted with the majority of
Irish cities. A glanes at the condition of
Dablin, for instance, reveals a state of
matters sadly elcqueatof the usefsl lack
of public spirit in those who are respon-
s.ble as municipal rulers, and those who
as electors tolerate such rulers. The
following comment of the ‘ Medical
Press’ upon the occasion of the con-
ferring of the Freedom of the City upon
Sir Charles Cameron givis in a concise
form the facts relative to the health of

Dublin in 1911, and is useful also as an -

illustration of the opinion of enlightened
outsiders upon our municipal progress,
or lack of progress, and as a comparison
with the cities usually reckoned the least
progressive ia the world :—

The thoughtful reader cannot but be
impressed and saddened by the compari-
scn drawn in the above extract between
Dublin and such cities as Moscow and
.Calcutta. That it should be possible to
draw such a comparison, or any compari-
son but a favourable one, between the
capital of Ireland, ‘governed by its own
citizens, and a city 1uled autocratically
by the liberty-hating officials of Russian
Czardom is bad enough, but that an even
more unfavourable compsrison could
truthfully be drawn between Dublin and
ap Asiatic city inhabited by a population
destitate of civic power or polical respon-
sibility and unacquainted with the first
laws of hygienic teaching is surely so
much of & humiliation that ## should fire
every Irish man and womrn with a fierce
eagerness o remove such a stigma.

Thus we have a steady increase in the
death rate from its lowest point-——amongst
the professional or independent cliss to
its bighest "point—amongst the street
bawkers and casual lasbourers. This was
for the year 1905. A

A table showing the death-rate accord-
ing to the four quarters of tbe year shows
also that the number of deaths in Dablin
is highest in the first three months,
January, February and March, the winter
months when the severity cf the season
makes its worst ravages amongst the poer,
tco enfeebled by hunger and cold to with-
stand its shocks. .

Thus the high death-rate of Dublin is
seen to be entirely due toeconomic causes,
to rire and fall. with economic classes,
The rich of Daublin enjoy as long an im-
muuity from desth as do their kind else-
where ; it is the slaughter of Dublin’s
poor that gives* the Irish metropolis its
unenviable and hateful notoriety amongst
civilised nations o

Now, what is the cause of this terrible
state of matters—this hideous blot upon
the Irish name? The original causes are
many, but the one cause of its continuance
is the lack of public spirit amongst the
municipal rulers, and that again is only
possible because of the want of proper
treining in democratic ideas amongst the
mwass of the electors. Demccracy as a

reasoned-out faith has not bad in Ireland
yet the proper political or social environ-
ment in which to grow; whatever demo-
‘cracy there is is- instinctive and spon-
taneous, and is not the result of sound,
“political teachings or the outcome of deep

reflections upon the growth snd develop-

These
powers if properly and relentlessly
utilized wou'd go a long way towards re-
medying that fearful state of affairs
already cited, and would also be in direct
accord with the general movement to re-
establish the trne Irish nation  The
Corporation has the power to close and
demolish insanitary houses, unless they
are put in a state to satisfy the Board of
Trade. It bas the power to execute
neceesary repairs to tenement houses, and
compel the owners to pay the expeuse, if
these owners refuss to execu'e the repairs
theaxselves. It has the power to make
bye-laws governing terement hcuses and
can thus eoforce the efficient cleaning,
lighting, renovating and buildivg of such
- houefs eccording to the most modern
hygienic ideas. This of itself could be
matﬁnﬁcient to completely revolutionise
the f*nement houss sys'em in the city. Tt
has ithe power to build houses, and any
moody it borrows for that purpose does
not “aff-ct its legal credit or borrowing
powers as a muuicipality. It hss the
" power to a~quire land for ths purposs of
crea ing cemetories, and can thus put an
end 47 the scanda'ous robbery of the poor
practissd by the Catholic Cemeteries’
Committee at Glasnevin.

Thése powers it alrezdy has ; but other
powers are needed, and must be de-
manded if the workers of Dablin woald
make the most of their inheritance. What
thess ‘powers are we intend to indicate
whe i reating hereafter of the possibility
of uniting the Irish demccracy upon a
political programme cf social reform. As
the farther powers required for Dublin
are a'so required for the rest of ihe coun-
try «it. would be unwise to ‘deve’op that
portion of our plan now before dealing
‘with she evil state of matte-s with which-
we find ourselves confronted all over
Irelagd as a result of our politieal sub-
jection and social disorganieation in the

aat.; , '
