~docks in Dublin, Belfast, Liverpool or
London he works, makes not a pin-point
of difference, for wherever he is he finds
he has to sell hislabour in order to obtain
a living for himself, for his wife, and for
his family. He has nothing but his
labour to sell, and by the work of his two
bands ke has to provide food, clothes and
shelter -for all depending on bhim. His
work i8 of a casual nature and uncertain,
but take it all in all, the good with the

- bad,-he is able to make on an average one

und per week.

Peter finds that 208, will just supply the
bare necessaries of food, clothes and
shelter, with a struggle. If he drinks it
makes the struggle greater, but it is a
struggle in any cage. Circumstances
arise, a child falls sick, or his wife falls
sick, and Peter discovers he can no longer
struggle along at 20s. per week. Even
an extra shilling would be a God-send.
How is he going to obtain it? It is not
the slightest use in go ng to the hoss, for
the days of individual bargaining have
long since passed away for every class of

labour but that of clerks, and in the

modern industrial merket clerks do not
count, in spite of all their airs.

Peter has only one resource in his ne:d
and that is to band himself along with
1,000, or 10,000 or 20,000 of his mates in
like circumstances into a trade unicn and
approach all the bosses then, and try to
obtain through collective bargaining,
whast they could not hope to obtain through
individual bargaining.

The boeses may be in a good humour
and groant the mens’ demand for an extra

shilling, but on‘the other hand they msy .

not, then a conflict arises. All the men
are preity well in the same category as
our friend, Peter Brown, and the extra
shilling is an absolute neceesity to them.
They realise that with their combined
strength they may force the masters to
agree to their demsands, and thay go on
strike. Now comes the tug-of-war, for

the strike proves “ very disturbing to

banking business,” to quote Sir John,
and the excited bank directors and share-
holders, seeing a prospect of their divi-
dend being lessened, shriek aloud to the

TRADES BTARD ACT, 1309

TAYLORING TRADE BOARD (Ireland).

Nit'ce is hereby given that a Trades
Board is about to be formed for the fol-.
lowing branches of the Tailoring Trade
in Ireland :— :

who is a woman,

This is a most important announcement
to the women workers in the Tailoring
Trade, and they should make it their duty

- to attend this meeting (the time and place
of same will be announced later) and elect
a representative who will have their beat

A few days ago a visit was paid us by
a lady who for some years has taken a
prominent part in the women’s trades
unions in England. '

During the course of conversation the
talk naturally turned to the Irish Women
Workers’ organisation ; how long it had
been in existence; its strength, and the

. work it bhad accomplished sinct its in-
auguration.
~ My-¥isitor then inquired as to the wages

~ paid to the women workers in Dublin.

-~

My statement as to the exceedingly low
rate of wages paid was at first doubted by
this lady, who really thought that I was
not speaking seriously, It took me some
little time to convince her that I was in
deadly earnest when I stated that the
majority of the women workers received
for a full week’s wages from 2s. 6d. up to
6s. per week, and that only a very small
number of them received 7s., 8s., or 9s,
per week. And this scale of wages is not
confined only to women and girls who
work in factories, but to other sections of
women workers.
- “But,” said my visitor, “have you
really employers in Ireland who expect
women to work for such scandalously low
wages?”’ Again I had to enlighten her
on the subject and explain that not only
were the wages low, but that the con-
ditions under which the women were com-
pelled to perform their work were more in
keeping with. what one reads of in the
dark ages than what should exist in &
supposed enlightened Christian age. It
was also pointed out to this interested
visitor how in many cases the Women
Worxers’ Union had been the means
whereby some of these loathesome con-
ditions bad been changed, and that also
incresses in wages had been gained
through the same meauns.

“But surely,”’ said my visitor “there must

, be some explanation for this low.rate of

wages. Is it that the cost of Jiving is so
much cheaper in Dublin than elsewhere ?"’
From this question it was quite apparent
that she had never lived in Dublin, or
elee she would have known that the cost
of living in Dablin is higher than any
other city. .

- After this explanation the lady began
to lcok hopeless. There was evidently no
explanation, no redeeming circumstance
as to why women workers are so badly
paid. There is no explanation as to this
existing state.of affairs, except the greed
and callousnees of the employers who in-
sist on getting the full amount of work
done for half the amount paid to women
workers in other cities. '

"My visitor,  who is an Irish woman,
went away saddened at the thought that
her country women are still in the bonds

of slavery, and her only hope lies in the

fact that they may be wise enough to join
the Irish Women Workers' Union, and
through this organisation become free
citizens. .o

STARTLING REVELATIONS.

Lady Aberdeen, finding thet momey
was to be made under the Jnsurance Act..
by providing accommodation for con-
sumptives, acquired sn old residence at -
Peamucunt, nesr Lucan, and got a foreign
firm over to build a sma’l hospital in the
gonndl. When the peopls discovered

at oomsumptive prople wers to be
brought into their district they pulled
down the building. The oase is sub-
judics, and comnmeat must be reserved.

e months ago a propowal to erect
small shelters for the treatment of oon-
sampiives at the Royal Hozpitsl for In-
curables in Donnybrcok evoked guite a.
storm of protest, and indiguation me:t'ngs
were teld. The district is & resideatial
ome, and a very select cluss of prop’e re-
side there. Their spokeamen emphasised
that residents would be expcsed to the
‘infection, that consumption was vary in-
fectioas, and even oontagious. 8o far the

- medicals jhave not given an éx-cathedra -

proncuncement cn either point, bat the
opponents of tke scheme were emphatio
as to the danger of consumptives being
allowed into Donnybrook. .

OORK STREET HOSPITAL.

A\ the sams time muoh of the infecticus
diseass of the oity is dumped into Ok
street, snd no protest is made.: Donny:
brook is the home of thy ricb, Oork street
houses cnly tke p:orer or labouring
classes. Whst ma'ters it if the most
virulent types of infectious diseais are
carted pest the doors of the prorer psople
in that dietriot every momning? It is
not the hypothetiosl infeclion of tuberou-
losis that the pocrer olass:s in the Cork
street area are expossd to, but highly
infeoticus etuptive favers. We are
troubled with epidemica at varizus pnisds
but we do n.t kncw just how far Cork
street is to blame. o

Oaz medical officer does mot givaus s
mapof the prevailing winds whea epidem-
ics rage, leat perhaps we discover that dis-
ease radistes from the hospitals planied
down in the overcrowded and poorer
parts cf the city. He mks us to think
about flien instead. We do not hesr of
the aerial convection of disesss, exoepting
whea medioal men rash to the resoue cf
the propertied agitators like in the Donny~
brook case. .

The papers were full of letiers at the
time of this, Donnybrook affair, and now
we find some of the ssme-medioal scrib-
blexs with & glorious inobnsisteacy, aud
perhaps visions of “jobs” writing to
prove that Lady Aberdsen’s hospital will
mot harm the Lucen natives the least
little bit, because consamption is no such
s dangercus ditesrs — excepiing in
Dopnybrock or such places. Lady
Aberdeen even olaims such hespitale have
tuined some Socotch districts into health
resorts. o

What concerns us, however, is the fact
that no cne protesis when disease is
qusrtered in pcor disiricts wke!e pesple
have eoustitutions predisposed to aiimok
by hunger, cr ineufficient wegee, or in-
secuie empioyment It is bus another
of the weonge doxe to the poor, of which
there will be a reckoring s.me dsy. I
is one of the causes of that * unrest”
whioch has set s0 many gocd people think-
ing very hard nowadays,

'SMALLPOX HOSPITALS.

Somse of your older readers will remem-
ber the geod work of the Pablic Hesalth

~ Commiitee and Bir Chas. Cameron in

providing the Isolation Hospital for
smallpox and such disesses. Eir Jobn
Moore and & budy called the Dablin

Sani Association for many years
op the idea of isolation hospitals.

They urged that hundreds of foreign
medical students axre in Dablin to study
fevers, and that they ‘‘would not stop
here if their cases were removed to a
distance.” For yeers this medical olique
foroed fover cases inio the genersl hospi--
tal wards, and many patients contrasted
fever iu the hospital and died. This
mersly meant murdering ths poor by ex-
posing them to fatal oontsginm, 83 that
students would not be inoinvenienced.
Now, 8ir John Moore held that the students
and medical schools meant £100,000 per
year to the city and that thestudents would

elsewhere if the worst fevers were nok

t in the wards of the city hospitals
convenient to them. And to think that
for years this scandal wis sllowed to go.
on, and is continued in a minor way
to-day.

Wb TPE - PIGEON iH.f’)ll.ISE a1

was made, and a building started near
the Pigecn House, S8ir Jobn Moore sad
this sanitary association oppored ii, tooth
snd mail.
