No. IV.—FRUGALITY AND WAGES.

Tn my last article I dealt with some of
{he fallacies of frugality, and endeavoured
o show what the pesition would be were
s wholesale experiment in saving to be
sttempted. . .

Of ¢ urse, it i3 true that a savings-experi-
ment, such as I presumed, bas never taken
plscs and never will take place in the
world's history. If it did, and the whole
people were to be seized with = sudden fit
of the true epirit of niggardliness, then
industry would be, and must be, inevitably
girangled. . .

To presume that & people would commit
suicide in this fashion would be altogether
unnecessary were it not for the fact that
we do have these frugality-maniacs in our
midst, and it is necessary that they must
be taken literally for once so that their
rasoning may be shown to be the
sbsurdity it is.

Our dear, good, frugality-maniacs may
st assured, however, that their absurd
theories will never be put into practice or
given the chance of exerting their destruc-
tive influences.

I would not suggest that these good
lecturers on the blessings of frugality
pever expect their croakings to be putinto
practice, still there is room for grave
suspicion as to their own belief in their
wealled psnaces for the problem of
poverty. - °

If all men were Spartans, then all men
might be tempted to be frugal, but all
men are niot Spartans, therefore & universal
practice of irugality is impossible. Indeed
to far are the bulk of men from being
Spartans, that they might also be said to
be Atheniats,— that is to say, that instead
of being grave and gloomy and. ready to
deprive themselves of every comfort in
life, they are rather inclined to be addicted
to these things which make life brighter,
ad have a decided taste for the joys and
- charms of life, or as many of them as they
- anget. Ior another thing-—and I am
sibborn enough to sssert it once again—
sgeneral indulgence in saving would make
itself impossible just as soon es the
practising thereof began.

However, this matter of thrift touches
wother question—the question of wages
—and it i8 this I am out to deal with just
now mere particularly. '

Wages—like almost everything else
under modern ccmmercialism— s
Iaw, and the essence of that law is, that
the wages paid at a certain time in 8
given country correspond pretty closely to
what is there considered absolutely neces-
#ry to subsiet cn. Mark that, will you,
Plesso? Wages are regulated by what a

Not by
what he can decently live on, or comfort-
:)bw};y live on, but what he can SUBSIST

To bring them up again
to their former level would be lees. ea
than it was to lower them. We find,
therefore, that the great bulk of the
people who had hoped, by saving, to im-
prove their position, had only succeeded in
improving it downwards. So much so,
indeed, that they would not lack ample
opportunities of practising Spartan vir-
tues for scme time to come.

8o far I have been going upon what
might happen were a general attack of -
thrift-distemper to break out among the
workingmen. ,

Let me now state my case of how thrift
would affect wages from a more every-day
standpoint. .

You know that as things are now, where
all the work is in the gift of ‘private
employers, and where wages and prices
are ruled by competition, that there are.
always more men in need of work than
work can be found for New inventions
of machinery are continually throwing
men out of work, and the continual influx
of farm labourers into our towns is always
helping to swell the already well-recruited
ranks of the unemployed. - -

There is always, therefore, a large
numbers of werkers out of work.

Now, under competition, where two men
offer themselves for -one place, you -kaow -
that the place will be given to the man
who will take the lower wage, and you
know that the thrifty man can live on less
than the thriftless man.

You also know that where two or more
employers are offering their goods for sale
against each other, in the open market,
the one who sells his giods the cheapest
will get the trade, and in order to sell
cheapeat the employers will try to GET
TBEIR GOODS3 MADE at the cheapest
rate possible. o

This being the case, and labour being
the chief cost in making most things, it is
this cost—rvis., the wages of the workers,
that will be reduced first. - g

- Very well, you have more workers than
are needed, so that there is competition
afnongst those workera as to who shall be
employed, and those will be employed
who are the cheapest, and those who can
live apon least can afford to work for
least.

Here again we see the law of wages
come into force.

We find that one man who, by the -

practice of thrift, has brought himself to
believe, for instance, that axle-grease is
quite as nourisbing or as palatable as
butter, and who has solved the problem
of making 20s. do the work of 25s. to his
own satisfaction ; we find, I say, that
this man is both ready and willing to do
work for an employer at less money than
was formerly given for the same expendi-
ture of labour and by this man’s willing-
ness tu take the smaller wage, the wages
of every man in that employment are cut
down to the same level. It does not mat-
ter that the other men complain that they
cannot live upon the reduced amount.
That one thrifty Spartan, by denying
himself any comfort in life, has proved to

the employers’ satisfaction that the sub- -

sistence limit is lower than he previously
thought it, and the inexorable law of -
wages is brought once more into practice, .
and instead of the one man's thrift even.
proving a blessing to himself, it has be-
come & curse to all his fellow-workers
and leaves both he and them poorer than
they were before. . ; N

This, then, is how thrift and fruga'ity
will benefit the workers. The practice of
thrift makes the “subsistence rate lower
than it was before, and wages, obeying
the law to which they are subject, come -
down accordingly. . '

To anyone who keeps his eyes open and
studies the sge in which we are now -
living, this cannot be surprising. .

The one possible way in which thrift
could be ed to benefit oven & section
of the workers is to increase the number
of small capitalists. But everyone who
knows anything, knows that this is an_

What chance is’ tﬁere, then, for the

thrifty man to benefit by his Spartan
virtues ? There is practically none !

As I have shown, the thrift of the wor-
kers is used as a tool in the hands of the
megnates to bring down the standard of

- living.  The thrifty man proves he ean

live on less, therefore all mustlive on less,
and wages are accordingly reduced.
This whole question of frugality is an

interesting and complex study, but there
are many side issues which must be left
for the private consideration of the reader..

The gospel of frugality bas outlived its

day, whether the advocates of it realise
tke fact or not, and next week I hope ito
go more fully into the reasons why ts
usefulness is dead. .

what of them? Now, who that knows
anything of railway work would dare
Atternpt to justify the appointment of the
foreiguer, Dent, to the position of General
Managgr of our princiral and most impor-
tant railway ? I 'have failed to discover
the nature of his work or his qualifications
$o perform any useful work for the benefit
of the company that is reputed to pay him

the enormous ealary of £72 per week. For

fully twe_lv‘e? months before the mighty
Dent arrived, the position made vacant
by the death of his predecessor was left

unfilled, and, strange to relate the trains

did not stop—except at the stations—the
work want fherrily on, and everything ran
‘much more smoothly than it did since.
Where, then, is the justification for Mr.
Dent's appointment or the necedsity for
retaining him ? A poor labouring man—
with seventeen shillings per week wages,
8 bakers’ dozen of children and a wife—
in the employment of this company is
immediately dispepsed with if you cannot

show sufficient work to justify his reten- -

tion, and you are looked on as dishonest if
you dare aitempt to plead the cause of his
wife and family. And still this same
company without a word of complaint
Pays away weekly a sum representing the
wages of no fewer than 84 such labourers
to an individual who, as far as I am aware,
has no work to do, and who as most
people believe is incapable of performing..
. any even if he had. : :
I am told that the Board of the G. 8. &
W. R,, like the works, promises to become
& fawily affair, and ramour has it that Mr.
Dent is related to Sir William Goulding,
snd that both are related to other mem-
bers of the Board.

Now, in the true interest of eccnomy, I -
suggest that Mr. Dent be Jabelled “ return
empty”’ and sent back from whence he
came, He is foreign to this country and
‘ignorant of ite needs, and is therefore of
men the one least capable of properly

but as a works manager he can hardly
claim to have been & suocess. No one
who is too impetuous of manner—too free
to judge—too susceptible to prejudices —
too eager to hear stories that sre not
afterwards properly investigated, and too
prone to disbelieve every statement made
by a workingman, and to accept as gospel

every statement made by an official—can °
_ ever hope to be a success in any position

of trust and responsibility. And Mr.
Maunsell cannot truthfully claim that the
‘works have really progressed under his
management, and now that he has assumed
the higher position, it is to be hoped
that hs "will allow the new man -full
Liberty to try his hand where he canuot
claim to have succeeded. When Mr.
Maunsell took over the management of the
Inchicore Works they possessed their own
rolling mill, and rolled theiron from their
OwWn ECrap.
ceased under Mr. Maunsell s regims. The

mill with its valuable rolls was consigned .

to the scrap heap, and the iron needed is
once ‘mora imported. True it is the
works itself has exterided, and Mr. Maun-

~ sell is responsible for importing numerous

costly machires—many of which I as s
mechanic, would ‘consider more 'ﬁ'ti'édlgi&
the scrap-heap than the valuable rolls of
the mill referred to above. But the con-
ditions of the workmen have not improved,
and I venture to say the number of hands
employed has not increased, but on the
contrary have been considerably reduced
under Mr. Mauusell’s management.

As mansger of a works [ never knew
an engineer to devote as much tima to the

‘business of a company as did Mr.
. Maunsell.. He almcst lived in the works,

and I often thought .things wbuld make
better progress if he gave them less per-
sonal attention, for it is surprising how
difficult men find it to do their work, and
how easily and how frequently mishaps
cccur when. officigls are hanging sround.

“Yet Mr. Maunsell always impressed me as
'8 man anxious to do all that was right,

still destined by some mischance to rarely
su-ceed. It was a'ways a mystery to me
whby a number of hands should be dis-
charg.d from the waggon shop one week
and the next to learn that the company
was importing waggons, while in the fit-
ting shops when work would seem to be
really slack, a night gang would be un-
expectedly ordered in, new hands would
be appointed, and I have recollections of
such occasions of machines that were
worked all night standing idle all day; .
and after three weeks or so this panto-

. mime would suddenly come to an end and

sll of us would be left to wonder why it
happened. The worst feature of such a
performance being that the increased cost
cf the werk done told sgainst the depart-
ment and against the men, and led to

the further reduction of the staff and per~

baps furnished an excuse for further im-
portations, »

As I'am on the question cf the cost of
manufacture I eanuot refrain from men-
tibning sn arrangement in operation in
Inchiocore that I have always consideréd to
act most unfair to the men.

WOMEN WORKERS' COLUMN.

Although it bhay so oflen besn pointed
ous fo the women workers of Dablin the
reasons wky they should be organised,
many of them still ignors theie reasons
‘amd preler o de:l with the swployers
individcels. We know, and they them-
selves kzowr, whst she resulits o! these
‘pegotizticus bave always been—a refusil
88 8 :ciy, ovd evestually dismisssl. A
very imrorisut onse of this kind bas besn
br:ught to my n:tiea.

Ab:ut thres months ago a numbesr of
gitls who are emaployed in oneof the large
priniirg costablishments in the city came
to the oozclusion, after talking between
themselves, that they were entitled te an
inorease of wages, acoording to the amcunt
of work which they were doing. They im-
mediately sant in & demsnd asking for
an inoreass oll round for the departraent
th%y worked in. The mansger Leing a
wide-awake¢-individual, gave am incriase
of 1s. sll round. But why—becasse thess

girls demended it? NWo! He gave it Al

simply becaute it svited h's purpese.

Just at this time he was exceeding'y busy,

and therefore fully wudersicod his cwn
position. These girls had been in his
emplcyment for masy years, were quits
ai home wiih (heolass of work they were
expecizd to turn out, aad eould get
$krowgh it very much better and gquicker
ttar a new baich of gitls could. The 1s.
exira waa no great hardship on the firm,
sod as tke girls were really earning a
groat d:ai more, he smilingly gave the
iporesee, snd they just as mmilingly
scespied i, feelivg that all was well
Thess women workers wers delighted
with the cesult of their negotiationg—
weze paiting themvelves on the back,
#syizg to each other, “how easily we
have mizaged to get the increins of wages
without being in the Women Workers'
Unicn.” The menager at the sams time
was coogzatulating himself on the faot of
how eszily he bad hood-winked these em-
ployses, sud with a great deal m xe reason
to do zo than the foolish girls who fancied
thoz cocald demand, and expect an agree-
mens to be kept, that was made between
er=pleyses and employer.

Soms of the girls, not being quite so
foolick, 8'ier the srrangements had beem
made, c:um tcxoss 0 the Union rooms
snd expl<ined wkat they had done. Of
oourse the Union could not rinder them
any essisisoce, as the msjority of them
did nos belong to the Union, and also be-
cause they hed elected to apprcach the
Managemsnt on their own soccount. Bus
it was pointed out to them what would
turely happen in a fow waeks’ timss, when
the big rush of work was over—namaly,
that tbey would be dismissed for the mcst
{rivial fault, or for some imsgined fault,

This bas bappsned sl to0 soom. Two
of thess girls have already received s
week's notice. What for? Supposed to
be for bad time-keeping.
mitber etiaxge. One of the girls has been
ssven years in this employment, sad it is
only now that they have found out that
she in & bad time keaper. By degressall
tke girls in the department where the 1s.
increzse waa given will be dismissed, and
ther will probably be replaced by other
girls s¢ the old rate cf wages. ‘

SBuppesing these women workers had
bten orgenisad, what & very different
position they would be in. the int
plaop the fi:ia would have been approsched
by the Becreiary of the Union (over whom
they have no control, therefors eannot dis-
mise) on behalf of she women workers,
Then if the smployer sgreed to give the
1s. incresse an rgreement would have been
drawn up beiween tke officials of the

Usicn snd the t of the frm.

T0 THE EDITOR IRISH WORKER.

Dear Sir—In consequence of a series of articles
written, and -of some advertisements appearing in.
two of your most influsntial contemporaries, notably,
Murphy's journals, regerding emigration to the
Argentine, I feel it incumbent to poist out a few

Last year, the Glasgow Towa Conacil,
after much disputation, sgreed, by a
lsrgs msj-rity, $o use the Tramwsy Sur-
Plus of £52,000 for the apecific purpose
of buying up siums which were a menace
to the health of the community, with a

.view to having them destroyed. This

licy of cleating away the slums is
Lly approved of by the landlords, who
not only are compensated for property
that in practicslly valusless, but also have
their aites improved by thess clearances
ot the publio expinse. Consequently the
slum-cwners are tumbling over esch other
in their engerness to induoce the Corpors-
_ In was evident last
weck when the minute was beivg moved
that the mejority of the Council wss com-
posed of slum owners or the friends of
slum-owners, as they seemed very anxious

_ to get the minute passed without diseus-

‘sion. This attempt at suppremnisg a dis-

carsion on the iriquity of slum owner-

ship did not meet with the approval of

tke Labour Pariy, who contend thet slumxs

inimical to public health should be de-

stroyed - :
WITHOUT OOMPENEATION,

and that the Corporation ebould inaugur-

- ate a building scheme for the purpcaa of

competivg the alum cwner cu$ of exist-
ence. The discunion last Thuradsy por-
trayed a real “class war” feeling, and
despite the noisy opposition of their an-

tagoviste, the membsrs of the Labour

Party, who took part in the discussion,
said whas thsy lad to say in a fearless
and unccmpromising masner.

- Mr. James Stewart (Labour) moved ;

“Thet consideration cf the resowm-
meondstion be delayed until the Com-
mittee sstisfied themzelves that ssit-
able houses had- been provided for the
people who would bs displsced from
the areas mentionsd.”

-He opposed the proposal on the grousd

thet it would not be beneficial in any de-

propossl were carried, the oocupants
from 300 houses would be dishoused
withcut any special provision mede for
their being housed. It they displaced
there pespls in that manner they would
simply inoreass the value of the pxm
fronting ths back lands.
