It ‘means that the capitalist class are
fighting" in one huge, combined, unre-
lenting mass to kéep the working class
enslaved in povérty's chaips. It means
further, that the working class are fight-
ing spasmodcially, and in ‘small badly
organised sections, agsinst the capitalist
slave owners. As faras I can see, the
class war just now appears to me as if
labour was a mera school-boy with a pop-
gun going cut to face an army with all the
array of first-class modern murder appli-
ances at its e.mmand I cannot admire
the hardibhood of labour putting such a
very puny David fgainat such an enor-
mous Goliath, for it is nothing shert of
down-right folly and suicide, especially
when with organisation and concentration
of forces labour could put sn army inte
the field which wou'd praciically secure
its own terms of peace from the other sida
with all its well fed and well paid officials
of bloodshed and butchery.
I have no misconceptions as to the
forces working agsinst labour, still I.am
convinced that if labour took a leaf out of
the enemy’s no'e-book regarding com-
bination and cohesion, I lesitate not to
say that labour would secure a walk-over.
. Now, as to these forces against labour,
perhaps in Ireland we can eee them more
clearly than any other place. Take Dub-
lin alone. Out of teven daily papers, not
to speak of a whole swarm of weekly ones,
_there is but one small fcur-page paper—
Tse Izisg WorksR —to say anything on
behalf of labour. All thosa other Dablin
papers, with their ssveral controlling
forces, may have their divergent policies
and sham fights to conduct, but in their
opposition to labour they form one co-
hesive whole. This was fully exemplified
during last year’s big strike and the Wex-
ford lock-out. No lie was too base or foul
or even silly; but .all. those papers wenld
circulate it if it conld in the slighteat
way tbrow or tend to throw discredit
upon either the labour' forces cr the

Iabour leaders; Why was that so? Simply

because those papers are the paid and
subsidissd hacks-of the cspitalist class.
They are quite openly out against labour,
and they are quite ready at any time to
indulge in the most disreputable tactics
to prove. that they are agaimst it.

his position, Mr. Maunsell would both
withdiaw _that statement, and apologise
for the insult _As it was, Mr. Mauneell
but emphasized the latter still more, by
having the telephone bell of this par-
ticular foreman’s office p}acgd on the out-
side, probably as an indication that he, at
all events, was to waste no more of his
valuable time inside. To my mind, the
wasted portion of the foreman’s time wss
spent in the official parades referred o,
which were also responsible for obstruct--
ing the work of the entire shops, for I
have often had to wait hours before my
foreman would have leisure to eign the
pecessary working orders. So the next
time Mr. Maunsell goes leciuring, it will
be necessary for bim to revise this per-
ticular portion of his discourse.

The then superintendent, Mr. Robert
Coey, was & gentleman posseised of s
reccrd for work and _ability, perfectly in
keep'ng with his high position. He

- seemingly was a man who believed in
keeping strictly within the limits of bis
own sphere, and unless circumstances in-
vited it he never interfered in the work of
sny cfficial under bim—a fact 1 have
frequently heard deplored. As Secretary
of the Strike Committee of 1902 I both
wrote and spoke in very barsh terms of
Mr. Ccey. Well, we have both since re-
tired—AMr. Coey on a pension of £800a
year—]I on the rocks—and I want to take
this opportunity of withdrawing wnre-
servedly every hard word I ever wrote or
sroke concerning Mr. Robert Coey. These
siatements were written and spoken in
error, for at the time I attributed to Mr.
Coey actions which I have lived to leerns
minor official was 1esponsible for, and I
now seek to correet that error. There
was notbing bad about Mr. Coey—except
bis sigpature—and that was about the
worst attempt at penmanship 1 ever saw.
1t was stated on one (ccasion that a local
musicisan was playing & piece of music to
which Mr. Coey bhad attached bis nsme,
and this worthy individusl blew the keys
off the cornet in trying to play the signa-
tore. However, be that as it may, Mr.
Coey is both remembered and regretted in
Inchicore. And the new shops at present
in ccuree of erection will stand as a monu-
ment to his retiring eficxt to provide em-
plcyment and promcte home manufacture
for the benefit of the company and the
country.

My charge-hand, being promoted to a
new position in snother shop, 1 was unex-
pectealy elevated into the positicn varated
by him. I say “ unexpectedly,” because
Iwas ecarcely two years in their employ-
ment at the time and had no expectation
of promotion and made no application for
the position. A shopmate who had spent
in this particular gang more years than I
bad devoted to my trade altogether natur-
ally felt much annoyed at not receiving
this appcintment, and took no pains to
conceal his displeasure. I gave bim per-
miesicn to state to the manager that 1 did
ot wieh to retaim my unsought promotion
and advieed him to apply again for the
post 1 then held, Whether he did so or
not I do not know, beyond the fact that I
was left in the position, and he resigned
a8 8 protest against the unfair treatment
in this matter of promotion. My new
foreman then brought down irom the
erecting shop a young man who was a
particular personal friend of his own, and
this yourg hopeful was placed under my
charge. After the strike he was promoted
to the position of charge-hand of the
motion bench, and took the place of one

- of the worst treated and best qualified
mechanics that ever stood in Inchicore,
While in this position the foreman’s
friend absorbed the positions left vacant

- by the death of two other charge hands,
and for a paltry two shillings per week of
an advance in each case he undertook to
do the work for which these two men were
formerly paid thiriy-six shillings a week
eech. Whether he did the work or not is
suother question. And before my dis-
missal I had the doubtful pleasure of
obeying as a foreman one who but a
lew years previous carried out my instruc-
tions as charge-hand. A contrast of my
wages-sheet with the wages paid to this

In
his office as peace-maker, he ridiculed our
demand for three shillings of an advance,
and asked me would we not accept 1s. 6d.
I replied that I was appointed to fight
the strike and that the terms of settlement
would bhave to be dictated by our
Dublin District Committee of the A.S.E.
I understood from Father McEntyre, at the
time that he had authority to mske an
offer of 1s. 6d., and I intimated to him
my willingness to arrange an interview
between himself and the members of the
Dublin District Committee. To this he
oonsented—and the interview took place
in the Oblate House, Inchicore. I was
engaged in the Courts that day, and con-
sequently was not present at the interview,
and was surprised to learn later that
Father McEntyre had failed to repeat his
offer to them ; and I got into some troubls
for bringing the Committee to Inchicore
on a fool’s errand. Happily some of the
men who were present at that interview
sre still in Dublin doing valuable work
for our Society, and, if required, would,
I am sure prove the accuracy of my state-
ment. Father McEntye is in heaven. In
a short space of time I, too, shall appear
before my Creator to render an account of
my actions and my statements, and I de-
clare that the statements attributing to me
deception or dishonesty during the eon-
duct of the Engineers’ Strike of 1902, are
absolutely false : and I stake my soul’s

_salvation upon .that declaration.
