- The ruling classes of to-day, however,
have not got the reasons Henry had for
holding on by the theory that poverty is a
crime. The Loecal Government Board—
the body to whose care the poor are given
by the Government of to-day-—have an
old time sociologist at their head in the
person of John Burns who can tell them
that poverty is not in itself a crime but is

a direct product of greed and selfishnesz. .

It “ Honest John,” as he was once called
—1 suppose in derision—will not now tell
them that there are thousands upon thous-
ands of Sociologists througout the world
who are crying it aloud from the house-
tops.

Poverty is not a crime—it is caused by
the ruthless greed of the land and capitals
owning classes, and if there is any crime
at all, then it is modern capitalism that is
the criminal and not the poor.

The ruling classes-of to-day all over the
world know that, but they will not admit
the fact. .

To deal effectively with the problems of
poverty they know they would have to
revolutionise the whole bedy politic and
economic. They have no desire to do

that, therefore they continue to let the old

tradition about poverty being a crime re-
main. It is easier to build new wings to
workhousea than to reform the Poor Laws,
therefore they build new wings. It is
easier to allow the poor to be treated as
jail-birds than to inquire into how they
should be properly treated, therefore th-y
allow sll the cowardly-bullies of the coun-
try to become Union officials, and the
Local Government Board conveniently
closes one eye and winks the other when
the cowardice, the ignoraunce and incom-
petence of the modern Bumbles is pointed
out to them. ~

It stands to reason, that if the govern-
ment .of a country chooses to uphold an
economic system that creates and penalises
poverty, that Government is not interested
either nominally or really with those
suffering from poverty. A department of
such a Government-—-such, for instance,
as the Local Government B ard—would
be going outside its province if it tried
to really work for.the bhenefit . of the

cor.

The fact that John Burns-no matter
what his intentions were—had to at once
succumb to the ineffective inertia attached
to the L.G.B., the moment he tcok up
office proves my point, if it required any

roof. -
P With such a Government and with such
a department, is it to be wondered at,
then, that Local Boards of Guardians
never seem to realise shat.they are ap-
pointed to succour and:.aid the poor, but
take up the bulk of their time in devising
ttifogging litile methods of making the
fo.; of the poor under them .more miser-
able than it otherwise need be. Lccal
Boards of Guardians are principally re-
cruited from the middle and wupper
classes—classes..which by environment,
educaiion and hereditary . belief in the
traiition about the crime of poverty are

incapable of understanding the firat radi- -

ments of the problem of poverty.

When:-we-fnd-such- Local--Boards of -

Guardians as these, is it any wonder that
in ninety-nine poorhouses out of a hun-
dred you find a set,of officials who are
mean, brutal, cowardly and corrupt?

This brings. me back at once:.to my
starting point—viz,, the mission of this
man, O Brien.

Writers like myself may .write articls
after article upon the way the, poor are
abused and degraded by the modern Poor
Law system. We may dencunce it in
season and out of ssason, but so far as the
actual conditions. which the_poor ara
suffaring in theee institutions are con-
cerned we can really say very liitle.. If
we go to the Masters and ask to ba shown
through mexe!y as visitors, we are received
with oily smiles and are shown .just as
much or as little ag the Masier cares. We

to die on the roadside, therefore no help:
can be expected from them. . o

The ordinary . workhcuss official, no
matter what underhand tricks he may be
up to, can afford to laugh at persons suoh -

dians, for not even the Guardians them-
selves can know what gues on day by day
in a workhouse ward - Trere is only one
way of acquiring the krowlsdge and that
is to doa the prison garb of hodden grey

Thie my friend O’Brien, is doing. He -
has been forced into the mil.ing process
through ill-health—part of bis leg has
been amputated. He is, as I have said, .

A
poor man with small wages . and a large -
family striving to exist in a soulless city-
like Dublin will soon find himself in -

- difficulties. Sicknees comes along; the
Tent gets in arrears ; the bakers’ biil be- -
comes overdue ; the. grocers’ man ceages- -
to call; his struggling wife makes no’
complaints, but the dark circles ahowing
clearly-around eyes red- with silent weep--
ing tell their own tale; the unpaid bills -
peeping from behind the clean plates on a-
spotiess dreeser meets his glance, and he
is remiuded in this and many wayas of a -
woman’s heroic efforis to fulfil the solemn -
vows made before God at the Altar rails; .

Brophy, vroprietor of a registry office,
This #rophy, although he had for some

~ time been carrying on business in Middle
Abbzy street, had previous to this run a
regisiry office in Westmoreland street.
While he resided in that neighbourhood

he practised the same system of swind-

ling, and was summoned before Mr,
Drury in the Southern Police Court That
gentleman eventually told Brophy that if

hs was brought before him again he would

most certainly give him imprisonment.

Brophy then thought it advisabls to go A

where he was not quite so well known ; so
ke started another swindling agency in
Middle Abbey street, and has systemati-
cally robbed the servants, b'ackguarded
them, and has been the cause of driving
some of them to perdition. Lasi week
- saw Brophy’s first appearance in the

Northern Yolics Court before Mr. Macw- -

Inerney, who dealt with Brophy in such a
just and capatle manner that this rascal
has been made to realise that his game is
pow up. On Thursday, November 14sh,
Brophy is again summoned by a cook for
retaining her references. This girl's cate
against him is exceptionally strong and of
great importanes.

‘Between three and four years ago Brophy
got hold of the girl’s original references,
curing that time she had paid him
several fees of 12s. 6d., 10s. and 7s. 6d.
for getting her situations, but under no
conditions would he return her her papers,
be simply stuck to them asa sure and
safe investment to himself, Then when
the girl left a situation through not having
her references, she had to go to Brophy
again, who would, when it suited him,
get her another gituation, and charge her
snother exorbitant fee for doing so. Thip
bas been Brophy’s game all along the
line, but in some girls’ cases it has beem
dastardly. A servant goes to Brophy's
sgsucy to give in her name and to get =
eituation. He at once insists that she
gives to him her original referemces. This
she foolishly does, which eventually lands
her into difficalties. Brophy gets ber a
situaticn, perhaps at 5s. per week, more or
less, according to the class of servant she
is ; he will probably charge her 5s. 8d. to
8. for getting her the situation. If the
place is snything like what be represents
18 to be, she will siay there, and out of
her first wages pay him his fee, but if then
place is unbearable, as in most cases it is;.
and she leaves, it is then that the callous~
nees of this rascal is shown. He absolately
refuees cither to return the girl her papers.
or get her another situation. These are-
the blackguardly methods that Brophy

has used. :

This is & bye-law which, if it had been
propetly enforced by those in authority to
do 8o, would have been of immense ser-
vice to the servants, and would have pre-
vented rascals like Brophy from delibera-
tely sxindling all classes of servants.

" We would therefore ask all servants
when they go into a regisiry office to take
particular notice that the above regula-
‘tions are carried out.

TRADES BOARD ACT.

The Trades Board Act for
workers engsged in the cardboard box-
making came into force on the 4th of
November.

On Saturday last the women workers at
this trade received their first wages under
the minimum rate, and it was a vast im-
provement in comparison to their previous
scale of wages. The girls in Patterson’s
Match Factory and in Oherry & Bmall-

- dridge’s, who previous to this Act were
only able to earn 8s. per week, received
last week 10s. 5d., and this did not con-
stitute a full week’s earaings under the
new Act, a8 their week really staris on

¥ridsy, so that in the future their aversge

wages will be upwards of 12s. Also the
apprentices engsged at this trade receive
a correspondingly inc:essed rate of wages.

This #-* is now in force, and according
to the first week’s result is without doutt
of substantial benefit to the workers. It
is therefore their duty to see that for the
future every week will show just as good
results, and also to see that no underhand
tricks are played with the working of the
Act to the detriment of the workers.’

You are, urban men and women, in
daily, hourly contact with the things that
are dead, and have lost touch with the
peautiful living forces of Nature, her
-enerosities and charities, her astounding
beneficence and munificence, her loving
care for all her children and chiefly for her
Jast, who are ourselves, wretched rel?els as
we are, who, at the first opportunity, fly
. from her sacred presence, pack ourselves
together in cities and other congested
centres of humanity, and there proceed to
prey upon each other like wolves driven
mad with famine. _ _

Knowing nothing of the earth, you have
- forgotten the earth’s astonishing fecundity,
though it so nearly and vitally concerns
you. You will learn it again but only after
you have bought it and begun to use it
For before you can employ the unemployed
you must buy the earth as well as the
machineries and labour-saving contriv-
ances. :

Have you realised at all what torrents
of wealth the earth is ready and willing
and eager to pour forth for you in return
fora very little labour ? Labour which is, in
fact, no more than the burning of a pinch
of incense in honour of her divinity ; labour,
too, which our common nature has made,
for a great many of us, very pleasant, in-
- teresting and delightful, Consider what
follows, :

There are in this country two hundred
end nineteen thousands of acres of the
most fertile land in the world. Get ten
thousand acres of it—even one thousand
acres—and use that little scrap and scant-
ling of our total twenty-one milliens of
acres for the glory of God and the service
of man, the sustainment of the poor and
afficted and the advancement of Christ’s
kingdom on earth for the “coming” of
which you pray—don’t you ?—thinking
very little, I fear, about the meaning of the
words which flow so sweetly from your
lips,

1:)And this grand domain of Ireland’s

¢apital is now waste,

(o up to Blessington by the steam tram,
out by train towards Naas, out towards
Navan, out Northward to Drogheda, Look
round on all sides—what do you see?
(rass, grass, grass—oceans of grass—the
owners say it will not pay them to till it
Money here again bars the way. They
ere exploiting the beautiful earth and find
the most profitable exploitation to be—
just to let it remain as it is.

When it ‘is yours, as I trust in God it
yet will be, you will not exploit it. Will
you not be fleeing from exploitation? You

will turn your people on to it armed with -
the many and powerful weapons, the cun~

ning ways and means with which modern
science has equipped man and will cause
itto yield what Nature meant it to yield.

You have not got it yet, nor the funds
necessary for its purchase and equipment ;
but you have in the people of Ireland, and
especially in the nobly idealistic Dublin
democracy, an inexhaustible mine of
living gold, better than those of Alaska
and South Africa, ready to pour ferth for
you all that you need when you touch their
hearts and fire their imaginations. You
don’t know yet what a wonder-working
power is the imagination. But you must
not forget that you have in Dublin perhaps
the highest-minded, truest-hearted, most

- generous democracy of any of the great
citiesof the earth, Remember how they
have stood always by the highest thought
and idea presented to them; how they
held by Parnell in his waning days,

A word about what. this fecund Irish
earth-- what it may be got to yield when
redeemed from its present grassy con-
dition. A hundred acres will produce five
hundred thousand pounds of strawberries,
or seven hundred thousand pounds of
gooseberries, three hundred thousand
pounds of currants, 800 cwt. of nuts. And
all this largely” as a resultant of mere
child labour under the direction of under-
Stapding and sympathetic elders.

The foregoing figures1 have taken from
a recently published Encyclopaedia. They
only represent the results of old-fashioned
fruit gardening, But we are, in fact, only
at the beginning of a revolution which will
‘ere long double and treble present esti-
mates by the productivity of land. The
swonder-working brain of man is turning
its flashlight eyes upon the earth, his mind
realising its immense potential resources.
At the same time the capitalist, too, is
looking at the earth through those eyes
and preparing to come into action with a
view to exploitation, When he does, do
you think food will be cheap and abundant?
Notatall. He will send it forth to the
ends of the earth wherever the markets
are good, He will not be here to feed the
Irish people. No nonsense of that Kind
will find a place in his practical head and
business-like brain. Of heart, of course,

he will have none.  He will be here to ex-

ploit the earth and to make money,

Land is not dear in Ireland to-day. Ine
deed, I think that upon the whole it is
cheap, considering that you can draw from
it some six or ten times what the
poor present proprietors can cause it to
yield.
