 Two weeks ago “Mas” wrote an
urticle for this paper whickifbe called A
Tolk sbout the Newer Drama,” and this
wrticls purported to be a discussion be-
tween himself and a lady, in which certain
mpects of the newer dramatic school were
mentioned. .

I do not know if the discussion was

As“Mac” bas gone out of town and
eanot carry on the discussion upon the

In the first place, so far as both the
wigival article by *‘Mac” and the suc-
eeding snewer from his critic go, neither
of them get near the subject which they
both set out to write upon. The real

of the drama has gone beyond a matter
of adveriising and has beoome a veritable
refex of the present social conditions of
the pe-ple.

“Mac's” critic suggests on the other
band that the real reason why working
people do not go to tze Abbey is because
they would be shouldered out of it by tte
mobbery that is evidenced by some of the
theatre’s middle-class habitues. In my
own opinion such s line of argument is
valueless, because i workicgman or
woman has enough "¥ense to go fo the

_ Abbey or any other “theatre where the
vewer drama holds sway he or she will
also have encugh sense not to allow them-
whes to be cold shouldered out. But in
ay case this talk of cold-shouldering
between respective classes—and I knsw
fall well that it does exist—only goes to
prove my statement that the nicdern
theatre and the modern drama both re-
fect the present social conditioms that the
people are struggling under.

There aze iwo_c:asses of peopls in she
ecanizy who desire to get into the cities,
and both have different reascns for it.
Theze are ihe sozs and daughters of well-
tc-do fsrmers who in many izstances
bave an idea ibat {arm gwork is beacath
them ; that their abilitss axe’being wasted ;
that if they were only in the oity they
would be sble to make any smount of
money—tli they wans is a charcs, Boto
the city they come, a pzemium 1s paid by
their parenis to mome prop:ietor of a
spirit grcosrsi estabiiabment cr drapery
heuse. Vary few days pass over their
heada before shey nre made ie reclise thet
their abilities a:e of a very ordimary
quality, and tkat they themselves are
umply cas of the many thousand unmits
which are to be ussd for the beamefit of
the capitalists, .

Here then is cne special cless who are
tae dizect cause of injuring the city-bred
worker. Aslopg as proprietore of spiris
grooera and drapery establishments know
that they can demand and get slaves who
are willing to pay a premium of £20 and
£30 per year for being slaves, coupled
with the condition that they will give s

eertain peziod of time as iree aervice, it is
uATSASOD to expecs that these emh-
ployers engsge city workers and pdy
faem wages, ‘ :

To my mind thers are two most impor-
tant cournes whioh cught to be adopted as
& means to stop this growis g evil.  First
of all it would be absolutely sasential to
organize all the couatry workerr, both
women. axd mep, and not oaly organise
tbem but make them understend thas their

cwa sslvation, the power.o help their co- -

workers in the oitier, aad the re-building
of Ixeland into & Nation lies to & greas ex-

tent in their power. For those who st- -

tempt to do this it will be a tremezdcus
underfaking, whem one knows the power-
ful opposition and forces which ere o-
posed to any snd every project which is
siaried to try and urlift the workisg
clisser. Then when the country workers
are orgenized they will beiter unders'and

the theory which Siandish O'Grady is -

advcoating, snd which is perfsoily pracii-
csble, but only practicabls to orgamizsd
workers.

Then my second ides is that the sceial
and intellsctual side of the country wor-
kers should be seen to. I have a firm
belief that this is one of the most impor-
tant factors im the bringing about of a new
sta:e of life for the working classes, and
on immenss belp in the march of pregress.

Then people axe dull and heavy hearted -

from hard work and misery ; wita nosthing
to brighten their lives they become des-

poadent. To drive away tbat dulness snd .

heavy-heartedness they mwst be taught to
use their brain power; tkey must be

‘taughs bow to laugh ; how to exjoy them-

seives patuzally. This creates a f:ei:g of
moiability among the werking ol ss oom-
murity, axd they begin to cndersiand
tkat they were xot simply oreatsd ito toil
axd slave that o.ho:s might ex joy all the
pleasusea of educatior, arxi, auc amwse-
ments. it also cieates a 1eeling of discon-
text which is the keyncte ot the uprisizg
ot the workiog classes in demencing their
righie.

6.5. & W. Railway Works,
Inchicore, from Within.

Once again must I permit the * regalar
run” of this article to be interrmpted by
matters more urgent for the moment - if
not on the whole more important.

My readers may recollect my reference
to the spasmodic manner in which the
affairs at the above works were conducted.
How in the high tide of industrial activity
hands were suddenly dismissed or put on
short time, and on other occasions, when
apparently work was in reality truly slack,
how men were started on overtime and
night work. New hands were employed,
while the regular men on daywork were
slmost without a job to charge their time
to. It would seem as if the management
of these works was guided and regulated
by the moon, for the moon is stated to ex-
ercise great power over certain individuals
not mentally very strong. But the results
of this insane system of management is—
that homes of respectable people are left
in want and destitution, the shareholdera
are deprived of the profits that should

H R

between them they ought to bsar the

cost of this alleged offisial blunder, since. -

the method they adopt to make good the
loss is dishonest to the shareholders and
to the -employes.

The shareholders suffer the loss of the -

profit that should and would accrue from
the proper employment of both men and

. machines, while the workpeople lose -

their wages, so essential for the well-
being of themselves and families. Leav-
ing this subject for a while, I desire to
briefly refer to one other -namely the
rights of organised Labour. In times of
industrisl uarest men are very active in
upholding the claims of organised Trade
Unionism, and in battling with those.
who dare ‘to dispute these claims. But-
the battles of Trade Unionism are not
confined merely to such occasions as
those referred to. The struggle goes on
for all time, althongh the field of battle
is frequently altered. At one time it is
8 lock-out that is being resisted, at an-
other it is a strike that is being fought;
while again it may be a Municipal or
a Parliamentary election that is contested. -

"Bat in all cases it is the cause of the

working classes that is supported and

accrae, and would accrue, from a proper .fassailed ; and yet we find men who boast

wtilization of their faetory and machinery,
and the country suffers by the importation
of manufactured aricles of an inferior
quality. '

The Waggon Depariment seemed spe-
cially marked out for this * first-of-April”
sort of management. Men were dismissed,
others put on short time, an wurgent
demand comes along for waggons or car-
riages, and as these canmot be built in
time Jthey have o be imported, and are
imported to the loes of everyone but the
official responsible for placing the order.

Now, I do not suggest that this state of
affairs might be altered by a more rigid
application of the Corrupt Practices Act,
but I do say that it would never occur
under proper and efficient management.
Machines are ve-y costly, and are profit-
able only when constantly emp’oyed turn-
ing out work at their maximum rate.
Every hour a machine is idle means a loss
in money to the sharsholders. For it
means that the money invested in the
purchase of that machine is lying dead.
And I know -of expensive machines in
Inchicore that are idle most of their time.
Now it ought not to be impossible for a
manager of sach & works as Inchicore to
kesp a regular staff permanently employed
all the year round without this “ slacken-
ing off” and * piling on” ‘complained ‘of.
Surely a msn of Mr, Maunsell's long ex-
perience ought to kmow by now ths re-
quirements of the * road,” and be able<e
anticipate and provide for any and every
demand made upon him. Work dene on
“ the double” is both expensive and unre-
liable. Overt'me and nightwork are both
more costly than daywork. And I submit
that neither are necesasary with proper and

capable management.

Last week a large number of the hands
in the Waggon Shop were put on short
time. 'This must be done for the purpose
of giving the men an appetite for their
Christmas Dinner, for I understand there
is plenty of work in this particular shop
Upon inquiries I am told that the shop
exceeded its allowance by £500, and it
is now proposed to make good that
amount by depriving the wives and fami-
lies of the men.employed there of the
money required to buy fo6d, pay rent, buy
clothes, etc. One would have thought
that the official who was incapable of
making a proper estimate for the shop
ought to be made pay for his ignorance
and incompetency by having & slice taken
off his exorbitant salary instead of robbing
the innocent and capable workers of their
wages. But robbing the men of their
wages is an old game in the shop where
men are alleged to be kept in perpetual
debt. And while the old Waggon Shop
is half deserted the Company is spending
thousands upon the erection of & new
waggon shop, more extensive, more expen-
sive, better equipped, and in every way
more advanced than the old shop that is
at present almost lying idle. Why this
wilful waste of shareholders’ money ?
Why this unnecesssry expenditure?
Where is the justification for the erection
of the new shop when you are keeping
the old shop but half manned ? 1 invite
the shareholders to visit the works and

it for thergselves the racy of what
tite. And I challerige fhe Superintendh
ent to-answer this question.

-But the voice of the shareholders is

never:heard except it is raised to condemn
the poor who are - struggling against
tyranny aud injustice. They would be
wiser and wealthier men if they barkened
to the complaints of their workpeople,
and investigated the actions ef their
highly-paid officials. . A workingman.
employed on a railway has a more sincere

of bsing membera of & trade society who
scorn as a scab ‘the wretch who opposes
trade union effort in a strike or lock-out;

. and yet this self-same effort is opposed at

election times by these supporters (?) of
Trade Unionism. In my recent contest
in the. New Kilmainham Ward my candi-
dature was endorsed mnot alone by the
Dablin Trades Council and the Dublin-
Iaboar Party, but- by the District Com-
mittee of my trade society; and yet in
that contest memkers of my own trade
society voted against me and canvassed
against me. Now, the cause I stood for
was the same one as is upheld by organ-
ized workers during a strike or a lock-
out—the cause of Trade Unionism ; still
‘these individuals referred to blindly
opposed that cause by voting with .the
offizials who dismissed me from the ser-
vice of the @. S. & W, Railway Company,
because on principle I battled for these

- self-same ungrateful individuals. Now,

I warn these moral “scabs ’ that if they
attempt in the coming contest to %
once again the: traitor’s - part they shal
not do mso in secret. Last we:k a Mr.
O’Looney was announced by the local
John 8. Kelly branch of the League to
lecture in the United Workingmen’s
Club, Inchicore, on *Ireland Since the
Union.” " A lecture on O Looney’s con-
nection with another Union, or rather his
rejection by them, weuld form an i
teresting subject; but it is with the
lecturer himself I am concerned rather
than his subject.
