a“fgz scene presented In and around my
domicile fills me with sorrew and the tears
spring from my “ Eye” in endeavouring
to describe it. Thipgs are even worse
than I antlcipated when writing my notes
last week.

The frults of God's earth—wheat, oals
and barley—rctting under ones eyes while
there are hundreds of men and women
starving in holy Ireland. Cabbage which
should have been driven to market melting
day by day. Pctatoes which should already
be heused iyicg untouched in the Helds—
all this urholy waste due to the stupidity,
and callcusness of the farmers them-selv_es,
who, at the instigation of the capitalist city
employers and a few squireen J P's., would
persist in locking out their men. It should
be noted, however, that the self-same
Squires and J.P's. had taken particalar care
that their own crops bad in most cases
been safely secured before they l:d the
majrity into the trap.

In addition the plight of the farmers has
been made more intolerable. The factors,
who had Bo rympathy with their methods,
are now pressing for the money, and the
landlords and Land Commissioners are
looking for their rents. It is not, tperefore,
fo be wondered at that the cu'b is belng
tightened and that the farmers of the Co.
Dulin are a-xious to be released frcm the
tyraopy which had goaded them into
taking such a false and reactionary step.

Thelr weakness is the workers’ s'rength.
The public, seeing the result of the farmers’
action ia resorting to such unscrupulous
agencies to starve their mea into squection
and to keep aloof the food supplies from
the city, has no sympathy with men of this
class and will doubtless bear in mind what
is due to the Co. Dublin farmers when the
occasion arses.

NOTES. |

At the present time too mu:h publiciy
cannot be given to the advice tendered by
Parnell as 10 the means to be adopted
towards “scabs” and “grabb rs” so I
again quote his wcrds—* You must shun
him on the roadside when you meet him ;
you must shun him in the market-place
aad even in the plice of worship, by leav-
Ing bim alone, by putting him in a moral
coventry, by isolating him from the rest of
bis countrymen as if he were a leper of
old; you must show your detestation of
the crime he has committed.”

Orders at once were given that
Wwheat alrcady delivered was to be reloaded
and thcie three young farming men were

. crdered out with their tainted wheat as

quickly as ihey could. Young Murphy, of
Kinsealy : joung Brown, of Kinsealy ; and
young Kavanagh, of Streamstown, had not
lhe'sarne manly-looking gait gcing home.
