A wretched
infamous Press with vindictiveness and
unscrupulousness beyond belief = fanned
the flames against you. Every idiot, un-
able to judge for himself, took his news-

_paper as gospel and joined in the howl.

Creatures of the Richardson and Nugent
type worked with the strange assortment
of other forces against you and such de-
grading hellish , work, . = Every little
huxter and woukd-Be something respect-
able swelled the mgb, and you were
fighting almost single-handed. . In the
fight where the odds are so great, you
may be worsted. Beaten you will win.
Paradoxial but true. Now they all are
out to help the-workers Men and classes
who never before thought of him except
with contempt profess to care about his
welfare. Publicans, politicians, gombeen
sen and all the rest of them are out to
‘capture the- worker now that they hqve
discovered that in his awakened in-
telligence he is in a dangerous mood and
inclined to struggle for a place in the sun.

To rHE R16ET HON. AUGUSTINE BIRRELL,

I'maz Siz,—Being a common worker,
and s0 not having the privilege of be-
longing to any of the mutual admiration
societies which sent deputations to wait
on you during the courss of the past few
days in reference to the housing of the
workers in this city, T am compelled to
address a few remarks te you on the sub-
ject through the medium of the workers’

It was, indeed, vErRY kind and VERY
condescending of the comfortable and
well-fed, well-ho1sed ladies and gentle-
men wko formed these = deputatious to
interect themselves, even at the eleventh
hour, in the welfars of the worlera.

A few short months ago the workers
would probably have applauded such
oondiscension ; now they spurnit. For
some few months great numbers of the
‘workers in this city have heen thinking
—THINE(NG, mitd you.. They hace been
thinking as they never thought before,
snd as s result of that thinking they

are baginning to see many things in a -

xsw light.

They sse that the exploited working
class must rely on itsslf to ameliorate its
condition ; they see that the anxiety of
the ruling class about the condition of
the #:rkers is inepired by fear and by
fear alone, lest the workers, who are be-
ginning to do their owa thinking, should
prceeed to put the result of that thinking
into practice; they see, amongst other
things, that the housing problem, on

- which intsrested politicians and ward-

heelers. have rung tte changes for so
long, is a questicn for the workers them-

conformally to their interesta when they
themselves set about its aolution. -
I have read carefully the “ views” of

- these precigus deputstioas, and it seems

to me that insteaZ of giviag you any help-
fal inf rmation on the question, you saw
the real problem more clearly than they,
for you are reported as stating in reply to
one of the deputations—** If people could
only get for an honest day’s work pay
sufficierit to enable th-m to live under
human conditions and pay their own way
out of their own wages, that, surely, is
the ides which we shuuld have in our
minds rather than patch up a rotien state .
of sosiety.” '

In that statement you went to the rost
of the question; yet not one of those
forming the deputations dwelt on that
side of the question—and for obvious .
reasons. But what else can we expect
from people who do not belong to the
working class and whose knowledge
about the conditions affecting that class
is drawn from officisl statistics ? .

Now, we, at least, have no idea of
“patching up” what you admit is “a
yotten state of society.” . We are out to
recousiruct society from the foundations.
J am wunable to tell you why people can-
not “ get for an honest day’s work pay
sufficient to enable them to live under
human oonditions.”

and the wages they earn? ‘

An inquiry into the housing eondition
in this city might do a lot of good or it
might n t. - Everythivg will depend on.
h- w sich an inquiry is constituted and
conducted. . '

One thing we are determined on—that
is to tolerate no more * housing” schemes
promoted by ward-heelers; in which the
workers are pigeou-holed off in barrack-
like structures in the back streets of
already congested areas. We demand

- self-contsined dwellings, that should be

homes and not mere shelters, at rents we
‘can afford to psy without dep iving our-
selves of other necessaries, (o ahead
with the inquiry; it cannot do sny harm
asud may do some good; snd, by the
way, don’t forget that question of tbe
wages psid to the workers.

For our own part, we shall see to it
that whatever the nature of the inquiry,
the workers’ case shall be put thereat by
workers frcm the workers’ standpoint.

To the Editor “ Irish Worker.”
28th October, 1913.

S 8,—I hops the public wi'l carefally
ponder the difficulties and dangers to be
met in the work of feeding the children
as set forth by the Archbishop in his
statement t0 the Dublin Astociation of
St. Vincent de Paul. Taken in e¢)pjunc-
tion with the figures he has gi.en of the
food and clothing systematioally provided
by the clergy and nuns of Dublin in

iéan'shesv all within the regions most
eavily affected by the present distress,
-“they are weighty facts, which call for the
most earnest and practical conesideraticn.

. His Grace protests strongly—and I
am glad to ses it—against the habit of
-looking on the clergy and the nuuns as
the “ relieving officers of the city,” and
reminds us that * the common duty of
charity to the pcor is as much the daty
-of the laity a8 it is theirs.” I think it is
. high time that we all, rich and poor
" alike, veslized this fact Tf I may ven-
* ture to say #0; it seems to me as true
% now a8 it was in thé days of the Apostles;
but those whote duiy it is to impart
- spiritusl nourishment should be relieved,
uader ordinary circumstances, from direct
_responmsibility . for mp:lyivg food and
- clothing to those in need. Thers is also
another aspect of the case—those in con-
‘atant need come to look upon such sssist-
. ance from the Church not as the proot
--of kindly sympathy, as they would if it
“came through a private individual, but
as theirs by right, and thus they lose the

. hest part of the gift.
I do not desire to blame the poor for
- this confusion of thonght —those who have
homestly tried to find work and failed, as

* so many do in this city, ineviably judge

socisty, and if their judgment is some-

.times ill-oonsidered or confused th-y have -

The Archbishop advises that the giving
of meals should b2 kept as far as possible
away from the schoolrooms, that the cbil-
dren who do not need them, especislly
those «n the border Jine, should not be
‘ To obviate
this difficulty, would it not be possible ¢»
arrapge thst dinnera shonld be supplied
to all cbildren in schools in ths poorer
districts, on the wnderstanding that the
lets needy pirents shiuld pay their peany
or three halfpence a meal ? - This is, I be-
lieve, the system in (Germany, where no
one but the msnager knows who pays and
who docs not pay. It would be a
great me:cy to the parents on the border
line and others to be able to insure their

- little ones a better meal by a small pay-

ment thaun they could possibly provide at
the price. It would also prevent msany
respectable people having their children
marked out as in need of food.-

I know ttere is a strong objection on
the part of many people to the ipstitation
of school dinners by law, and the argu-
ment that £ es school dinners would really
be subeidy in relief of low wages, as
parents should be able to earn enough to
feed their own children, is a view that bhas
much to rec- mmend it ; but is the heslth
of the future workers to be sacrificed pend-
ing the att:inment cf so desirable a state
of affairs? Ferhaps the system of pay-
ment suggested might remove the diffi-
culty and avoid the dangers pointed cut
by Dz. Walsh. It wculd, of covrse, need
s grest effort to stert it in all the achools;
but I believe at this juncture the aitempt
would 1eceive wide support, and it could
be started now with every poseible ssfe-

uard. If the dinzers were organised by

¢. Vincent de Paul Association from
pub'ic subsocriptions, &t a certain low
tariff, with the rcquired number given

ra‘'is as long a3 the distress lssts, the
geavy burden ircarred by the clergy and
the nuns might eventually be lightened,
and the free mea's gradually reduced to &
minimum. ,

That, under normal conditions, in three
parishas alone, 1,280 free bieakfssts and
690 free dinners are given daily, and that
in the other five parishes the Church has
kad to clothe 2000 children annually,
w.thin the region most Leavily affected
by the present distress, is clear proof how
terribly casual employment is in this city,
and how far the workers are from gaining
s living wage. Monsignor Parkinson,
lecturing here a few years.ago, frankly
stated that this was the great trouble in
Dablin. . '

The Church continually endeavours to
make up t» the poor for the shortcomings
of the laity by “ serving tables” that the
laisy should have served indirectly in the
couras of busimess. When it is at last
realised that low wages do not eonnote
cheap labour a wiser policy will, no doubt,
be parsaed, to the moral and material
sdvantage of all coacerned. Meanwhile
all must be grateful to the Archbishop
for his clear statement of facts.—Faith-
