These men are what are
popularly c¢alled “ the owners” for every-
thing worth cwning is their property.
They own the Government, Liberal or
Tory, because they pay the billls for
their Parties’ o:rganization, and they run
igto suit themselves, _'{hey .own fhe

y ~atil Nuvy, ¥nd wEarsSE tHese
two torces by taxing all the rest of the
people, their food and clothes, their
labours and pleasures.

They own the railways and ships, and
the macbinery used in their construc-
tion. They own the land and all it
produces, the animals that live upon it,
and tbe birds that fiy over it. They
own the rivers, with the fish they con-
tain, and all the flotsam and jetsam
that accident or disaster may cast
upon their tides or shores. Collectively
they stand for Christian England and
twentieth century civilization.

The secocd part of the human family
trinity is made up of a gradually de-
creasing nnmber—the workers—whose
constant activity produces the great and
luxutious wealth that the former section

invent and create the machines that
keep kings and Cabinet Ministers and
company promoters loafing and idling.
Tkey not only invent and create them,
but by hard labour they build them, but
when they are fashioned into the giants
ot industry they ate—instead of keeping
them for themselves—they band them
over to the idlers, who compels them
10 keep them going by their labour and
sweat—ajye, by their blood, and that of
their wives and belpless babes, so that
the gold bugs that own them may
fatten and {ester in their stalls, ‘These
are the workers who, after they build
spips and railway tracys, after they
have copstructed .engices and hammers
and craces and trucks, delveinto dark
holes in the bowels of the earth to get
the coal to keep them all in motion for
the men who own them. L

These are the
workers who, in return for all they do,
ate permitted to live mo:tly in slums, if
they are not blown up in coal mines or
drowned in sinking ships, or smashed to
pieces in railway accidents They ate
paid wages for all they-do on a standard
that allows them to live on bread and
margarise, adulterated foods, and boracic

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The third and, from some points of
view, the most important section of the
human family, is that enormous and
ever-growing ‘‘ unemployed army’’—at
least that is the descriptive title that
statisticians and officials and members of
Boards of Guardians give them. It is
altogethser
they are kept busy enough keeping
breath iu their bodies, :

The *“ Hungriy Army’’ would be a
moe fitting and the “Dispossessed Army”’
a more truthful title, This great army is
composed of ali the unfortunate or ua-
lucky ones displaced by the machinery
they themselves have created, the “ too
old at forty,” and those whose young
daughters - have taken their places in
factory and mill.  They live anyhow
acd dwell anywhere. They have lost all
respect for “tate or Church. They are
the robbed and despoiled of the  race,
and have neither souls to be saved nor
bodies wcrth kicking. But they are
absolutely essential to Christian Civiliza-
tion. :

They provide the * handy men' for
the Navy and the “Tommy Atkin‘s’ for
the Army, They rrovide the scabs and
blacklegs that “ owners” wuse to keep-
workers in subjection. They justify the
existeace of gaols and lunatic asylumns,
and Poor Laws and Boards of Guardians,
They keep up the supply of youth and
flesh for Coroners juries to gloat over,
and brothel keepars to grow rich by,
yment upon.

These are they who ask for bread and ‘ ‘

I don’t think anyonme will disagree
with me when I say that everyone in

the Britich Isles, or any other isles for

the matter of that, must belong to one

one of these three classes, He must

either b: a Shirker or a Worker or a

Starver, and as I am directing my re-

marks to the Workers particularly, as

they reprecent the most powerful sec-

tion, I ask —What i3 your immediate

duty, in your own interests, in that of
your dependants and your fellow-man ?

The active Workers produce all
wealth, and allow it to be taken from
them by the idle rich, who leaves them
nothing. Not one ot these workers will
escape dying a pauper, if work does not
murder him before his time, or if he has
chlldren he can bleed. He will fetch up
some day in that bhungry army, and will
join in its horrible march-if be neglects
the opportunity that is within his reach
to day.

The Iabour Movement is that oppor-
tupity. The Labour Movement will
wipe out the bloated capitalist class,
and will secure for the worker all the
wealth he produces, and will prove a
sheet anchor and a saleguard in his old
age. 1t is your bounden duty to be in
that Movement in order to make things
better for your children than they have
been for yoirself, and for my own part

to suppart a father when he has reached
the age limit, who, having had the op-

The number of
societies that were members of the Unioii
in 1913 was 1,508, with a mentbership of
3,011,390 persons, a decrease of twelve
societics, but an increase of over 130,000
individual members  as compared with
1912.

year amounted 1o over £130,000,000, and

the profits realised o £14,260,000, shows
ing increases of over £7,000,000 and

£971,000, respectively. Alost the whole

of the increase in individual membersiip

and in profits was furnished by the dis-

tributive co-operative societies, but “there
has been an appreciable increase ju co-

operative production, including agrieul-

tural co-operation.

Reviewing " the whole movement, the
Central Board of the Union reports that
‘‘ progress ‘has lbeen general throughout
the movement, and would no doubt have
been much greater but for the unfortunate
strikes which have taken place in several
districts during the past year.”
