Of 100 disputes culminating in strikes
i 1899, 32 per cent. ended in fawvour of
the st-riicgrs,%zi per cent. in favour of the
employers, 32.8 per cent., were compro-
mised or partilly successiul, and 0,4 were
indefinite or unsettled. In 1913, 28.6
were settled in favour of the strikers, 25.5
in favour of the men, 45.9 were partially
successful, On the other hand the per-
centage of workers who completely gaimed

- or completely lost the object of the dis-

pute shows the number of strikers who
won outright exceeded the number who
failed outright, while the number who

were partially successful was very large
indeed. Another important table gives

an analysis of the causes of strikes. The
number of strikers .who returnad on the
employers’ terms was not one-twentieth
of the total involved.
