William Thompson, the fore­
runner, of Marx, was ours, Fergus O’Con­
nor and BronteiTo O’Briqp, the Chartists, 
■were ours, James Finlian Lalor, and 
Michael Da^itt, who' helped .to buil.d 
up the ii||vement O’Connor and 0/Brieii 
liegan in^ England* were ours; 'Sheehy'' 
Skeffingtonj and greatest of ail, James 
Connolly, wTireteurs. The world and the 
working class of ail countries ’ 
aiclier. for their service, theii*. sacrifi.ces.and 
their labours. We moved with '.the Frefibh 
Revolution, we rose with Europe 'in 
’Forty-Eight, we fought and ivoii' tlie 
Land P'ar,- we made, in 1914, the most 
effective protest against the European 
War, w© raised the Republican Tricolour 
in 1916, even before the gi©at heart of 

‘Russia "broke the chains that bound it; 
were th©”firs.t to hail the Russian Ren^olii- 
Hbn,-,and - have never calumniated ^t 
deserted it, we were and are still true to 
the,International. To-day, again, we are 
setting a lieadliho for the working class in 
other boun-tries, to-day/' .again " w^e are 
putting their faith to the test of action';
