Marx, himself a refugee in England, 
went out and held protest meetings in 
London against the execution of the 
Manchester Martyrs, and as. wo show 
elsewhere, he mi eyed the InteriiatioiPai in 
fa’'OUT of the Fenians at the same time as 
m his lettcT to Kugelmanii lie was giving

the National Executive and a Labour 
member of the Mansion House Confer­
ence; and the pi-eseiit writer were sent 
by Irish Labour as a No-conscription 
delegation to-London. ^ The purpose of 

. our V^|, was to explain the situation in 
IrelaA^ to r<^p>resentative and leading 
men and women in the^ Labour and de­
mocratic movera'ents in England and pai- 
ticularly to put before them the views of 

■Irish Labour on the conscription issue. 
During the three^ days of our visit we 
were kept-busy with conferences', foimal 

^ and informal, .and interviews with maaw 
of the guiding spirits of the moVemeiit m 
England.

Amongst those vi^hom we mot was M. 
Camille ■ Huysman-s, Seoretaiy to the 
International. • I'roin a Belgian friend 
who interested bimsolf in an attempt to 
arouse English opimoh after Ek-ster 
Week, 191'6, we learned, that the prospect 
of tragedy in Ireland through the opera­
tion of coirscription ha.s been a daily sub­
ject of discussion with Huysmans and his 
oomfades since the .Man Power Bill be­
came law. On this occasion Hiiysmans 
was even more cordial iU his references to 
Ireland 'tl.mn he was v/hen met by tke 
Irish delegation at Nottingham in Jan­
uary. He realises, the importance and 
gravity of the pi*esent situation and i.s 
now, as in the past, in the-heartiest sym­
pathy with the aspimtions of Irish 
Labour.' ' ,
