Ffisits of the Fight.
The happenings of these last few weelps, 

pa<rticut^ly Trish Labour’s isliarp devia- ' 
tion from the B-iitisli movement’s weak, 
policy -oh conscription in practice and the 
Mo'Qarron 'visits; to Lloyd, George, are 
exercising a tremendous influence on the 
L'nions. Tliey have given another great 
flllip to the already rapid oirganisation of ■ 

' woidters up and down the country, and 
■helped much towards the geneiial aiCcep- ^ 
tanoe of the -idea of the one big union. 
In both directions propaganda hats been 
active, and the results are as hoped fot. 
But in another dir-eetion,'in wliich there 

_ has been mo propaganda, the effect ha;S- 
. been equally far-reaching and more start­
ling. We refer to the growing movement 
of many organised workers and many sec­
tions of worke'rs towards ainious with 
headquarters in Ireland .and away from 
the amalgamated socioties. From several 
quaideirs and in iseveral tradbs and unions 
in the la.st week or so we have had ver,v 
striking evidence of this desire for a 
transfer of allegiance, and in many in­
stances of the .actual change itself. These 
workers, and they include both, tradesnyen 
and general labourers, are turning 
wards tlio leaders and tbe unions that- 
stood tlie sev-cre test of the conscription 
menace and backed their words by their 
deeds. In certain areas this new move­
ment ha-s become a. veiritable landslide, 
and everywhere it is a spontaneous and 
rank and file movement. It is a reniiark- 
abh^ testimony to the effectiveness of 
honest, iflain dealing, straight action 
and bo.ld leadership, as well as to the 
va.lne of’immpdia.te. and direct connection 
lietwee.ii the executives, their staffs^, and 
their general memhership, and we hope its 

^ lesson will-be lost neither bn leadcj’s nor 
on the rank and, file of thq v^oirkers.
