Tlie farmers have been met by, the Udv- 
ernnient guarantees, of hxed prices^ Evpn 
now the country papei's are displaying ad­
vertisements urgmgvextended planting of 
root crops, because the Government will 
give them higher prices next winter Tor 
beef and mutton. The higher prices 
guaranteed' them under the Corn Produc­
tion Act involved one condition, the pay­
ment of a legal minimum wage to their, 
workers. That’ conditiou, an obligation 
of honour as'Well as. of law, is not being 
kept. . " .

Not an unfair estimate of the prosper­
ity of Irish, farmers is afforded by^the pro- 
M’essive sales .'of tho Iidsh Agricultural 
Wholesale .Society, which rose from 
dl268,384 in 1914, to'£661,568 in 1917, 
w^hile the 'capital was increased in the 
same period. from £3,878 to £11,176,' 
mainly subsciibed from the profits of the 
farmers. . The increased bank deposits, 
bear-even better witness, not only to their 
prosperity hut also to their penny, wi^ie, 
pound fooli^; incapacity to manage the
