" The first Conference of the- British
Labour Party, under its new constitution,
did not cover itself with glory in London-
Jast week. Indeed, from its past record
and predent personnel it was not to be
expected that it would. = The British
Tabour Party as a political party suffers
from the English national vices, compro-
mise, parliamentism and the gentle art
of giving way. There has never been
anything heroic or inspiring about it;
there has never been anything in it of
‘real leadership, except in the parliamen-
tary sense; there has never been apparent
either in its policy or tactics any states-
‘manship as distinct from political in-.
trigue. But by its sorry performances of
‘last week it has eclipsed its own history.
The British Conference did indeed re-
“golute at, length on many problems of re-
construction after the war. It was sev.
