•’ nual meeting. ■ It must always- be re­
membered'that for many years the Con­
gress was a mere annual Confer ence of 
Unions, Union Branches and Trades 
Oounoils. Its Parliamentary Committee 
was a mere temporarj^ shift for convey­
ing the desires of Congress to the various 
quarters where, it w:as thought, thoise de­
sires should be ■ expressed. It had nei­
ther power nor anthoHty, and very little 
responsibility.- Of late years there has 
been a change for the better, and the 
change is marked in the assumption of 

. the name National Executive- instead t)f- 
the name Parliamentary Conurdttee. In 
other words, the Oo-ngress and its Exeou- 

' tive are adding leadership of a movement 
and. a party to their original functions, 
and the new functions are gradually and 
rightly overshadowaug the old. That this 
conception of the new functions i® becom­
ing conscious and deliberate is the most 
promising sign we have seen in the agenda 
for the "Wuteyford meeting, and we 
oongi’at-nlate tine unions which have set 
before themseltes this taisk of extend­
ing andi deyeitoping the. lOongtiesg, and! 
Party until it becomes what it obviouMy 
ought to become, the militant weapon of 
the. fighting and class-oonseious Irish 
proletariat. ,
The Gonstitutioiir.

Not one, but several if the Unions, we 
are glad to isee, are moving for changes in 
the Constitution land Standing Orders of 
the Congress, and a goodly portion of the 
agenda is taken up with the proposed 
amendments. The changes- suggeisted ar© 
not just all they might 'be, und we are 
doubtful if the form in which they are 
made is the best^ recominendatioin they, 
could have. For instance, while we are 
all for majority rule w-e-do not think that 
the proposial to ad'o.pt -voting by card will 
or ough-fc to, commend itself to> the Con- 

, gi’ess, since its obvious dangers ' are as 
great as its ^advantages. No ,; we ai'e in- 
clin;pi to think fhat the motion standing 
n the name' of thie Shop- Assistants points 
the better way. This, as our readers wdl 
remember, p'ropoises that the whole*; con­
stitution should be revised and brought 
np to date, and -bneh .a task is in truth 
impcirtant enough’ for a special Congress 
untroubled by othfer bu-siiiess. Yet we 
must again expa^ess our pleasure that the 
Unums which propose amendmerlts to the 
2^^'shitution are ihaMug an effort to make 
the Congress and Party a real and living 
thipg. specially commend -ffboise pro­
posals which are intended toi'bro'aiden the 
oasis of the Party and. make room for 
the adinisisdon. to its. ranks of several 
democratic bodies hitherto excluded'.

But, indeed, Laboiu’ 
ishould not be content with this. ‘ Labour 
should go- further to- ensure the restora­
tion o fthe pdoplle-is ri^t of association 
and' public meeting. Tb allow these 
rights to be filched from us wild not only 
hamper our activities, but .will'' alsO' be a 
isurrender of the I'i^its won by many . 
years of har-d fighting.

’’Sir—I wish to call your readers' attention 
tc thg "First case in Ireland” of the opera­
tion of "40 P,” I>.O.Il.A., reported in the 
"Belfast Evening Telegr,aph,” under which 
"Sadie Elannigan was seiitenced to 6 months' 
imprisonment with, hard labour for commu­
nicating r disease to a Canadian soldier.” .

This ahominahle regulationj which has 
been brought in under the protecting mantle 
of the D.O.B.A., is a determined attempt to 
reintroduce the Notorious C.D. Acts or State 
Regulation of Vice into these countries 
Which Josephine Butler, in England, Mr. 
and M!rs. Haslam, in Ireland, and many 

' other men and women' devoted years of 
strenuous agitation to have repealed from 

- the Statute Book. Ever since the outbreak 
of the war repeated efforts have been ma^e 
to pass criminal law legislation through the 
British Parliament with the object of re-‘ 
viving the O.B. Acts, but t)|e powerful oppo­
sition from both mj^n and women of en­
lightened views has hitherto proved too 
strong for the promoters of 'legalised vice,
until -now, nil else •havinscffMled^-it-.ia^intrcK---
■duced as part of the B.O.B.A. regulations.

. Thus are we hegdnning to reap some of the- 
"rare and refreshing fruits ” of war and. 
militarism!

Under. Begulation "40 D ” any policeman 
has the power to arrest any woman on eus- 

■ picion, and keep her in custody'until ’she 
is compelled to undergo a disgusting* medi­
cal examination to prove her guilt or inno­
cence of the charge.' ThuB compulsory medi­
cal examination of proBtitutes, one of. the 
chief and most 'revolting features of the 
O.B. Acts, is again in operation. This is the 
most terrible menac^ to the liberty and in­
tegrity, of women -that it is possible to con- 
-coive. It puts enormous power for black­
mail and intimidation into'^he hands of the 
police, and while giving them a fr§e, hand 
in harassing .and persecuting the wretched ' 
moral victims of our corrupt and hypocriti­
cal social system.

The paragraph in the Belfast paper is 
headed, "B.O.B.A. Comes Bown, on Erring 
Sister.” The "erring sister” 'g^pts 6 months, 
while the erring brother is left at large to 
communicate his loathsome disease to his 
wife—lif he has one, or to-sdme* other woman 
or women. Thus is the male prostitute pro­
tected by law, while the full fury of the 
legal code falls upon his woman p'Ortner in 
the guilty transaction.

In order that prostitution* may^ continue 
to flourish, it is necessary that^ a fresh 
.stream of women should be constantly 
cruited for the army of the street, 'and Re­
gulation "40 B ” is a most effective method . 
of manufacturing prostitutes, for women, 
who go through the horrible ordeal of 

. restj, detention and medical examtoatiota. are 
-definitely hall-marked,

well as organisedas
women,

In Belfast suffragists are holding a protest 
mebl^itg - on the 22nd inst. to call attention 
to this .shameful case, and Belfast labour 
should also take action and help to rouse 

■ public opinion. The I.iy.E.Ii, intends taking 
‘the ma|iter np-in Bublin.. liVomen should re­
member that a number of them now possess 
the vote, -and they must make, every possible 
use of this new weapon to protect their 
sister-women.-f-Tours,
