hand or by brains.

IJelegate to your members^the super­
vision of labour organisation in their re- 
sidei^'al .areas, and urge them to take 
the initiative in the formation of unions 
and the binding of the unions into trades 
oouncdls. . " '.

Organise intensively. Oifer your coun­
sel to the unions whose National Bxedu- 
tive you are. It will not he your duty to 
smash the 'small union and foster the 
j^GWth of the igreat, but beia^g alive- to '

the dangers of. seotioimMsim, you will not 
wait for tbei inevitable oonfilict d)etw©en 
rival unions.. You will 'bend your efforts 
directly to promoting the iii'corparation 
of competing organisations’ into a union, 
whose ©very olember will he an expres­
sion .of Labour’s solidarity. In Belfast, 
in Dubilin, in Cork/ and especaaily in Lim­
erick, there are-numerous instances of 
money imsspent land -energy diffused that 
vds'ely directed would co'ntribute not dis­
unity and, weakness;, b'Ut ^hshakeable 
Strength to 'Our movement.
• Our relations with kindred movements 
despv© your careful reflection and early 

• action. You have it in you to save the 
great agricultural co-operative move­
ment from ^ blooming a close - corporation 
for exploiting the national resources for 
the profit -of individuals. The immediate 
need for oo-rrespondence with the oo- 
Oiperativejmovemenk springs- otut of the 
employees' ^ po'sitibn, and here' you 
eon-cord with the I.A.O.-8. and the Ifis'h 
Sectional Bo.ard lof the Co-operative; 
Dni'on avoid ^the iscandal of strikes by' 
constituting joint arbitration boards for 
the settlement of su'oh differences,, as arise 
between"^ organised labour and od'-oper- 
ation. '

reamnd’ you that the Oo-bperative Store 
should be the commissariat department of 
Labour’s fighting forces, that co-operative 
production 'and distribution igive ‘ 
worker.s an increasing oontrol over tfip,,. 
necessities of life, and'that the pi’incipei 
of iS'ocial action underlying the oo-iopera- 
tive ■ movement -only requires extension 
to bring t'be W'orkers’ BepuibKc into hemp:. - ' ->■

Without antacipating^ the decisions • -of... •

thev special Oongress 'on the re-co-nstitu- 
tion of 'the Labo'ur movement on a 
broader h^sis, we look to' you not’only 
for guidance on political questions, but 
for the buildmg of a Labour Barty in 
the country. *-The Irish,,worker possesses 
4he' spirit'* of 'class-consciouness, bnt 
that ispirit is unin'ooiporate.

It 'Will be your -duty to' give Irish 
• Labour its own political organisation, not ' 
at tbe top in the person 'Of labour leaders 
of local or national fame, nor in the elec-.

In the-latter column- you mentioned a 
lone'-horse ” viUag'ei in Beptland with 

an almost unpronounceable nam© which 
has more than half its population <ff M-sh 
extraction. These do their' hit tqwar/lis 
retaining £63,000' annuailly from the 
clutching hand of the profiteer, 
also ishow that in Edinburg, . .by 
.“ thought. and education, dnli and di'^ 
cipJine,”/five out of every eight families 
demqcratiqaliy^'oontrol the management of 
their feeding and d-o-thing iudustry at a 
coist of 16/6 per £.

. Your contemporary, the “ Herald,” the 
other week,- pointed out that those same 
Edinburgh people made a pro-fit last year 
of "£8,648 on tbetir farm, -'and th)e\.Dora 
regulations, in its- efforts to assist pro-^ 
fiteering, 'forced' them to accept £407 
Government bonus for sellingi fhmr own 
potatoes to themselves in their own 
shops I ' Best you -think the Edinburgh 
people; lare “ all Bcotch ” read the casualty 
lists of the B-oyal Scoots and- other regi­
ments recruited in that locality. You 
also •sh(pw the general-(Mstribudon bf the 
popuiatioh -of the British Isles as' pur­
chasers at the various classes of shops. 
Noto-rio-usly Irdanid, and; particularly 
Dublin, .suppon’ts the multiples-, the- 
grocei's, and the dignified- buxtens to an 
extent much greater than th© figures you 
give would indicate, yet the idea coh- 
taoned in the paragraph quoted has for 
years hleen dinned' into the -ears of DuhHn 
workers by Connolly/ Larkin, and a few 
who- stjll lead ip. the Trades Council. 
Self-det'errmimation is the foremost re­
solution of the Dublin Tradies Council at 
■tile forthcoming Congress. But the 
Boles and Yugo-Slavs, Belgians and In­
dians know more and do more self-dieter- 
mirmtion, -of this kind than do the Dublin 
wiorkere, if co-operative istatistics prove 
anything. ^ ,

Nor can there be much differenic© be­
tween/the multiple and the democratic 
shop in these days of reigjulated prices 
and sup-pHes except th© fundamental diff­
erence that in the latter thqicapitalist 
does not finger your money, and cannot, 
therefore, use ffi against you in th© 
TOture. Your contributor truly - says 
Labour is^pot .^©quipped for the' task of 
runm:^ offices, works'-and factories if the

We 
needn’t teE aE 'about that journey.^ On 
Sunday the discussion was brisker than 
ever, for op-po-sing,opinions and principles 
were eagerly canvassed am'd by that l^e 
rival groups were 'already measuring 
their forces and strength. We watched 

' them aE with interest, and’ not a Ettle 
amnsement a-p times, boon after the for- 
m-al openihg on the Monday morning the 
general Enes of the proceedings were 
made dl'ear, and only a few issues, hi^t 
these, of ail^ importance and feveris'h 
terest, reaniained in doubt. - Mr. McCaiTon 
raised the storm by prqtesting again>st the 
election of WilEam .O’Brien ais President 
uf Oongress, but, altbou^ the discussion . 
wa4 Evely to- over-heat, through a bad • 
case and worse generalship, he was badly 
routed. Congress^ we thiikK, was heartEy 
glad to get all this over early and its sup- 

, port of O’Brien has been amply • co-nr- 
firmed'i we' are glad to '-say, by i^e Dub- 
En tailors, whose genp’al meeting -after 
the Coiipresis again vindicated O’Brien. 
With this we may close .the epd-sod©, but 
not before we advise Messrs-. McOarron 
and Lynch never to repeat the wild and 
autocratic threats' and nonsense they 
made in the course of the debate.. Other 
.storms followed later in-. the week, chief 
-among them the delates .on Mr. Lyndh’is 
attack on The Voice of Labour” and 
Mr. Bennett’s -explanation of his refusal 
to sign the outgoing Executive’s anti-con­
scription manifesto, and his opposito-n to 
the International . resolution. .Both pro-• 
t€is!ters fdll easy prey, Mr. Lynch tb'Tom 
Johnson’s oarefui, deliberate, and full 
statement on the position of the paper, 
and Mr. Bennett to Tom Foran’s great­
est speech, perhaps the great effort of 
the 'Oongress, and as crushing an indict­
ment as Cbugress has ever Esteued' tq.

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HOTEL EMPLOYMENT AGENCIES' 
BLOOD.SUCJCING METHODS,

The system of securing employment in
Hotels and itestaurants has been so mucfi 
neglected in the .past that the present method 
adopted by many employers and agents is 
not only a gfeat scandal but a disgrace to 
any employer^ who would pose as a. just or- 
honourable man- Are eniployers aware .of„ 
the methods of thei, agents with whom they 
deal ?

Some postwomen bverheard the remark 
that Lord Lansdowne’s peace” stated 
ment was coming over the wires, like 
wildfire the story spread that peace had 
been declared, and that the hews-was in 
the Post Office. Oowds of men, women 
and children ran foom 'every part of the 
city, from the W<aei/-enid'as well as fr^ 
-the South Sid© land’ the Hast^end. By 
ten o’doick it was estimated that 20,000 
people were outside the Ro.s# Omoe. 
Cries of “HoorayI our men, are coaning 
home noT^ii” wer© heard. Only when the 
Postmaster came out and ai^nioainoed that 
the war was still going on did the people
