(Boilermakers’ Society), succinctly sta-^^ 
ted the object' of the meeting in these 
words :—What We aim .at is a shorter 
working week. We propose that work 
should commence at 8.30, a.m. and cease 
at 5,30 p.m., with one hour for dinner on 
the first five working days, and that_ on 
Saturday w'ork should start at 8.30 .and 

’ tenninab© at 12.30> in. all .a 44 hours week.
■ No reduction in wages either per week or 
per day.’*’

BUILDING TRADE AND AIR 
BOARD.

Nothing has happened since last week 
to alter onr opinion t^at the preseq’^ dis­
pute in the btiilding trade has been'torced 
by employer^ deliberately and with mal­
ic© to a crisis with the object of ciippiiug 
trade unionishi. In this they have the 
Air Ministry, with Sii’ Wm. Weir, of Jap­
anese Naval notorietyj at its head'; the 
AXinistry of Labour and the Alinistry of 
Munitions as their accomplices.

The policy of the Ministries in' labom" 
disputes has hitherto been to take djiect 
responsibility for production where em­
ployers show themselves tinreasonable.

Now, in antici­
pation of this dispute, the Ministries have 
retired froon control of the aerodromes, 
handing them. over to the contr’mtors', 
who were hitherto no more than foremen 
acting for the Air Ministry. .
