With 
one accord al'l the workers 6f a;!! sections 
and grades in hotels, cafes and restaur-- 
ants came out tO' vote the rejection of 
the empioyieirs^ offea's, and when they 
had' j:oted decided with one voice to re­
main'’* out until they had' brought the 
bosses tO' reason.^ - , -

It was a surprise to the employers, a 
delight io' the workers, and a gratifica­
tion to the Union to which they belong. 
vStill more magrufieent sagnificant
was the tlioroughnes'S with which these 
raw recruits of three months’ .standing . 

' ' carried out the fight until it was wel' 
and nobly won on its seventh day. They 
cio-sed all the hotels in Dublin _and forced 
the rich, idle., fat folk to get their meals 
at .hoime^or do without 'them.. It was as ‘ 

. ' gallant, .as gay, and' as well organis ed a
strike as we have ever known, and no 
praise is too higla for ^the oqmmittee 

. which organised it a.nd the men and 
women who carried it to snecess.

The spirit, discipline and hearing 
the men was a revelation.

..fq;r the puipose wH-ch our masters inten­
ded' viz.: the deigrad'ation of the ipasses I 
Socially, po'iitically, intel'lectnally, and? td 
a large extent spiritually—will -apply-to ■ 
a great extent alsoi toi England',, and te a 
much le.ss 'extent to 'Scotland.

Fqr general purposes pur edu'cational 
machine consists 'of three compoiueint 
parts, viz. : p-rimary, intermediate, and. 
technical; which are dovetailed into Q-ne 
.another after a faishion, and^the universi­
ties; Any sane n^an would isay that 
these great idepiartments of education 
should he hrought into [harmony with 
each oth-er, if the general object in view[ 
were to- .secure the best .poissible results- 
to the nation at large. Instead, we find 
the 'Very, oppo-sit© to he the -ease; each 
dep-artment of education is a wat^ight 
compartment shut .off ftom' the others, 
and 'each carving out a destiny for itself^ 
and 'why? Precisely beoause the lobjeefc 
of our 'educational s-ystem is not tO; secure 
the best pois.s.Tble results to. tbe na.tion, 
nor any results at all fox' that inatter, 
except in so far as they cannot be avoi­
ded in effecting the I’^eal genesis of our
edHicational system, which is to degrade
and pauperis© th-o intellect of the masses, 
and to secure a wholly unm-erited and 
artificial (social status for the d-asses; and) 
based foi'seoth on the importanoe of a ■. 
so-oalied higher education, from whim 
the proletariat is rigidly excluded!—It.Y.

Boland’s and Industrial Freedom
1

The arbitrary, hate-envenomed aation , 
■of Boland’s, Ltd., in •closing- down thedr 

' works and fining- their four hundi'ed 
workens in a week’s wages; because they 
resent the Government having interfered ' 
to. .secure the barest justice to the • 
workers, has had an- interesting and 
significant sequel, . While, the 'works, 
bakery and tmdlls, were closied, the re^ 
presentatives of the Bakers and Trans­
port Workers ' waited upon the Irish 
Food Control Committee, and bifened, 
on behalf of the workers, to take over 
the manageiment of , Boland’s, and 
operate the flour mills, bakeries, and 
the organisation of distribution on be- ' 
h^lf of the community. The offer was 
seriously pressed—with the resnlt that, '■ 
rather hastily, the I.F.C.C. gave gufir- 
antees of re-opening under “ Coyern- 
ment ’ ’ manageiment..

What is tO' be observed here is that 
. ,tho Irish. Transpom Union is now pre- 

pareid to put into operation the policy 
it laid toefoye the: Congress ait' WatoC:, 
ford, which was unanimously adopted; 
as the object .towards which the-, trade ' 
unton activities of Irish Labour should' 
be directed.- With 'them in this pre­
paredness are the Bakers’. National 
Union and the Clerical Workers’ . 
Union. The co-operation of -these three 
sections in the past year has been so 
close that they may, be considered to 
constitute the Industrial Union of the 
milling ,and baking industries of Ireland. 
Although they have not yet become for­
mally united, and, perhapis, may never 

, be, thesie unions ’.nave escaped from the 
mental bondage of the •''craft 
Standing together .in- the preparation of 
their programme of improved conditions 
and in negotiations, they are effective 
bargainers, .and can maintain in their 
unity a better control of the standard 

, of living than in isolation.
They have learned tho lesson - of ex­

perience. They recognise that the 
modem financial COntroL of industry has 

weapons that 'trades—unionism-cannot 
master by conflicts outside the work­
shop. They ^see, too, that political free- 

■ dom, which allows the worker to ctiark 
a ballot paper once in five years, and 

. in the interval leaves him at the' uncon­
trolled ^ will of the private capitalist, is 

' illusory. Thereftore, they “ declare that 
mere increases of pay, however neces­
sary, are only a temporary palliative .Jor 
the >eVils- of poverty, that what is wanted 

, is a sufficiency of real wages rather than 
of money wages, and that the only 
effective remedy for our present disabili­
ties is the control of industry in the in­
terest of J:he community by the organ­
ised working class.”

Here they have epitomised the theory 
^ of working-class action, expounded in .a 

valuable book just publiished by George 
Allen and Unwin, entitled The Mean­

ing of ’Industrial Freedom^” by G.' D. 
H. Cole and W. Mellor, tl(.>e well-known 
exponents of the National ^Guilds. . 
Thesb authors ' criticise" the ■ limitations 
of the various schools of' Socialism, the 
Utopians of the Owenite’ School whq 
^‘ •conceived rilfhtly the aim’of socialism, 
but failed because they had no grasp of 
the means of realising their ideal,” and 
the half-baked ex-Liberals of the Mac- 
Donald-Snowden order.

Perhaps -for the first time in National 
Guild Literature^ there is a meuition of 
Karl Marx, “the Darwin of economic 
theory,” as the authors quote from 
Aveling without acknowledgment. They 
err iii saying ^ Bed entifie ’ socialism 
tonded inevitably to lay 'all the stress 
of -the distributjdn of income.” This is 

■.the peculiar'weakness of - Mr. Cole’s 
.friends,. the 0|d Fabians.- From scien­
tific, so cialtom has sprung the poHcy of 
the Industrial Union, the advocacy of 
whidh is associated in America with the 
'name of DanieL De.L^ Ireland
with -thd nameVqf James Connolly.

■ - ' Messrs., Cole, and Mellor’s chapter 
the “ Purpo'sd; of Trade Unionism ” . is

• par'cieularly valuable, -and that on “ In- 
dusi'tfial. Control, true and false,” has a 
warning which must be heeded if Irish

■ labonr is to preserve • its freedom of 
action froi^ the over-zeal of the peace- 
■patchers of labgur dispute^, in Jpublin, 
Cork, and .elseyffiere, jWe hope to- see 
Irish labour set itself seriously to- master' 
this- sliih but beautiful booldet. For 
study circles it affords the most-com- ' 
pact introduction to the study of Na­
tional Guilds yet brought within the 
reach of ,’ alL The price is •is., or by 
post IS. id.
