Those 
who declare that Labour should not 
meddle with politics—and there are 
many such attached to the political 
ties of the day—and those who demand 
that Labour should'adopt the methods or 
this non-working-class party or or tne 
other, should calmly study those essays 
in politics and working-clap tactics 
which are Connolly's precious legacies to 
’ttie Iri^ working-class, he l-oyed.

tical revolt and from a class battling for 
concessions became a class leading its 
forces to * the mastery of society at- 
large."

■ Labour .to-day bas learned its pqwepin 
the sphere of production and. distribu­
tion. The time has come when it is 
necessary by political action to safeguard 
its right to organise from the attack of 
politicians of ihe .“orthodox parties. No .’ 
one can doubt that necessity who cares 
to look up the files of the Dublin papers 
of all parties-^the -weeklies as well as the 
dailies—during the years of storm and 
stress from 1911 to 1914. ^ Labour must 
establish itself as a political force—for 
self-protection if for nothkig else.

But entering on the fight, let us nour­
ish no delusions. Connolly says:—■ 

/^The fight for the conquest of the 
political istate is not the battle, it is only 
the echo of the battle. The real battle 
is the battle being fought out every day 
for the power to control industry^, and 
the gauge of the process of that battle 
is not to be found in the number of 
voters making a cross beneath the sym­
bol of a political party, but in the num­
ber of these Workers who enrol them­
selves in an industrial organisation * with 
the -definite purpose of making them­
selves masters of the industrial equip­
ment of :society in general.

Its Immolate Ob]ectives,

Following' the ultimate aims as set 
forth last week the new constitution is 
admirably clear in its definition of th# 
immediate political objectives of the Irish 
Labour Party. First, of course, is the 
organisation^of the working class along 
joint industrial, social and political lines. 
This will he done through Trade Unions, 
a political Labour Party, and Co-opera­
tive Societies both of producers and con­
sumers. The inclusion of the Co-opera­
tive Societies is an important forward 
step, and it is well that Labour should 
make it clear that both forms are speci­
fically included, for to exclude ^either 
would perpetuate a weakness which all 
gf us would deplore,^ihe neglect of on« 
form to the over-rating of the other. 
Nationally the political activities of ^ ths 
Pai’ty will be directed to ’ securing direct 
and independent labour representatioir 
on all national and local legislative ^ and 
ad.ministrative bodies and to co-ordinat- 

• ing the work of the several sections of 
the working-class movement. Inter­
nationally—and here the new Constitu­
tion makes another hold step forward—• 
the Labour Party will seek’ to promote 
fraternal relations between the workers 
of Ireland and of other countries through 
the medium of the Internatioal Labour 
movement; and co-operate with that 
movement, in promoting the establish­
ment of democratic machinery for ^the 
settlement of disputes between nations 
(without, he it noted, binding itself _to 
any formula of a ^League of Nations, 
European or American), in raising the 
standard of social legislation and gene­
rally in assisting in the. efforts of tha 
working class' in all nations for its'own 
emancipation.

Ail these objects are emipently prac­
tical. and in the Irish Xjabour Party the 
machinerv for their achievement is at 
.hand. There s plenty of scope for. work 
in each of the several sections, and it is 
work which is both essential and imme­
diate. When the .Party membership 
throws itself into this work fit may he 
prepared for hard and gruelling labour, 
hut it will be labour that will have its 
rich reward in the/"upraising of tha

What the effect of an earlythis year.
peace on the fortunes of Ireland would 
be it would be ras-h to .-say now, for as 
yet there is nOt enough-miaterial evi­
dence to- form a considered judgment. 
Everything depends on the nature and 
course of the peace-making, and we do 
not think that anything that has been 
made public as late as Monday of this 
week affords a clUe thereto. At the same 
time We think it -would he a false as­
sumption to conclude that the Austrian 
Note of last month, the peace with Bul­
garia, the changes of government in 
Germany, Prince Max’s invitation to 
president Wilson, and the whole change 
of front in Germany indicate the cause's 
of the probable peace. Raifiier do we 
think that these are the oonsequences of 
pourparlers which may^have been going 
on between the belligerents of both 
groups under cpver of all the public milji- 
Wy and political activities of the past 
few months. Neither the Central 
Powers nor the Allies are to he expected 
to conduct their diplomacy in the open 
light of day as did the Bolshevik Soviet, 
and it is certain that'until a cessation of 
hostilities is an actual fact there^ will 
be no official publication gf the drift of 
secret /Kinversations condncEed with the 
authority of the warring governments. 
Tbs diplomats will come out of the war 
as. secretly and with as little regard-for , 
their peoples, as they entered it.

The only certainties are that a virtual 
peace as both possible and probable for , 
Christmas, and that by peace the Irish 
people stand to ga n. Tne^ghin to Ire- 
lan-d^will not he -as great, we believe, as 
we who are Republicans would desire, 
unless a geheral election precedes the 
actual peace. This is the sRuation as we 
at least sum it up, and it is not such 
as we think 'the people^'^f ■ Ireland need 
fear' to face.

.So far as can he judged from the Press 
of FrEnce and Great Britain, it looks 
as if the Allies are again about -fco reject 
the German offer despite its acceptance 
of President Wilson’s statements as a. 
basis of peace negotiations, and instead 
exact their pound of flesh.

Ordinary poEtical parties are oom-^

posed of men and women who meet to­
gether to formulate a policy and pro­
gramme to. vote upon. They set np a 
political taoket in the hope of getting 
people,, most of whom they do not know, 
to vote for them, end when that vote is 
at dasjb cast, it is cast hy men whom they 
havp not organised, do not know, and 
catfhot rely npon t« use in their own 
defence. We have proven that such a 
body can make propaganda, and good 
propaganda, but it can never function as 
the weapon of an industrially organised 
working class; To it, such a party will 
always be an outside body, d boay hot 
under its direct control, but the poiitioal 
weapon of the Industrially Organised 
Working Glass will be a we<3ipon of Hta 
own forging and wielded by Its own 
h^nd.^ I believe it to be incumbent upon 
organised Labour to meet the capitalist 
class upon every field where .it can oper­
ate to our. disadvantage. Therefore I 
favour duect attacks uipon the control 
pf governmental powers through the bat- 
iothox, but I wish to see these attacks 

. supported hy the economic organisation. 
In short, I believe that there is no func­
tion performed by a separate political 
party that the economic * organisation 
cannot help it perform'much better and 
with greater safety to working-class in- 
terests.”; ’

Peasant^” and recall tne resulting ex^ 
perienoes with zest and even joy^ When 
the proprietors-^the chief of whom was 
a scrupulous and sensitive lady-decided, 
on the Eminent Ecclesiastio’ ^ interven- 
tion, to disoontinue the paper,\a h<^t 
of friends, including young Cmnohc 
clergymen, came to the rescue, and me 
result was ^ new paper of wider and 
deeper scope. For' four years—from 
February, 190-f, to the end of a9l0-^we 

. discussed and .interpreted all sorts of 
Irish is&ues and ideals: intellectual, 
social, industrial, spiritual, withopt fear 
or favour. It is grvSitifying to remember 
the causes and contributors and enthusi­
asts that were linked in one way or an­
other in what now. seems a far-off 
struggle. Of those w’ho^ are gone hut re­
main an inspnation: James Oonnolly, 
Padraic MacPiarais, Roger Casement, 
Francis Sheehy-SkeffingtGn, Eamonn 
Ceannt. Readar O’Maicin, they were ab 
i'ays of .chr guides and helpers. Of the 
liv&ig end striving: the list were, long, 
^nd I shrink from the invidious task of 
making a s^^ction. But there are two 
^ints that should interest Mr, Baird 
End s^t him thinking. One is that the 
stnt^ge for freedom of thought and cri- 
ticis^tses comparatively easy^ the con-, 
servaJl^e oierics never proved a formid­
able force,;' and we had many friends 
amongst the younger priests (though 
few amongst the ulster Protestants). 
The second is that our r^l difhcnlty 
arose through our battle for the -workers 
and sobial Tustiee, We were denounced 

s and bann^ as Socialists ”-^it was too 
early to call us ‘^ Bolehevika.V The 
turning of the tide in Irish demoeratio 
affairs was not to pome till a few years ' 
later* To-day—^r ‘ to-morrow—our fbr^ 
tunes would be very different.

I could tell Mr, Baird a good deal 
more that might cheer him, but we are 
«dl more concerned with the present and 

future than with the past. Further­
more, I prefer to write for the ** Voice
