That the politicai activities of Irish 
Labour have not up to^ the present been 
strongly in'evidence is due to the in­
tense and sustained ef oi*is of the Labour 
Party in the industrial-sphere.

The real battle of the workers' is not^ 
in politics. The bitter struggle tliat 
means life and death to working people, 
success or failure to the Labour move­
ment, is that which proceeds day by day 
on the fields and in the factories and 
workshops. Out of that battle the 
Labour iParty has brought victory and 
the fruits of victory.

Murphy of Kilmanagh, 'they content 
themselves with slandering the dead by 
innuenido and misrepresentation. _ We 
have no special reason to complain, of 
the good Canon. W© recognise' his limi­
tations, but -there are others, for whose 
perversions we cannot with the best will 
in the world find excuses.

Sir,—Witihiix tho last few weeks 

Have heard a geed deal of the idea • of ^ 
popular,conti'tjl as the basis for the re- 
constriiction of the educatxonai system in. 
feland> Mr. das. iiaird, of Belfast, 
wri ling in the “ Voice of jLabour,” 'has, 
in fact, gone so far as tos saj'^at a new* 
gyistem of education under popular con-
