passed, but the campaign against it has 
been snccesstul enough to justify tlie hope, 
expressed now in many new quartets, 
tliat the Mansion House Conference will 
no longer limit its^ function to the ex­
pression of the national will on the paji'- 
ticular issue of conscription. If it i.s 
true, as it is true, that the national case 
against conscription is included in the 
general’ case for national self-determina­
tion, then it is only r^sonaMe that those 
who have an honourable i:)art in the deter­
mination of 'tlie particular case should ex­
tend their function to the general isisne. It 
is not only reasonahle, but it alone is rea­
sonable. And not only is it, and it ailontv 
reai&onahle, but it is tne only logical posi­
tion . The Irish people are nothing if they • 
are not lo^cal, and indeed on all sidles, 
from the Bishop of Cork to the editor of

The Irish World,’’ andl froan the most 
oppofsite poles, the logic of the situation 
is recognised, and the caU goes forth for 
the widening'lof the scope of the Confer­
ence and the inclusion in its functions of 
the making of Ireland’ s nationai claim to 
self-determiation and Ireland’s appeal to 
the Peace Congress of the States. With­
out any disrespect, we think the Bishop 
of Cork may be taken as fairly represen­
tative of the most wniservative O'pinion in. 
Irish nationalism. Equally without any 
disrespect, we think “ The Iri-sh World ” - 

• may fairly h’e taken as the vdice of the 
most intrapsigeant and most radical ele­
ment in Irish nationalism. • Between the 
two are many diffeaent ehades of thought, 
but unless our eyes and ears deceive ns 
we observe in all the difPering soh-pols of 
thought a unanimity in fayionr of the 
Mansion Blouse Conference as la represen­
tative orgdn of the national will to free 
and full self-determination upon the na­
tional issue as genuine as, Olnd' even more 
remarkable than, the nationai unianimity 
upon conscription. There ia only lacking 
the authority, and if need he that autlioi'- 
ity, we have no* doubt, will.be given by a 
national mandate as spontaneous and as 
imperious as that on conscription. If 
none else t?^1 read the mandate in the 
signs of the times, the people them selves 
must write it in letters even the
blind in po^litical vision can read.

All these, we inajy’^say, are the,thoughts 
that have been runinni'g through the minds 
of the thinking men aiid women in the 
Labour movement these last few weeks. 
When we first expressed in The 
Voice” the hope that the Conference 
should become a national organ of w^hat 
would be virtually national government, 
however pro^sional, the circumstances 
were altogether unfavourable, hut we 
looked forward from April to just such 
changes in circumstances as the world is 
witness of to-day. The great world 
events of the past month, the coming of’

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THE TIDE COMES TO THE 
MANSION HOUSE.

When the Mansion House Conference 
was called: together in Aprh last as a 
symibol of the national unity in opposition * 
to oonscription hope was expiressed in 
certain quarters, including Labour chclerfe, - 
that, its work would " not be confined to 
the issue of the blopd-tax alone, hut that 
as well the Conference might become the 
nucleiis of what might well be a national 
organ of the Irish people! That hope has 
not been .fulfilled for reasons wiHi wliich 
the people are already familiar. Perhaps 
cur hopes rose too high, and perhaps we 
were setting the Conference a. task her 
yond: its powers. Indeed, ais' the event 
turned out, the very circum<stanc6s of the 
case determined the limitation of the 
functions of the Oonferenoe hy the carry­
ing out of its one specific mandate to op­
pose conscription.

Yet in the very making ^of the- case 
. ‘ against conscription the Conference itself 

found that its field was wider than the 
mere marshalling of arguments against 
the levy in blood. It found! that no case^ 
could be mad© against conscription with­
out having its root and basis in the right 
of the Irish people to their free disposal 
of themselves and the self-deteraiination 
of their political destinies. The base 
against conscription and the case for na­
tional self-determination were, and: are, 
inseparable. This is the view we have 
always taken in The Voice ” ; it is the 
view taken by ihe Labour movement in 
Ireland; it is the view which the Mansion 
House, Coiderence, by its acts and its 
deeds, has taken; and it is;undoubtedly ' 
the view of the oveawhelming majority of 
the people of Ireland. It is the view 
that Ireland’s objection to the imposition 
of ciQnscriptlon is diiotated hy Ire^nd’s 
inalienable aright to decade all such issues 
for herself, without interference or in­
fluence from any outside foi’ce oc power 
whatsoever. This is the very essence of 
Relf-dete-rmination, and its manifestation 
in the national opposition to ooh^oription 
is the actual exercise of self-dotermipa- 
tioB in ibis' particular issue,

The machinei^ of wage regulation

and concern themselves as little as pos­
sible with complaints about wages.

The ffid dispute between the poHce and 
the Board continues. Both shirk the 
duty of prosecution, the police, as one 
D.I. saidj because they object to setting 
class against class; the Board 

■ably because of the solidarity 
the 'Btate-nominated members and the 
farmers. The burden of securing pay­
ment of debts legally owed to them’- 
therefore falls upon the labourers. 
Without their trade unions to take their 
Olaitns into court these men would have 
to suffer silently the robbery which so ' 
far has escaped the attention of clerics 
of all denominationsi In the Petty Ses­
sions, the judges are magistrates' drawn 
from the local landlords, agents> farmers 
and shopkeepers. The scales of justice

As we have, shewn frequently, and w'e 
can’t report tithe -of the cases, paltry 
fines of Id. and Is. are imposed as pun­
ishment in cases of open defiance of the 
law, following on bare-faced plunder of 
the workers. Costs are seldom or never 
allowed to plaintiffs, the aim of the cri- 

^ minals’ accomplices on the Benches be­
ing to impose the entire ^burden of 
secution not on the convicted thief,

- on the Unions which hack the prosecu- 
tion.

The Transport Union is lolamLing ex­
penses in all cases of prosecution for ar­
rears from the Wages Board.
