“Irish Opinion—The Voice of Labour,”

the Friendly Societies Acts), and to appeal to the supporters of the Labour
Movement to become members of the Society and subscribe the share capital.

Irisz Opinton has been running as a privately-owned Labour Journal
since December 1st, 1917, and has established itself as an Independent,
Democratic organ with a definite purpose, ¢.c., to promote the allied causes of
Democracy, Labour Solidarity, Co-operation and Nationality.

The Society will be registered under the name of “ The Irish Labour Press
Limited,” and will take over without payment, ¢ Irisn Opinion—THE Voicg
oF LaBour,” as a going concern, free of debt, and with a considerable balance
to its credit, and an increasing circulation. :
