“The Prisoners' Republic.

The Republican prisoners in Belfast gaol
have eclipsed the mqst extraordinary
achievements in prison "history outside
countries in_which revolutivn has been
successful, In litera] fact, they have es-
tablished a Republic within the prison
itself. Our hand to them., For some

time past they have held complete con- -

trol of the wing they occupy. Last week
they took the bold courge of rescuing a
comrade from among {ihe ordinary pri«
soners and barring out the governor and
the warders. Barricades were erected
and sentries posted by day and night, and

-the tri-colour hoisted over sll, for all the

world a repetition within o prison of the
Republican procedure of Kasier Week,
except that in prison the revolting Re-
publicans are unarmed. We understand
that the Governor himself could move
about only by the written permit of the
Republicancommandant, Austin Stack.
