3Bhiti8h Oapitaldsm would prefer 
a capitalist Eep-ublio in Ireland before '’-it 
would permit >a social revolution in Great 
Britain or in -any self-governing country 
within the Empire, -and we shall have radical 
social -changes in Ireland before our com­
rades have them in Great Britain. Wilh-ULa it 
is profound social change or ncthing; and we

If our' friend will put Dominion ©tatus to 
the test .at'the Drogheda CongresB, we -are 
sure he will get an .emphatio -deoiaration 
against it, even though we know that many 
who have* deserted Home Bide and recently' 
yoted .Sinn Bein would' plump for it because 
they care no more for a Bepublio than they 
do for -a Soviet. At the same time we wel­
come his criticism’ for. we hop© the time i© 
not yet when criticism -and of
opinion are anathema in Labour in Ireland.

That rings true! .( None, 
of your capitalists’ slop about archaeology 
and .astronomy., Bone of your mawkish 
pediantry distilled out of books written by 
goodyrgoody middle-class economists. 
Is Cork gping to wake up? If We mean 
businesi,s we should bring, the matter up 
at the Trades Oounci early in January, 
discuss the whoile policy df workers^ edu­
cation, appoint fonr men who know what 
we w;a.nt and will insist on our getting it, 
and publicly cal upon the University to 
contribute £150 just as the Corporation 
does. With the right men, the right 
ideas, and £300 a year, we could do a 
tremendous lot to edncate the Cork work­
ers.

THE DOWN-TOOLS POLICY WINS 
IN INCHICORE.

What old trad© unionists enthusiasti­
cally describe as one of the moet re­
markable demonstrations of solidarity in. 
their experience of trades unionism was 

^ witnessed in the; railway works, Inchi- 
core, on Wednesday last, when over 2,000 
workers downed tools as a protest 
against the action ^o£ the management in 
introducing what is known as gentlemen 
apprentices to the utter exclusion of the 
sons of the workers employed the'Te. '

The trouble^ it may be said, originated 
last summer when a circular from the 
management was sent to. the fathers of 
those boys whose names were down for 
apprenticeship to trades, yt There is, and ’ ^ 
has’ been for some time, a very larget 
number of such applications from em-^ 
ployes in all departments. The circulars 
.informed th© fathers of the applicants^ 
that'no apprentices would be taken onfc 
for another two years, and snggpting to^v 
them the advisability of seeking else^K 
where for' an opening for their children.^

. The circular was discussed at ^ most of 
the Union meetings at the time, and*^

' much speculation was indulged in as to ^ 
whether -the new order would also apply •' 
to the*® employment of gentlemen ap­
prentices. When it is understood that 
the premium paid by the worker’s son • 
is only £5/while that of his richer rival 
reaches the third figure one can readily 
imagine the indignation of not only the 
parents, but the workers in general when 
a short time after the receipt of this 
circular a gentleman apprenldce wasi in- ' 
IrQduced,- nor can the workers le blamed 
if -they arrived at the conclusion that ‘

■ -the (deciding factor ’ in the appointment.... 
was ,The ability to pay the higher fee. 
Action was taken idimediately* The 

. new apprentice was removed, iand the 
pnatter w^s Considered as closed, and it 
was naturally concluded that the next 
appointment would be from the ranks of 
the’ workers. In this conclusion they 
had,^..however, reckoned without the 
management. The matter 'remained in 

' abeyance ^ until recently, when to 
the- isuj^rise of all anotheF^gentleman 

- apprentice was again introduced^ Meet-^' 
ings of the various Unions were im­
mediately held, and it was nnanimously 
decided to dowu tools at 11 o-cLock next 
d^ as a protest against th,e arbitrary 
manner in which the management had 
treated them.

Sharp to the minute of 11 .o’clock on 
‘Wednesday all work was suddenly 
■'Suspended in the various shops. On 
this occasion the surprise was experi­
enced by the other side. For the first 
time in the history of Inchicore the lap- - 
pearance of gafiers, foremen, managers, 
etc,, failed to create the usual flutter in 
the ranks of their workers. Bereft for 
the time being of authority they passed 
unnoticed through files of vworkmen 
standing idly by their benches. .Uble- 
gates from the various Unions partici­
pating in the protest were next invited : 
to discuss their grievances with the 
under-manager. , The latter, in the ab­
sence of the general manager, who had

sume work after dinner 
agreed to, and ^ normal. conditions ■ were 
resumed. >

The worker^ very naturally felt much 
- elated by their success, and on all sides 
the hope'■ was. e:spressed th-at the lesson 
of the po'W'er of combination and solidar­
ity would not he lost on the various 
unions. Gontiruied unanimity and 
mutual understanding would quickly dis- 

ypose of existing grievances^ local con­
ditions of labour would as quickly im­
prove, sectional strikes would be averted, 
the necessity for any such would* dis- 
■^pear for ever. The policy of the One 
Big Union can be realised at least in 
pfincaple if. “an injury to one is th© con­
cern of all” he interpreted in its 
widest application. 'Witlx th© workers' 
themselves remain .the solution. Their 
destiny is in"their own hands.

Bk T. W. Bussell says if that 
is ISO, iprioes must be raised; in oither 
words, the ur-ban const^mer must pay the 
wages of the rural wdtker, so that the 
farmer’s profits may h’e kept intact.'

Town-workers and rural workers, have 
a common interest in preventing new im­
posts and the privateering taxation of 
the profiteer. Higher prices reduce^ the- 
worth of wages. Let wages* be raised, 
even if profits lare reduced.

Borne patriotic farmers ■ are contempla­
ting evasion of income tax. We present 
them with the sugges-fcion that a wel-P^id 
rural population, rn'klcing an eifechit-e d^ 
mtand for the townsman’s p-roducts, and 
thereby stimulating the demand for food 
and raw ma-terialS, can be brought into 
existence by the fa-rmers paying The 
Living Wage to their labourers.^ Money 
so paid will not fall into tlip^^ritish Trea­
sury. Farmers! ..will! at las'b|'a3^1ow them­
selves the luxury of a cohscdence, and 
the nation will gain.

Otherwise—though it ftiay shock Father 
Humphreys—we can only recommend to 
the labourers direct action thrpugh the-ir 
trade unions. It is a sacred duty that 
men owe to their families to obtain a 
living wage. If emplo-yeiris^ will not grant 
it, no methods aa^e immoral which obtain

Resume of the statement sent to the 
Stockholm Committee hy . the Commit­
tee of Friends of Irish Freedom,’’' 
estahlished/on 7th 1916, hy the
Irish-American Congress. . :
A.—Ireland’s Right to SelLGoivernnient. 

The, Dublin Insurrection. of 1916 has 
* ^ drawn the attention of Europe to the 

situation in Ireland. . The Irish Bepuhlie 
was then proclaimed hy the Provisional 
Government. This rising was -bloodily 

ppressed.’ It makes on© more link in 
long series of fights the Irish ppople 

have put ilp since the 16th century. ' The

’ tion -to the practical boycott of Irish 
ores at Middleshor-ough. The Govern- 

■ ment. is paying to "the ore ' firms of/ 
Nox'thampton a bpans of 263. per ton of 
pig-iron, hut refuse tomake any such 

The 
Northampton ore is only 30 per cent, 
metallic, while’the Antrim ore is'46 per 
cent. The effect of the bonus is to give 
the English mining companies a subsidy
