“Voice” with all we have to say on

the Conference and the issues it raised. |t

Preliminaries, : )
The initiative for the convening of |
the Conference came from the Inter- s

national Socialist Bureau and from vari- j

ous Inter-Allied Soecialist Conferences.
In the preliminary arrangements the
French Socialist Party.and the British

Labour Party were the dominating in- jf

fluences, although they kept in close
touch with the parties in other countries,
especially Germany. It is equally true
and no less important that in practically
every Buropean country the demand for
the re-establishment of the International,
shattered into fragments by the war,
wvas growing clearer and stronger week
by week during the last two ycars, and
it was this practically universal demand
from the workers which was the decid-
ing factor. This initiative was approved

all, of the parties affiliated td the
Bureau. ‘
‘When, after. many vicissitudes, the]

conveners was seen in the interest with
which its proceédings were “followed by
the Press, the peoples, the parties, and
the Governments of all countries, and
this despite the enforced or voluntary
abstention of more than half-a-dozen of
the affiliated National Sections, includ-
ing some of the most important.

The Conference proper sat in. the
Volkshaus, the political headquarters of
the Socialist and Trade Union move-
ments in Berne, from the 3rd until the
10th of February. But much of its pre-
liminary work, and especially the diffi-
cult and delicate labour of exchanging
views aud news, and reconciling differ-
ences between the delegations from the
countries recently at war, had been done
at informal gatherings held during the

for the Conference proper, with the re-
sult that throughout the debates in the
Conference and. its Commissions, an at-
mosphere of good-will and understand-
ing prevailed. This indeed was the preat
achievement of the Conference, .the re-
conciliation of parties between whom the
war séemed to have raised barriers which
this. generation might never have seen
broken down again. —

The Delegations, ' .
Twenty-five nations were represented
by 105 delegates. The countries repre-
sented were: France, Germany, Great
Britain, Austria, Hungary, Russia,
AlsaceLorraine, Ireland, Tchecho-Slo-
vakia, Holland, Denmark, Sweden, Nor-
way, Finland, Poland, Lettland, Geor-
gia, Esthonia,  Greece, Bulgaria, Arme-
nia, Argentine, Spain, Canada, and Pal-
estine. ~The Australian and Ukrainian
delegations arrived too late for the sit-
tings. Among the more notable of the
Conttinental delegates were Kurt Eisner,
the Premier of the Bavarian Republic,
assassinated shortly after the Conference,
and the outstanding figure at its deli-
berations; Fritz Adler, who has ‘“died”’
as often as Lenin himself and wasg the
hero' of the Conference on account of

Sturgth; Karl Kautsky, the veteran
theorist and scholar of the older Marxian
thought; J. P. Troelstra, the Dutch
leader; Grumbach, the famous anti-Ger-
man correspondent of ¢ I’Humanite’ ;
Wels,. Molkenbukr, and Muller of the
German Majority ; Paul Axelrod, one of
the founders of the Social Democratic
Party in Russia; as well as Longuet,
Cachin, Renaudel, Thomas and the Bol-
shevist Loriot, ‘from Irance.  Among
notable visitors were, Edward Bernstein,
the intellectual leader of the Revisionists ;

Charles Rappaport, the .anti-militarist

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biographer of Jaures; and Frank Bohn,
the renegade American Industrial Union-
ist. Among the delegates were members
of the Governments of Germany, Ba-
varia, Hungary, Austria,.Georgia, Bul-
garia and Tchecho-Slovakia. '

On the other hand, the Bel-
gians and the Gompers’ following 1n
America refused to meet the Germans,
while the Bolshevist minority and the
Revisionist majority in the Swiss Party
split their respective fractions on the
question but carried abstention on the
war attitude of the .conveners of the
Conference. The American Socialists
did not receive their passports. until the

In his opening address. the President,
Branting, emphasised the point that the
Conference must be considered as a pre-
paration for a large and more represen-
tative and definitive Conference to com-
plete the re-union of the International.

crises in the Conference, the question of
responsibility for the war, was reached.
The French ex-majority pressed strongly
for a final pronouncement of judgment
against Germany and for a declaration
against the Bolsheviks. All the big men
took part in the discussion, but by a
little give and take final judgments on
both questions were deferred. Something
of a sensation was created when Kaut-
sky, Eisner, and Adler established the
German and Austrian responsibility for
the immediate occasion of the war, al-
though they and other speakers agreed!
that in its origins the war was brought

about by all the big Governments.” A

cdemand was made that the Entente So-
cialists should examine and expose the
responsibility of the Entente Govern-
ments ag the Germans and Russians had
done with theirs. ®Finally a special. Com-
mission brought in an agreed report ac
cepting the German Majority memor-
andum stating that the Germans,
through their Revolution, had abolished
the olde system which was responsible for
the outbreal of the war and had proved,
through action, its determination to
build anew upon Socialist lines. In its
twrn the Conference accepted this re-
port. '
