for industrial output. But it might have
been expected that it would consider the
- question of joint control of production.
Workers are at least essential partners
i industry ; but their rights as partners
have not even been considered, and are
not congidered by this Report. The re-
cognition’ of this is not merely a human
right (though that in itself is enough);
it is, as a fact, essential to. efficiency.

I know very well that to Efficiency Iix-
perts (known, I believe, in America as
Employment Managers) this will sound
as clear nonsense. But Efficiency Ex-
perts have a ‘habit of dealing with men
s dehumaniised units in a machine;
whereas men, and, to their glory be it
said, women even more, have a habit of

asserting their humanity - at critical
moments; and hringing the whole

After having been repeatedly ruled oitt
as a witness by the anti-Bolshevik Sena-
tors, Col. Raymond Robins, former head
of the American Red Cross Mission, has
been allowed to tender his evidence about
the new regime in Russia.
An anti-Socialist, Robins had no pre-
conceived love for Bolshevism. He does

The principles of Bolshevism were be-
ing discussed. At one part of his answer
to the diseussion, the lecturer tell hope-
lessly ittwerror, ‘¢ Until Trades Unions
did more than fight for higher wages,
which were always counteracted by higher
prices . . ..’ ending in applause. Now,
my opinion of the good sense of Dublin
men inclines me to believe that the criti-
cism of the restricted sphere of Trade
Union activity, rather than the enuncia-
tion of the principle of economics, re-
ceived applause, N

The idea that wages when increased

. influence prices is still prevalent, though
it dates back to the beginning of last
century, and is yet found in, for ex-
ample, ©* A’s *‘ National Being.” Here,

‘o wagewar
never truly or permanently improves the
position of labour ’’; ‘ wages might be
doubled by Act of I"‘arliament, and the
net result would.be to double prices, if
not to increase them still more.”’

We can excuse ‘¢ A " for enunciating:

this ancient fallacy, but a Marxian, a fol-
lower of Connolly, to do so! _

These statements result directly inr the
law that wages regulate prices. - With-
out examining the theory of this law, an
appeal to facts disproves it immediately,
“The Ten Hour Bill was introduced
1848. . . . What was the result? A
rise in money wages of the factory opera-
tives . ..a continuous.fall in the prices of
their pl:OductS v = g (M@TX’S \.“' Va,}ue’
Price, and ‘Profit.”) Tactory operatives’
wages were increasing from 1849 to '69,
and generally in the same period ‘‘there
took place a rise of about 40 per cent.
on the :average rate of the agricultural
wages of Great Bribain.” ¢ Despite the
Russian  war, consecutive  unfavourable
harvests from 1854 to 56, the average
price of wheat .. fell from about £3
per quarter for the years 18381848 +to
about £2 10s. per quarter for years 1849
-259 * (Karl Marx.) ¢ From about 1875
4ill 1896 prices tended to fall whilst
wages tended to rise, and frem 1900 on-
~ wards prices have risen enormously
whilst wages tended downwards wundil
huge strikes . . generally checked the
drop”? (J. M‘Lean, M.A., ‘ The War
After the War.””) This law is founded
on a superficial glance at things, and not
on an investigation into theé facts of any
period, ' ;
* Why are capitalists forced to concede
higher wages only after long strikes—
during which no profit is being produced
—when by conceding double wages they
may ¢ double prices, If not increase them
still more,’ and reap a greater profit?

The Marxian explanation of what
would occur will easily be seen to.be cor-
rect by an ordinary man’s limited obser-
vation of facts. A general "increase of
wages means an increagse of the purchas-
ing power of the working class. An in-
oreased demand for the necessaries of life
—upon which the proletariat spend the
most of their wages will cause a tem-
porary rise on the market price of these
necessaries, : . .
. The prodticers of necessaries will réap a
higher rate of profit. An immense pro-
~ portion of the national production is pro-
duced in the .shape of luxuries or commo-

dities exchangeable for luxuries.
producers of these will have a smaller
income due to increased wages. A!
» smr%llei' dmooamcela fwilll mean '
mutual demand for their respective com-
modities. Thus, higher 'Waé)es, reducédl
incomes, higher cost of necessaries, re-
duced demand for their respective com-
modities will occasion a fall in the rate
of profit of those producing luxuries, or
. anything exchangeable . for Iuxuries. - On
the whole,~the ‘capitalists producing ne-
cessaries will enjoy an increased rate of

profit despite the rise of wages, and thel

other capitalists will incur a fall in the
. rate of profit. R
“The difference’in the rates of profit will

lesser remunerative to the more re-
munerative branch of production, as is
done daily on the Stock Exchange. With

capital invested in producing necessaries
will result in an increased supply of these
commodities’ until competition brings
down the prices to about the former
level. But, the transfer of capital has
also resulted in a decreased production
of luxuries, or commodities exchangeable
for these, and this, together with the in-
creased . incomes of the capitalists who
have transferred their capital, will in-
crease the demand, and thereby restore
the rate of profit, until the necessaries
production becoming ' unremunerative,
capital will flow back to its former place.

This continuous flow of capital daily
performed results in the fall in the rate

equally borne by all branches of indus-
try, and tends always to equalise the rate
of profit in all industries. The shifting
of capital changes not the amount of pro-
duction but the form. The fall in the
rate of profit is always counteracted by
the intenser application of scientific man-
agement, the resorting to various ex-
.pedients to increase output, the 1’ﬁperfec-
tion of machines, the increased efficiency
of the labourer due to a greater degree
of comfoits “and security being obtained
by the .increased wage. These factors
enable capitalists bo increase wages, de-
crease hours, lessen the price of their
commodities, and still reap - greater
profits, .

A final mention of the ‘“ how.” Wages
regnilate prices. Wages and prices are
‘respectively the value of labour and the
value of commodities. ‘‘ The value of
money,”’ says ‘‘A,’’ in the same in-
teresting chapter, “is simply what it will
purchase.” The value of money is regu-
| lated by the amount of commodities it
purchases, or the value of commodities.
, That is, the value of labour is regulated
1by the walue of commodities. Thus, we
start with the value of Tabour regulat-
ing the value of commodities and end
with -the value of commodities regulating
the value of labour, and so on in a never-
ending circle. It is.'well for the com-
munity that O’Shannon and * A8’ do
not always reason like this, or wwhere
would they bring us?_ :
