The Boyle Strike.
The strike wMch has been proceeding 

at Bo'yle since Alarch has almost ceased 
to have any. appearance of being an in- 
dustiial dispute. Large forces of police 
and soldiers have been draftefd into the 
town and. n.early all of the 74 men in­
volved in the dispute have been haled 
before the ibenclli charged with intimida­
tion, incitement, or rmlawful asBembly.

The Trade Dilutes Act,
which expressly legalises pdcketting, has 
been abolished by the local police, hacked 
up by the tanks and armoured cars, and 
the legislation devised for the suppres­
sion of politioal agitation is employed in 
this" purely industrial dispute.

Several of the seven employers affected 
are extreme Sinn Feiners, gentlemen who 
want to ft’ee Ireland and set up a Re­
public. Ordinarily they refuse to re­
cognise the British Government and treat 
with contempt the forces erf the Cro wn, 
Now they try to pui'sue their declining 
business, un&r _ guards of peelers and 
gloat w'ith satisfaction on the Imton 
eWaflges and raids made by the “hirelings 
of the hated Saxon,”

Twenty-nine more men have been ar­
rested, and the local, situation daily 
grows more desjmrate.

Socialists Expel Masons.
The' Italian Socialist Party, which has 

been steadily and immov^ty opposed to 
the present war, has expelled from mem- 
iiersliip all adherents of the Grand 
Orient, - Air. Norman tells us that all 
details of the assassination of Bailor!, 
the Italian Grand Master, have been 
suppressed by the British Press Censor, 
and non© are yet obtainable, although 
the event occurred as far back as-Novem-

1917.
The French and Italian Governments 

are ^urinated by this anti-Social organ- 
matibn, which &.s also its agencies in 
the world of high finance. Mr. Norman 
menrions the great banks, Banque de 
Paris et Bays Bas, the Credit Lyonnais, 
the Armaanent firm, Sehneidier Creuzot* 
and the Union des Alines (in which Mr. 
'Bonar ILaw was a shareholder) as being * 
"the Grand Orient in business. In the 
French War Office there v/as a special 
Masonic • department, ‘ ‘ Department de 
PHant Orient, as -it was described on 
its own notepaper.

Tlie wnnection may not ibe so obvious 
tliou^i it exists. It does not exist 
thronigh Ibsen, though for that matter it 
might well hare dene. Sitting at tho ; 
little mailble-topped table in his Nonve, 
giarf~cafe of an evening, drinking hi^ 
glass of strong noaihei’n 'beer, thinking 
over the work he had.' in hand, that sturdy 
little man, with spectacles, mutton-chop 
whiskers and frock-coat, might have been 
avoided by liis neighbours at adjoining’ ' 
taMes, but he had a Mndly h^art for cbilt 
dren. He searched the evils of man un- 
spanuni^y and wa.s hated by them accord, 
ingly, and his iworks given an evil name 
that still dings to one or two of them. 
But he stood bravely in defence of 
women; and, in his later woti-ks especially 
his pen grew wondrous gracious with the 
children that stepped across his pages.

His eye, behind those large spectacles, 
was quick and keen to search the hum­
bugs of men. When his play, ' ‘The Enemy 
of the People.” was-first piroduced at the 
Cbristiaha Theatre in 18^ it panduced a 
stofj.’m iof' protest in certain ciroles, who ‘ 
denouanbced the anthoa- as an anti-demo- 
caat. In truth he was no more an enemy 
of the people than (w'as Dr., Stockmann, 
the chief figure of Ms play. The real 
enemy of the people was the tspe of man 
he .pillpried as Burgomaster ^ockmann ; 
and it was this type of-man who^-feeling 
the last of his satire wil tahout Mm, rose 
in wratli against Mm* Dr. Stockmann 
spoke truth, -and gave of his utmost hnd 
best for the people. No such man. is an 
enemy of the people, even-thouigh the 
things he says be unpleasant.
