^ If Freddy succeeds in embittering poli­

tical feeling between the labourers and 
the Nationalists farmers, and thus briug- 
ing about a divi.sion in tho Republican 
camp, he and the Ascendancy gang who 
boss the Fariner.s’ Union will, of 
be vastly pleased.

The settlement in Cloncurry is 35s. 
for labourers, 37s. 6d. for ploughmen 
and milkers, hoarded men 20s., £8 har­
vest bonus, overtime Is. 3d, per hour, 
casuals 10s, per day; s,^11 holidays to he 
paid for, no broken time, no non-Union 
men to he employed and no men to he 
dispensed with during slack seasons.

-. SOaiE STRIKE INCIDENTS.
In all the districts the picketting is' 

splendidly rigorous, and no move can he 
made without permits from Strike H.Q. 
Those of the Celbridge farmers whoso 
men are still out cannot even got their 
washing, done.

.The military are aiding at strike- ‘ 
breaking in Dunlavin district, one fanner 
getting his cattle waggoned under the 
protection of soldiers with fixed bayonets.

In Caybnry there has been a sample 
of Slieridanism redivivu.s. An R.T.C. 
man’s wife living in the village rushed 
to _ tho barracks shrieking that the 
strikers had broken the windows of her 
house and Jiad maltreated her, in proof 
of -ivhich she showed her scarred hands 
.and her clothing bespatter(?d with blood. 
Investigation proved that tho broken. 
gla.s.s was lying OUTSIDE the windows, 
and it didn’t require the powers of de- 
ductioii of a Sherlock Holmes to show 
that the windows had been sm.ashed from 
the INSIDE, and that the hands of the 
pei’pretator of tho faked ‘‘outrage” had 
been cut in the process. The attempt 
to have the military drafted in accord­
ingly faded.

Threatened with eviction from his 
house, a newly-married weak-kneed serf 
belonging (sic) to “Squire” Robinson in 
Carbury area ronaged Uie Union and 
turned to his work, whereupon liis wife 
walked, out of tho house, declaring that 
she would not live-uith a scab.

PRIOR MAC NABB’S CONTRAST.• •

Hie workers , of Britain .owe more than 
a little to the fearless and outspoken 
criticism of the capitalist system wliich 
the, Veiy Revd. Prior MaoNabb, O.P., 
has maintained for many years,

• The Pagan doctrine that whatever is, 
, is best has very often been rendered in 
Christian pulpits as whatever exists, is 
divinely ordained, and ' therefore de­
spite the suffering it inflicts on the 
people, must be accepted humbly by 
them as a just punishment of their sins.

Father MacNahb has no use for that 
perversion of , truth. «He does not adopt 
the Calvinist view that to be poor i,s to 
be the victim of God’s wrath and that 
riches 'and culture and worldly esteem 
are proofs of divine favour.

With His Holiness Pope Leo XIIL, 
of whose social doctrines he is the prin- 
.cipal exponent writing in the English 
Language, Father MacNabb sees in the 
mass of the labouring poor a class sur­
rendered by the relentless development 
of history,

“ALL ISOLATED AND HELP­
LESS TO THE. HARD-HEARTED­
NESS OF EMPLOYERS AND 
THE GREED OP UNCHECKED 
COMPETITION.”—^Rerum Novarum.

The remedy he prescribes, an in­
crease of ownership, can be accomplished 
even in these days of big industry by the 
co-ojierative method adopted in Russia

and advocated by James Connolly in the 
“Re-conquest of Ireland.”

The co-operative method. has been re­
commended by His Eminence Cardinal 
Logue, who is not by any means 
volutionary. Its limitations, wo know. 
We know, • too, that as it develops its 
growth will arouse the hatred and bit­
ter olJpositiou of • those who'have laid 
the yoke of slavery upon the workers.

Meantime it affords a basis of • co­
operation for all men of good will. 
Father MacNabb’s article, which we re­
print with all due acknowledgements 
from, the “Catholic Times” of 19th 
inst,, shows that:
1st The wages system is nn-Catholic, 
2nd There lies on Catholics a positive 

duty to work for its replaceihent by 
'a social system that will .extend owner­
ship to the masses who at present have 
no property. „
As a recent contributor in these, pages 

has said we have no concern, with re­
ligion as a theory. It is not our pro­
vince to advocate a social policy because 
't is Catholic or Protestant.

It is interesting-, however, to note that 
distributive co-operation in Ireland has 
its biggest and most fruitful develop­
ments in the districts in the North-East 
in which Protestants are most numer­
ous. Presumably what authorities agree 
is according to sound Catholic doctrine 
i.s not incompatible with good Protestant 
practice.^—(Ed.)

HISTORY OF THE LOCK-OUT OF 
DUBLIN PRINTERS.

. Oomrades!,
For -the second time -within twelve 

months the Dublin Mas-ter Printers’ 
Association have Locked Gut the mem­
bers of the D.T.P.S, under conditions 
which, strike at the roots of Trades’ 
■Unionism, not alone in Dublin, but it can 
be asserted all over the Three Kingdoms. 
While the facts of the dispute are fairly 
well knoivn, W'e feel that a brief liistory 
of the events which led up -to this, tlie 
latest and most insidious capitalistic 
effort to tyrannise over theVorkers and 
undermine the principles that Trades 
Unionism stands for will enlighten and 
inform you as to what exactly are the 
real issues at stake.

On April 7th, following the Na­
tional Wages and Hours Programme 
outlined by the Irish Trades’^ Union 
Congi’ess, the Dublin Printing and 
Kindred Trades’ Alliance sent in a 
demand for a 33 1-3 per cent, in­
crease in wages and a 44-hour -working 
week. After protracted negotiations, an 
increase of 16 2-3 per cent, was obtained 
for every unit of the Alliance, but in the 
case olf the D.T.P.S. the_ employers 
wanted to make it a stipulation that un­
less certain tyrannical rules, which they 
bad drafted, were signed the increase 
would not hold good.

The Members of the Society having 
unanimously rejected the plot 
aimed at filching from them their 
won rights, notices were subsequently 

' displayed in the firms connected with the 
Dublin Master Printers’ Association an­
nouncing that the increase, which 
amounted to 10s., would not he paid on 
Saturd-aV. June 29th, unless their Rules 
wore agreed to during the wqrlfiqg week 
ending on tlmt date.

Muzzle the 8hoep. Ilie Idcssiiigs .pi Peace have falloit 

swiftly on Drogheda—-and on most of the . 
towns of Ireland of wliiclx It is a type,

In this town of 12.(X)0 souls tliere arei 
at present nearly 1,000 men unemployed, 
.Several skilled men are out of work, but 
the majority ■Wl'Oiijg to that sad classiiica- 
tion of “unskilled” labourers.

More than half of tlio adult male pepu“< 
lation of the town of ivorking age is itile, 
and the women and little children de» 
pendent on these thousand men are eking 
out existence, just failing to die, on scraps 
-of scanty, charity and Uio little they havo 
managed to save from their men* folks’ 
scanty earnings during the war.

Add to that grim fact this other 
about 30 heads of families engaged in the 
texl^ile trade have only paiiiial omploy- 
riient altefnating with periods of idleness. 
Tliey have a week’s work and perhaps two 
weeks’ idleness. On’ the miserable aver­
age wage of lOs. 6d. some of them have’ 
to find the means of starving,4pr tlireo^

No escape for them.
The expedient of former years wheif 

father deserted his family to win breatl 
for them in England is not possible now.
A few men scraped together the price of 
a deck passage to try their luck in the 
English cities whitlier tSiy had gone iii 
former years. They found war industries 
closed .dewn, unemployment rampant and 
demobilisation flooding the labour market,, 
Tliey returned.. Their palti7 capital waf 
lessened by the cost of their fares. ■

Fer most of Drogheda’s idle workers 
there is no unemployment dole, thanks to 
the xealous seiwices (to the master class) 
of Carson’s decoy ducks, the “Labour 
Unionist” M.P.’s of Belfast, and' ths 
Hero of tiie Mons Retreat, Sir John D, 
P, French, Viscount of Ypres.

Lord French pockets £20,000 a year for 
thus imposing starvation, of Irish 
w'orker.s.

The^ local authorities are erj[ually re­
sponsible for the distress. Theirs it is to 
provide for the town^s urgent needs. The 
decay of war-time in road's and puhlio 
huikiings require to ho made good, Tlie 
harbour is ruinous and hopelessly inade­
quate even for the meagi’e trade that the 
war has left.

The housing of the people makes an 
urgent call for the immediate expendi­
ture of money and the employment of 
men. No stops have been taken to 
remedy any of tliese things and there is 
no charity adequate to meet the demands 
—the demands that many of the woi'kloss 
workers are too proud to make.

John has an uncle also a poor farmer, 
hut he is a D.L. and a J.P., in addition 
to other unmentionable bad things. Bnt 
he is a D.L., and so he got 13 police with 
fixed bayonets to conduct 13

dangerous, man-eating sheep 
to tJie railway station on Wednesday last.

But W'e cannot and will not let the 
“Independent’s” slanders pass without' 
refuting them.

The “Independent” lies when it says 
that “pandemonium reigned” and^ that 
“a regular hear garden would convey a 
poor idea of the distui-bance created,” 
much as the “Independent” w'oiild like 
these allegations to be true.

The “Independent” lies again when 
that “allegations of a political character 
were hurled at Mr, Daly’s head,” and 
that Dail Eireann ha'd “let the matter 
drop.”

The “Independent’s” report of the at­
tack on Mr. Wm. O’Brien is equally 
false. - 5,

The facts are tliese:
The charges against Mr. Daly were of 

a personal nature.
There was indeed some disturbance, 

but such disturbance as there -was was 
^created by Mr. Daly’s friends and sup- 

‘ porters,, just as at the previous meeting 
the question of the charges was first 
made hy a friend and supporter of Mr. 
Daly.

An attempt was made hy shouting, 
physical violence and a revolver displav 
to prevent Mr,, Seamus Hughes from 
stating his charges after Mr. Daly had 
explained his position. jThis attempt 
was nfede hy Mr. Daly’s supporters, and 
it failed latterly.

The court set up hy Dail Eireann ex­
pressing its readiness and wdlingness to 
investigate the charges ^as soon as 
Messrs, Hughes and Daly had agreed 
on tho nature and form of the charges. 
Tliis statement from the court was read 
out by the chairman, and again repeated 
before tlie close of the meeting.

The attack^ on Mr. O’Brien was. a 
vicious and blackguardly act, wliich took 
place after the meeting had closed and. 
when all but a hundred people or so had 
left the hall. The attack, we are proud 
to say, was not made hy a member of 
the Transport Union, but by a Corpora­
tion worker, who is not a member of the 
Transport Union and never had any cen-’ 
nection with the Transport Union. The 
attack was treacherous, unprovoked and 
without-^any warning, O’Brien’s- assail­
ant rushing from a conversation with a 
member of the Union and striking 
O’Brien. This is a piece of blackguard­
ism from which the Transport Union is, 
free, and which no member, not an 
enemy, will approve or tolerate.

On one other matter it is necessary to 
comment. This is the use hy Mr. Daly’s 
friends of revolvers at meetings for the 
purpose of bullying opponents and pre­
venting free speech. We do not believe 
tliese revolvers were purchased for this 
purpose, but they were used for this' pur­
pose on Sunday, and this was done by 
Mr. Daly’s supporters. Now there is a 
time and a place for the use of revolvers, 
and we should like to see them properly 
used. The time is not in the middle oLa 
speech,' and the place is not at a Union 
meeting.

Tho time f»r revolvers is when you are 
facing the enemy, and the place is in a 
military war.

Again we challenge the “Independent” 
to disclose tljp source of its information.

THE MANSION HOUSE MEETING. 

MR. DALY ACCEPTS CHARGES.

A jnontli ago a meeting of tbe Dublin 
members of the I.T.VT’.U.. was held for the 
purpose of explaining to them themtuation 
that had arisen conseauent upon the f ailure 
of Mr. P, T. Daly to secure re-election as 
acting secretary of th6_ Insurance Depart­
ment. ' ‘ •

In the course of that meeting (as reported 
at the time) one of Mr. Daly’s supporters 
charged Mr. J. J. Hughes with having made 
certain allegations against Mr. Daly’s per­
sonal chaJaeter. Mr. Hughes thereupon 
accepted responsibility for having made 
certain allegations and repeating them to 
the meeting he offered to prove them before 
a tribunal to he appointed by Dail Eireann.

The meeting held yesterday was called in 
fulfilment of the promise to submit to same 
the findings pi the tribunal. The highly- 
coloured report which appeared in Monday’s 
“ Independent" and " Herald ” conveys a 
false impression of what occurred.

There was no panic, there was no " pande­
monium,” there was no " hear garden,” not­
withstanding a deliberate attempt by a 
section of those present to create suen.

The memorandum from the registrar, 
of the tribunal Intimated that the court 
could not proceed with the enquiry as the 
parties had failed to agree upon the issue 
to he decided. The reading of the state­
ment was followed by a long, animated 
and irregular discussion, during which 
Messrs. Daly, Hughes, Mullen and Miss 
Larkin spoke at length. Mr. Hughes, in the 
course of his speech, read the charges as 
defined in set terms before the tribunal, 

.and challenged Mr. Haly to meet them.
After further discussion Mr. Daly agreed 

that this specific and defined charge should 
again he referred to the tribunal.

The meeting then adjourned.
It is untrue to say there is any split in 

the Transpo-rt Union.
A small knot of disgruntled persons, coin- 

posing a number of men and women, who 
from one cause or another have grievances, 
or have developed personal grudges against 
various officials, having organised them­
selves to damage the Union and to do so 
are trying to exploit the name of James 
Larkin while forgetting his principles.

The noisiest and mosf|violent 
turbers of yesterday’s meeting are not and 
never have been anembers of the Union, 
and therefore had no right to be present.

The question at Issue betiveen Messrs. 
Daly and Hughes is not a Union affair, and 
but for the fact that it was raised by one 
of Mr. Daly’s friends at the first meeting, 
it would never have been discussed at a 
meeting of Union members.
